E were under no
W illusion in regard
to the way in

which the Group Areas Act
was to work. We are there-
fore neither surprised nor
shocked at the report, as
published, of the Technical
Sub-Committee of the Dur-
ban City Council, on the
zoning of Durban under the
Act. lfwe are somewhat pain-
fully surprised it is the way
our own people are shocked,
since there are
shocks yet in store for them
and it will need tremendous
strength to survive them.

“On the eve of my departure from this country I send greet-

ings to the peoples of South Africa. - I wish to express my grate-
ful appreciation of the courtesy and help I have received from
persons of all sections of the people, which has greatly ‘assisted
me in the discharge of my duties.

“It is a matter of great regret to me that during my sojourn
in this Jand it has not been possible to lay down a secure basis for
rapid solution of the difficulties that confront South African citi-
zens of Indian origin.

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SYDENHAM AND OVERPORT INDIAN
OPPOSE ZONING PLANS

‘TAL opposition to the Dur-

ban City Couucil’s Technical
Sub-committee’s race  zoning
plans was expressed in a resolu-
tion passed unammously by dele-
gates from social, religious, sport-
ing and political organisations of
Sydenham and Overport at an
Emergency Conference held last
Sunday under the auspices of the
Sydenham branch of the Natal
Iadian Congress.

The main resolution passed by
the conference said that the race
«oning plans “make no pretence
of any fair and equitable distri-
bution of the land. Durban is
being made into one White zone.

“This conference, placing on
secord its unequivncal opposition
to the Group Areas Act, fully
supports the policy of the N.LC.
to resist at every stage all attempts
at expulsion and displacement,

~ ditect and indirect, of any group
of people from presently settled
areas of residence and business
and will continue with ever jn-
creasing determination its struggle
against this obmoxious piece of
apartheid legislation,”

The conference called upon the
people of Sydenham not to co-
operate  with the authorities in
e creation of group areas and to
expose any Indian who did so as
traitor to the cause of the Indian
people.

Another resolution condemned
the policy of expatdation and
#aid that under no circumstances
would Indians be party to such a
policy. “We are South Africans,”

the resolution added, “‘and we
will count no sacrifice too great
to obtaig for ourselves full'citizen-
ship rights in our country.”” The
resolution supported the decision
of the Natal Indian Congress
conference held recently that the
South African Indian Congress
should request India not to accept
any Indians arriving in India
under the Assisted Emigration
Scheme.

Mr. Debi gingh, General Secre-
tary of the Natal Indian Congress
and Mr, I. C. Meer, a member of
the Natal Indian Congress Execu-
tive Committee also addressed the
conference.

Mr. E. C. Swales, Chairman of
the Durban branch of the A.P.O.,
the leading Coloured organisation,
condemned the plan as legalised
robbery and advocated the crea-
tion of a co-ordinating Com-
mittee of Indian, African and
Coloured political bodies to
soppose the Group Areas Act and
the policy of apartheid. Mr,
Swales said that .the Coloured
people would oppose the Techni-
cal Committee’s proposals.

A mass meeting of Indians of
Sea-Cow-Lake, Temple Hailt, and
Newlands was held on Sunday
afternoon, under the joint aus-
pices of six organisations, at the
Newlands School Hall to discuss
the implications of the zoning
Plan of the Durban City Council,
Dr. G. M. Naicker and Mr. C. L.
Amra of the Natal Indian Con-
gress were the two chief speakers.

INCE the publication of the
report of the Durban City
Cousncil Technical Sub-Com-
mittee on racial zoning of Durban
under the Group Areas Act there
has been considerable criticism
by Europecans against the report.
We give below a few of the com-
ments:

Councillor A. L. Barns,
Chairman of the 1943 special
City Council Post-War Develop-
meat Committez for the race
zoning of the City attended a
gathering of 200 ratepayers at
Wylie Hall, Parkhill. He is re-
ported to have said: “I will
never be a party to the forceful
taking away from Europeans of
anything they own-——their own

should voluntarily shoulder the
tremendous burden of the Act
when it is not bound to do so,
+Mr. Bolton said: I have nothing
against segregation applied fairly
in consultation with all races but
it is absurd to even coasider
uprooting 40,000 people and
moving them somewhere else,
All the plans we have scen are
absurd. People of all races have
been thrown, ur.necessarily, into a
state of uncertainty. The Racial
Zoning Committee’s plan is bad
enough, but it is frightening even
to start counting the cost of the
alternative plans we have heard.
Even spread over 20 years it
migbt run into millions of pounds
a year.

Cerrtainly this
is not a radical solution, burt it may be that no radical solutidn
exists. 1f one does exist, it is certainly not the Group Areas

We
should not be driven away from
Durbaa to a place where we are
going to be the reservoir of cheap
fabour to supply not only Durban
commercial houses and industries
but farming and the mining in-
dustries of Natal., We appeal
for true co-operation between
Europeans Indians and Native
peoples.”

CASE UNDER GROUP AREAS ACT
A SUPREME COURT JUDGMENT

AN INTERESTING judgment

under the Group Areas Act
was givea in the Supreme Court
Pretoria on November 19, by Mr.
Justice Blackwell, when he set
aside a decision of the Pretoria
North Town Council.

S. I. Dockrat, an Asiatic store-
keeper, of 75 Gerrit Maritz Street,
Pretoria North, had applied to
the Pretoria North Town Council
for the issue of a control certifi-
cate to enable him to get a trad-
ing licence. The Council refused
the application, giving as one of
its reasons the fact that it was
satisfied that the applicant, being
an Asiatic, could not lawfully
occupy the premises in Pretoria
North by virtue of the Group
Areas Act.

‘The roatter was then taken on
review, the applicant’s coatention
being that it was mot lawful for
the ' Pretoria North Town Coun-
cil to consider whether or not he
had lawfully occupied the stand
oo which he waated to trade,

‘This contention was upheld by
Mr. Justice Blackwell,

He said that, although the
Town Council was, under the old
Astatic legislation (repealed by the
Group Areas Act) bound to con-
sider whether the applicant for a
control certificate could lawfully
occupy the premises, the power of
inquiry into the lawfulness of the
would-be licence’s occupied had
now been conferred on the Re-
ceiver of Revenue, who was the
issuer of the licence.

Consequently the Pretoria
North Town Council had exceed-
ed its powers and its decision was
irregular and was set aside.
