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Britain Explains Her “Attitude . To
S.A. In United Nations

RITAIN'S attitude to South Africa’s position in the

United Nations

continues to create misgiving
among critics of apartheid.

In the statement which

we reproduce below, issued by the U.K. Information
Service, Britain's position is clarified.—Ed. O.

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Treason And Political Persecution

T would be a wise and statesmanlike thing to do if the
[[ government acceded to popular demands for dropping

the treason case at this stage. To continue with it
would be to perpetuate a process of blundering which
has had disastrous results far the Department of Jus-
tice both on the homefront and on the international
plane.

The Police spent nearly four |years collecting evid-
ence to establish the charge of treason. After nearly two
years the Crown presented an indictment which was torn
to shreds the moment it was read in Court.  The Crown
withdrew in circumstances which reflected little glory on
the Department of Justice. And now, a new indictment
will be prepared fo start the farcical drama all over
again.

There are important dangers in trying to re-open
the case. In the first place the average citizen’s confid-
ence in the competence of the T'olice in protecting him
will be gravely shaken. If the Police cannot know when

treason is committed—as has been shown by the collapse

of the indictment—it is quite clear that in that ignor-
ance they can in given circumstances act in ways which
endanger the liberty of the citizen.  But worse than this
is the very real possibility that’ in their ignorance they
could cven fall into the error of using the power of the
State not to preserve Jaw and order but to persecute
political noncomformists. To continue with the case
would be the green light to those of them who have this
ambition.

For the Prime Minister thus to say that he will not
drop the treason case could very well be a form.of trying
to shield the Police at the expense of the citizen, If he
did that, the critics of the government here and abroad
would have the cvidence they need to establish their
-charge that in very many ways South Africais run as a
Police State.

Secondly, not to drop the case would mean that
human beings are subjected for another indefinite period
to emotional and financial strains which no decent gov-
ernment has the right to impose.  Afier two years behind
prison bars they still do not know precisely why their
liberty was cver curtailed,  The Prime Minister says, in
spite ol this, that he is. in effect, going to subject them
to another long and dreary period when they will be torn
away [rom their homes? when they will not be able to
look afier their affairs—as if what they have sufiered were
not enough punishment,  All this when the crown is nug-
able to tell the Court clearly what these people have
really done. This is the sort of thing we naturally expect
from the communists and not from Christians,

Thirdly and finally the danger of continuing with the
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case lies in the fact that while the collapse of the .first
indictment has shaken confidence in the way justice is
administered, a second collapse would throw the law into
open disrepute. It is tragic to reflect that all this is done
to shield an incompetent Minister. ?

The ctrisis is but onc mare
spectacular climacteric in a series
which is by no means concluded.
It springs from the tradition of
sclf-delusion which bas character-
ised the thinking of the Congress
leadership on the one hand and
that of their main critics, the
Afsicanists, on the other, The
chief value of the crisis lies in the
way in which it will clarify the
“real issues at stake in the fight
over race,

Both the leadership of the
ANC and the Africanists act ax
if there were more than two solu-
tions to South Africa’s race pro-
blem, Where they do notdo this,
they avoid facing up to the actual
realities presented by the two
alternatives. All along they have
been quarrelling, the one trying
to push the other to the realities
while the other dodged and both
thought that in doing this they
were fighting the race opptessor,

Self-Delusion

This sel-delusion could go on
only as long as there were not
extraneous influences to compel
both to face reality in its starkest
nakedness. The rise to power of
Dr, Verwoerd and Jan de Klerk’s
job resetvation policy, with it
threat of throwiog thousands of
African workers cither on to the
streets or to the potato farms in
the event of what could very
well be a coming depression, have
created a situation in which harsh
realities now have to be faced.,
And the clash in the Teansvaal
is but the begiuning of the pra-
cess of looking at these without
blinking.

These realities are that there are
only two solutica is to South
Africa's race problem: civil war
and peaceful negotiation. There
is no half way house The men
of apartheid depend on bayonets
to ensure that their ideolopy re.

mains the domigaat isfluence o~

the life of the natjon. In other
wotds 2 political civil war s
being fought between the 2dvo-
cates of apartheid and their
victims. It occasionally becomes
bloody when the challenge to the
race oppressac’s  authority. is
desperate, Then, the Police
shoot. Very often the African
bits back by stoning a couple of
policemen or putting the apeay
through his heart in a far off
Reserve. In a mixed nation
group domination inevitably leads
to civil war. .

The Africanists are tempted
by thestrength of African nume-
bers into anzweriog group op-
pression from the White s=ide.
In doing thix they have not been
honest * with themselves in the
first place and, consequently, can-
not be honest with those they
would like to see free, Group
consciottsness based on race is a
sure road to civil war.  They
might say that they are not for
violence, Thiz is either bypos
crisy or dangerous self delusion,
If they take the road to civil war
the men of apaztheid, who have
the guns, will shoot. The latter
know what this sort of conscious.

Many students are knewn to
be anxious to return, especially
those writing their final examina-
tion, but threats of reprisals by
their leaders are keeping the
classrooms empty.

It is unlikely that there will be
a8y major move now until Sune
day, when the leaders of the
so-called ‘‘strike’” (reported in
the Stop Press of the “Daily
News) intend calling a meeting
of the atudents in Durban. At
this, they hope to devise some
way in which they can writc
their examipation at a place
other than the teaining school.

Yesterday's event were the
culminatiog point of a week of
varest among the ‘students.
Trouble initially began with
complaints about the standard of
food, Then late last week a
tervant was, it is alleged, rebuked

" for washing the teacups of both
White and poz-Eutopean
together.

Sequence Of Events

Tt is  understood that the
sequence of events after that was:

1. Student Ileaders called a
oieeting on Monday night, and
decided on certain  forms of
“protest”. One was to remove
the chairs used by the Euro.
pran teachers from the assembly
ball. It was also resolved that,
should anyone be expelted as a
tesult of these actions, all the
students would leave,

2, On Tuesday a prefect re-
ported the events of the meeting
to 2 staff member.

3 On Tuesday night this pre:
fect's dormitory was attacked,
aod a pupil stabbed in the back.
A1 it happened, this boy was not
the prefect concerned.

4. Onp Wednesday the s=chool
principal, Mc. C  van Heerden,
decided to expel 30 of the gtu-
dents who had attended the
meeting and planned the *pro.
test” actioa,

5. All the male students walk.
¢d out of the school.

But their protest were in vain.

This is the second serious up-
beavel at this centre in the past
11 years.
