More Discharges In
Treason Case

HE Johannesburg cor-
responent of the ‘Natal
Daily News reports

that the Treason Trial will
be resumed in Pretoria on
January 19 but this time
there will be fewer accused.
It is understood that charges
will be dropped against
about 60 of the accused.

A Government notice to
be published within the
next few days. No inform-
ation is yet available on the
names of the accused who
will be discharged. It will
not be necessary for them
to appear for formal dis-
charge,. None of the ac-
cused has yet pleaded.

\Vhen the indictment was
dramatically withdrawn by
Mr, Oswald Pirow, Q.C.,
on August 13, there were
g1 accused in the dock, but

but when the preparatory
examination ended alto-
gether 156 persons had been
committed for trial. Since
then the number has steadi-
ly decreased.

The Attorney-General has
been working on a new in-
dictment since the trial col.
lapsed in August when the
charge was already reduced
to a single one.

Originally it began with
a main charge of high trea-
son and two alternative
charges of alleged offences
under the Suppression of
Communism Act,

One alternative charge
was quashed by the Bench
and the other was withdrawn
by the Attorney-General
after several days' argu-
meht on an application by
the defence for the indict-
ment to be quashed.

With colourful ceremonial

At the Palace they will
meet his Imperial Majesty,
Haile Selassi, the Emperor
of Ethiopia and Empress
Mene. In'a speech from
the Throne earlier this
month the Emperor said
the visit would *re-affirm
the close friendship existing
between the ruling families
of Ethiopia and Great Bri-
tain.”

education. The Emperor
himself holds the Portfolio
of Education and one of the
closest ties between the two

S a rule reformers do not live to see their dreams

H come true. Mabel Palmer belonged to the ex-

ceptional few who plant ideas and have the good
fortune to see them grow into reality.

About four years after she had arrived in South Afri-
ca she joined those agitating for the establishment of
university classes for nen-Europeans., Her enthusiasm
and energy were promptly recognised by her being ap-
peinted the directress of these classes.| _She started with
about fourteen students and to-day this number is said to
have risen to 500,

The real significance of this impressive achievement
lies, not in the large numbers-=this, in itself, being an
eloquent testimony to her foresight—as in the fact that
her courage and determination enabled her to weather
the storms which raged against the extension of unijver-
sity facilities for the non-Europeans at the time. In
taking her stand firmly on the side of the extension,
Mabel Palmer was basically expressing her faith in Man's
potential to be the best that he can be.

It is comlorting to reflect that events have justified
that faith. From among the initial fourteen in her frst
classes have come some of the most distinguished leaders
of non L uropean thought, The tradition has been carried
on from year to year and if it were not for the fashipnuble -
madness about segregation in the universities, these in-
stitutions were well on the way towards creating, in their
own way, a climate of opinion which: could conduce to-:
wards a more realistic approach to the race problem,

Both in the tradition for which she stood at the ,um'-’
versity, as well as in the contribution some of her students
have made towards the creation of a better South Africa,
Mabel Palmer built herself a monument which will live as
lonyr as thete are free universities in this country,

But in unconsciously doing that she also exposed, in
her unassuming way, the wickedness of a system which
prides itself in being Christian and at the same time
denies the individual the right to serve his Creator to the
best of his ability.

In saluting a great teacher and mourning her loss we
find consolation in two farts—that she lived to a ripe old
age characterised energetic campaigning against injustice
and by an intellectual vigour which enabled her to rajse
her voice on behalf of the weakest almost 1o the end. |
she is no longer with us in body, it is comforting to know
that there are many non-Whites who are gr’atcful to her
for having enabled them to make themselves better human
hringa,

taught them the value of methodical fighting,

And today we see a

growing phalapx of human beings fighting, 2lmost silently, with de=

termination, to be free.

A very unique feature of all this is the ele-

A Tribute

HE Indian Prime Minister celebrated bis 69th Birthday on
November 14, This event was aa occasion for rejoicing among
Pandit Nehru's friends and admirersin many parts of the world. In
the article which follows, Arun Gandbi, our representative ie Indis,
paya tribute to the Indian slatesman.—Ed. “O",

" Pagdit Nebru is the most
popular hero of India, the mest
loved and venerated, the most
sung and celebrated, ¢ven in the
remotest of ber seven thousand
odd villages of mud walls aod
vhovels. Needless to say it is
absolutely impossible for him to
travel angwhere without the ins
habitants acclaiming him with
joy and splendout.

Volumes upon volumes have
been written abour him so that
it requices no little courage to
state that be is understandable,
However, one would not venture
to claim that he can be easily, or
petfectly, undetstood; he is in-
deed a complex personality, But
when one ponders over bis back-
ground and experience, his
actens ‘make sense’ in terms of
universally recognised human
motives.

In the December 16, 1956,
issue of the *New York Times
Magazine, Mr, A, M, Rosenthal
pondzrs over the question of why
the world still wonderz about
Pandit Nebhry when it has made
up its mind quite quickly about
the others, Nasser, Mao Tse:
tung, Khruskchev, Eisenhower —
“depending on where you sit you
have made up your mind, They
have a political rhythm whilst
the world still strains to catch
Pandit Nebru's,"”

Answer

Perhaps the answer is that in
the past decade the world bas
witnessed a genius of leader, and
it bas not yet realised that the
new political shytbm does not fit
into any cf the old categories.

This world has koown abso-
lutist dictators for millennia,
constitutional rulers for centuries
and democratic leaders for
generations, but today the world
faces a oew category, It is re-
presented by the proud Iadian
statesman, Pandit - Nebhru, who
struggled against western domi-
nance for 30 years and wob.

Many renowned observers re-
gard Panditji as a political leader
of unusual frankness and caadour.
Even in his writings be refleces
feelings which many others in

kis position would be at pains to
keep hidden. For example, in

one almost pathetic passage
written in 1940, Panditji, an
2dmirer of the Soviet, expressed
his shocked bewilderment at
Russia’s realpolitik. “We have
to remember yet again that in
this revclutionary age of tramsi-
tion and change, when all our
old values are upset and we seek
new standards, we must retain

. unpolitical.”

Women And The Vote: In Nigeria
And Uganda

T the close of the London
conference on the Nia
gerinn Constitution thers was
full egreement on the transfer
of power on October 75t 31960,
Almost simultaneously France
aonounced in the United Na=
tios that shes has agreed to
full independence for the French
Cameroons from Jaouvary 73st
1960.

The harmonious outcome of
the conference in London is
most heartening and it is only
fair to pay tribute to the greate
ness which the Colonial Secre.
tary, Mr, Lennox.Boyd, appears
to have revealed in these nogo«
tiations. The Nigerinn dele.
gates wers publicly at logger-
beads when they arrived here
for the conlerence in September,
and to have brought them to
agreement is no mean achieve
ment. A summary issued on
27th October stated that agrees
ment had been 1eached on all
contentious matters such as
minority rights votes for women,
the federalising of the police
forces and the creation of pew
states within the new constitu-
tion. The most disappointing
thing is that the Soutkern re-
prescatntives do not appear to
bave persuaded the Northerners
to give the women the vole, In
the Mualim North it is contrary
to tradition for women to
have dealings in politics, and
in future olections no Northern
women, whether Muslim or not,
will be allowed to vote. There
is an escape clause by which
_the North can alter this atsome
date, and it is to be hoped that
that date will not be far off,
The sudbjugation of women in
Muslim society is o deplorable
thing, both from the stand-
point of the women and the
society of which they are a
part.

85 Per Cent Vote
In Uganda

In this connection the news
of the first direct elections for
African representatives to the
Uganda Legislative Council is
iostructive, According to the
**Manchester Guardian” correse
pondent “an impressive feature,
in B country where the status
of women is gecerally so low,
was the oumber of women who
torned out on polling days,

often outoumbering the men,”
The election is also a great
mposwer to those who declare
that illiterate and primitive
Alricans can take no real in.
terest in Government (the Rind
of thing that is whispered even
in liberal circles in the Rho-
desias), The Protectorate Gov-
ernment secured the registra-
tion of 625,000 voters, or 80 per
cent of those eligible for regise
tration. Then on polling day
itself over 85 per cent turned
