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Protest Day Dismissals

HE 300 Indian muni-

I cipal employees who

were given notice
to be dismissed for stay-
ing away from work on
“Protest Day,” June 26,
were paid off by the City
Treasury on October =zo.
The majority of them are
married men, with numer-
ous dependants. One man,
Moonsamy, said he had 17
children, all of them alive
and all of them unemployed.
He had been receiving
£6 12s. s5d. a month.

Unemployed among Dur-
ban's Indian community is
always a serious problem,
although there has been a
drop in the past eight
months. In February, 2,200
Indians were registered as
unemployed with the De-
partment of Labour. In
September, thg figure had
dropped to 1,610.

This is a very serious
and daring step taken by
the City Council. It can-
not be justified on moral,
or humanitarian
grounds. From the moral
standpoint it is entirely
wrong to take such a drastic
step against people
observed a day ol protest
against an universally ad-
mitted unjust Act affecting
their whole community. It
was the only dignified man-
ner in which they could
voice their protest and it
was the duty of any good
Government not to hinder
them from expressing their
wounded {eelings in the
manner that their leaders
had enjoined them to do.

It was the least thing ex-
pected of any Government
based on democratic prin-
ciples. It is a sad reflection
on the Durban City Council
especially, in view of the
fact that this City still claims
itsell to be British. From
the material point of view
the Council's step is de-
plorable because, whatever
point it may have ‘gained
immediately, in the long run,
it is wrong, for it leaves bad
feelings and a sense of bit-
terness, which is bound to
act detrimentally materially.
From the humanitarian
point of view it is glaringly
wrong to throw out Or eme-
ployment such a large num-
ber of people for a crime,
which is no crime at all,
and unconcerned about what
their future and that of their
dependants is going to be.
~The City Council should
know that there is a higher
Power that rules over the
universe and man, who
always craves to God for
forgiveness and  mercy
should at least learn to be
merciful and forgiving to
his own fellow-men, "“As
you sow so shall you reap,”
and the City Council will
some day regret the harsh

and inhuman step it has
taken.
Having said this muth

about the City Council we
must admit that we have
got what we had sought.
We had no right to’ gxpect
the City Council to be gen-
erous. It has acted as any
thoughtless person with no

scruples would have acted.
We had no right to expect
it to be any better. It was
folly on our part to expect
otherwise. \When we deli-
berately take a daring step
we must expect and be pre-
pared for the consequences.
If we did not expect the con-
sequences, if we were not pre-
for them we have ourselves
10 blame. In  the pre-
sent instance the responsi-

bility falls on the shoulders
of the leaders who called
upon the people to observe
the Protes Day. They can-
not rest unt! the goal for
which this step was taken
is reached, or else they will
be deemed traitors to their
community and will be more
guilty than the City Council
for the dismissal of these
people.

Apartheid In Public Parks
]"HE principle of racial separa-

tion in public parks was approv-
ed by the Johannesburg City Coun-
cilon October 18. The Council
agreed to an amendment to its
by-laws which will enable it to
prosecute people for entering
recreation grounds reserved for
people of a “different racial
group.” The amendment which
must be approved by the Ad-
ministrator of the Transvaal was
recommended by the Council’s
Parks and Estates Committee,
which said there was no pro-
vision in the existing by-laws for
the reservation of any recreation
area for Europeans or anv other
section of the community. “It is
desirable,’” said the committee’s
report, “‘that the Council should
have this right to restrict entry.”

The Durban City Council re-
cently acquired the right to apply
the principle of Apartheid on the
beach. Almost all the seats in
public parks in Johannesburg
were reserved for Europeans.
Non-Europeans were privileged
to walk about in them or to pass
through them. Under the amend-
ed by-laws they will be deprived
of that little privilege teo.

Reverend Evans On Celour
Question
“Actions that are morally
wrong cannot be politically right,””
said the Rev. W. R. P, Evans,
addressing the Maritzburg Ser-
vices Glub luncheon on *Free-
dom in the Domocratic State.”
Freedom, said Mr. Evans, did
not lie in the absence of restric-
tions. Man was a social animal,
and could not live in isolation

without moral, social and physical
retrogression. In a country like
South Africa, the multi-racial
society made freedom a far more
cumplicated thing Our fault was
that of thinking emotionally when
we thought of European doemina-
tion and supremacy, instead of
thinking rationally abour it.
“You cannot hold down indefi-
nitely other sections of the com-
munity,” Mr, Evans said. That
was happening in South Africa
today. “’If we carry on like this,
we shall be denying freedom and
democracy to ourselves eventu-
ally.”

Bishop On Racial Harmony
Resolutions passed by eccle-
siastical and other assemblies on
racial matters became harmful af
they were substitutes for action,
said rhe Right Reverend Richard
Ambrose Reeves, Bisbop of Jo-
hannesburg, in his charge to the
Diocesan  Synod. The Bishop
said he was becoming more and
more sceptical about the value of
many of the resolutions passed,
although they did assure certain
racial groups of the sympathy of
other groups and drew attention
of the whole community to in-
justices. There were many realms
of social life in which action was
difficult, but the relations between
masters and  servaats could be
improved aad the Africans could
be provided with better housing
facilities. It was an over-simpli-
fication to refer to many of the+
problems in South Africa as
“Black-White” issues. The Bi-
shop called for understanding of
the hopes of every group in Sourh
African  society, ‘“*particulaly
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Wwhen we find that their desires
clash violently with our owa. “It
is good for us to femember that
we have no monopoly of righteous-
ness, and even more, to refrain
from indicting a whele racial or
national group because of any
particular action or policy of their
political leaders,” said the Bis-
hop.

Native Policy In
Port Elizabeth

Speaking to the Institute of
Race Relations in Johannesburg,
Mr. A. Schauder, a member of
the National Housing Commtis-
sion aad chairman of the Housing
Committee of Port Elizabeth City
Council aaid, Port Elizabeth has
no Native registration, Do pass
laws and no cucfew; yet violent
crime is lower there than in any
other of the large cities in South
Africa, ' We, in Post Elizabeth,
bave tried to give the Native a
combination of civilised home
life with a fair degree of freedom,”
he said. “Experience proves that
the policy is a goad ome for all
concerned. The building of homes
for the poorer sections of our
people is not, and must not be
made, a political matter. Itis a
respons:bility which the whole
community must acknowledge,
and an obligation which the na-
tion as 2 whole must fulfil. Homes
must e provided for the lasge
and guowing Native population
that has become urban in char-
acter.  These people are your
workers, your helpers, your fel-
low human beings. There can be
delay in providing for their most
cssential human needs. ““We now
stand in a position where we must
go ahead with boldoess and
cournge, or else we must accept
e ons in vi
hatred and hum.“ﬂ mﬁCW—WhJCb
will be the unavoidible result of
the falure of our duty. It is
tragic that nobady thinks of keep-
ing accounts of the huge financial
and socal losses which mum..x-
palities and Gover:

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D. Xuma On Verwoord's

Commenting on the appoint-
ment of Dr. H, F. Verwoerd as
Minister of Native Affairs, Dr. A,
B. Xuma, former president of
the African National Congress,
said: “The appointment of Dr.
Verwoerd can be understood and
appreciated only if people realise
that the so-called Native Affairs
Department in South Africa is
not a depactment intended to pro-
mote the interest and welfare of
the African people. It is a de-
partment established to carry out
the Native policy of the govern-
ing Party for the time being.
‘This Native policy is essentially
intended to protect the interests
of the Europeans in South Africa
and to maintain White supremacy
at the expense of the Africans by
all means and at all costs. The
appointment of any Party pofiti-
cian therefore such as Senator
Verwoerd, is a matter of little
concern to the Africans because
he does not represent the Africans
or their aspirations, but repre-
sents the policy of his Party, The
appointment is to some of us

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Friends Of The Sick
Association

At the ninth annual general
meeting of the Friends of the
Sick Association in Durban last
Saturday the Working Committee
reported: *“When faced with com-
parative death rates in other parts
of the world, South Africa must
haug her head.” Of tbe 20,000
deaths, 750 are Europeans, 800
Asiatics, 4,5000 Coloureds and
14,000 Natives. In industrial
cities, Native die at the rate of
1,200 per 100,000, “There are
no vital statistics for the rural
Bantu,” says the rteport. ‘“The
ravages of tuberculosis in these
areas is anyone's guess.” A tri-
bute to the effectiveness of the
work being done by F.O.S.A. is
paid by Dr. B. A. Dormer. Chief
TB Officer for the Union, who
says: "“When we first started
Geotge V and Springfield Hospi-
tals, all the Indian patients came
in with advanced and hopeless
disease. ‘Today the position &
reversed. Most of the cases come
in fairly early, in a treatable and
curable stage of the disease. 1
attribute this entirely to the grand
work of F.0.S.A. which has
educated, persuaded and almost
forced Indians to come for early
diagnosis. In this way, F.0.S.A.
has not only saved lives. It has
saved the local authority and the
State 2 considerable sum of
money.” The committee says
the impact of the South African
National Tuberculosis Association
on the TB problem had been
“shattering.” The organisation
“has been almost swept off its
feet by public response.” In-
cluded among its outstanding
achievements' was the raising,
from scratch, of £9,705 for iw
work. When S.A.N.T.A. began
ta fuaction, about £7,000 was
being raised and spent by volun-
tary organisations, mostly on
grants to cases and families,
Today, the amount being paid
out on these services was over
£70,000. The committee reparts
that FOSA'S 1950 street collection
smashed all records with a total
of £1,007 133. Amounts col-
lected by European and Indian
werc practically equal.

APPENDICITIS

NE of the most widely known

. physicians of America is Dr.
George Starr  White, M.D,, of
Los Angeles, Carlifornia. In one
of his books he tells that a lc:di‘ng
surgeon once confessed to _hxm
that, of some 9,000 operations
this surgeon had performed for
appendicitis, only half-a-dozen
weee really necessary. Whether
this state-of affairs is typical may
be disputed. But it iz signific:
that, from time to time, medical
litesature contains statements by
thoughtful  doctors expressing
some doubts about the way ap-
pendix operations are so lightly
undertaken.

Appendicitis is inflammation of
the ‘'vermiform appendix™ or
“worm-shaped” littte blind gut
attached to the beginning of the
big bowel, at the fower right side
of the abdomen. Moedical men
say that the appendix is the last
teaces of an organ no  longer
needed by the body and that the
time will come when people will
be borm without an appendix,
Nevertheless, some thinkers feel
that the appendix does serve some
useful purpose; and it has been
noticed that people who have had
their appendixes cut out seem to
suffer more than normally from
severe constipation.

Constipation certainly seems to
be the keynote to appendicitis.
Almost without exception, suffer-
ers from appendicitis are fiund
to have been the victims of con-
stipation for some considerable
time before  the  appendicitis
attack.

The popular superstition that
grape-seeds or chips of cnamel
pots are the cause of constipation,
should be dismissed as silly non-
sense. It is true that foreign
bodies are some times found
appendixes that have been cut
out. I myself have seen a date-
stone firmly packed in with other
matter in such an appendix. But
it is doubiful wherher this was the
original cause of the appendicitis,
If the bowels were kept properly
open, the chances of a date-stone
lodging in the appendix would
be very remote, and even if it did
get there and give rise to in-
flamation, this would tend to
push the date-stone back into the
bowels, to be cleared out of the
system. In other words, the in-
8ammation of the appendix

{appendicitis) is only Nature's
way of trying to get rid of some-
thing that has no business being
there. We see the same thing

when a cplinter or a thorn enters
the flesh. The flesh then gets
inflamed until something like an
abscess s formed around the
foreign body. When this bursts,
the thorn is expelled from the
flesh.  Of course, if the opening
to the appendix is packed with
constipated dirt, the abscess that
is formed cannot empty into the
bowel. The other end of the
appendix then bursts and the
consequences are very serious
indeed, That is why so many
people prefer the knife for treat-
ing appendicitis—it requires less
brains.

In chronic constiparion, tbe
appendix gets packed with old
hard dirt, which then acts like any
other foreign body, The presence
of seeds or other indigestible
objects in such an appendix is
merely co-incidence, the result of
such things sticking fast in the
glue-like muck that fills the ap-
pendix and bowel.

Two most significant facts
stand out as a guide to the causes
and preveation of appendicitis.
During the first World War, the
people of Denmark were fed on
whole meal bread instead of
white bread, in order 10 save
shipping. There was a big drop
in appendicitis while the pcopte
ate this bread. Again, during the
last World War, the peoplc of
Britain were fed on brown
bread—also to save  shipping.
Aod again  appendicitis  cases
dropped in number. Not only so,
but when white bread was re-
sumed there was a big run on
the chemist shops for all kinds
af opening medicines, In short,
brown bread was laxative and
white bread was  constipiting.
And with the resumption of a
constipating dret there was, na-
wurally encugh, an  ipcrease in
appendicitis.

The moral s obvious. To
avosd appendicis, avoid a con-
stipating diet, In other words,
cat wholc:mcal bread instead of
white  bread, and  eat simple
“whole” foods instead of fancy
“refined" foods.

The treatnent of appendicitia
calls for some common-sense and
care.  Under no circumstances

should any opening medicine be'

given. Remember that the bowels
are constipated, which means
packed with filth. The filth has
also entered and irritared  the
appendix which then became in-

flamed, swollen, sore and rtender.
Opening medicines cause the
bowels to work violently in the
special movemeat called perisalsis,
which squeezes and pushes the
contents in order to empty the
bowels.  Such violent movement
in the part now swollen, inflamed
and tender can casily lead to
rupture of the part——the “burst
appendix” rightly so dreaded by
surgeons.

There ate  excellent homoeo-
pathic remedies for such a con-
dition, the chief being Iris tenax 6;
but these can only be had from a
chemist specialising in  homoco-
pothic medicines. And it is, in
any case, always wise to have the
guidance of a homoccpath in
such matrers, But a great deal
can be done by common sense
natural therapy mcthods.

One of the first things to do is
to apply a wet-pack, a mud-
pouitice, or an carth poultice to
the part. The appendix region is
more or less a hand breadth above
the right hip, slightly towards the
naval. In his book “Key 1o
Health,"” Mahatma Gandbi  tells
in simple words how to make a
mud pouluce by mixing clean dry
carth with water, packing it in a
piece of thin cloth and keeping it
on the abdomen overnight. He
says the mud poultice should be
3 inches broad, 6 inches long and
half-an-inch thick for overcoming
constipation, In the case of
appendicitis, it would need to be
6 inches wide as well,

To apply a wet pack, soak a
towel in cool water, wring out
lightly, fold and lay on the ap-
pendix region, Then cover with
a couple of dry towels or a smail
blanket, As the wet towel dries
out’ or becomes hot, remove it,
s2ak again in cool water, wring
out lightly and again apply to the
party Cover each time with diy
tow:ls or blanker. This treat-
ment will reduce the inflamma-
tion and do much to ease the
pain and help towards a cure.

Another remedy isa cool sitz
bath. ‘This is taken by sitting in
asmall bath or tub with about
six inches of cool water. The
legs should hang over the cdge of
the bath s0as not 1o be in the
water.  The water, therefore,
covers only the lower part of the
belly, the upper part of the thighs,
the buttocks and the sex organs.
The patient should sit in this for
10 to 15 minutes up to half-an-

hour, ‘This treatment is often
sufficient to cause a good bowel
movement, and at least it greatly
reduces inflammation and pain.

An enema should be given with
great care and gentleness. Use
only a “fountain’ syringe, that is,
the type of enema apparatus con-
sisting of a can to hang on the
wall and with a rubber-tube lead-
ing from the can and ending in a
nozzle for insertion into the rec-
tum,  The water thus enters
gently, Never pump or force any-
thing into the bowel. Give the
;}:rieut about one and a half to
2 quarts of slightly cooler than
tepid water with the juice of
1 lemon in it. Let him keep it in
the bowel as long as possible.

The sufferer from an attack of
appendicitis shoold, of course,
not ca: any solid food until the
attack is over. Let him hove
plenty of clean fresh cool water
to which fresh lemon juice has
been added. Do not sweeten
with sugar. Fresh raw carrot
juice is also excellent as a drink,
or mixtyces of raw carrot juice
with the fresh raw juices of beet-
root and cucumber, or raw carrot
juice with raw spinach juicc.
These raw juices cool the inflamed
parts, purify the blood and build
up the whole system.

Finally, care should be taken
to ensure that the bowels work
regularly once the attack is over.
Strange as it may sound, an
cxcellent remedy for chronic con-
stipatise 15 clean sca sand or
clzan fine river sand,  The sand
must bz well water-vorn and free
from any shells, coal, bits of
rubbish or other material, Wash
st in clzan water then bake in an
oven to sterilize. A tcaspoonful
swallowed in a glass of warer
eviry cvening or morning will
soon produce desired results.
Needless 10 ray, this sand treat-
ment should not be started unril
the patient has reccvered from
the attack of acute appendicits.

and people abroad that Hindus
can live there with honour and
with a sense of security in respect
of their life, ptoperty and religion,

“It is really amazing that a
man of your education, culture
and experience should be an ex-
ponent of a doctrine (of Islamic
Srate) fraught with so great a
danger te humanity and sub-
versive of all principles of equaluy
and good sense.”

A ma'or part of Mr, Mandal's
letter to Pakistan Prime Minister
is devoted to events in East Pa-
kistan prior to the Delhi Agree-
ment and conditions obtaining in
Pakistan in relation to Hindus
after the Agreement.

Mr. Mandal's letter added: “In
my discussion with you on more
than one occasion. I have given
expression to my view that both
the East Pakistan Ministry and
the Muslim League leaders were
deliberately pursuing a policy of
driving away Hindus out of the
Province, I must say this policy
of squeezing out Hindus from
Pakistan has succeeded completely
in West Pakistan and is nearing
completion ia East Pakistan,

““I brought to your no‘ice the
inefficiency of East Pakistan ad-
ministration. I made serious
charges against police administra-
tion. I brought to your notice
inctdents of barbarous atrocities
petpetrated by police on frivolous
grounds.

“With a view to restoring the
already lost mworale of panicky
Hindus, I undertook an extensive
tour of Dacea, Barisal, Faridpur,
Khulna and Jessore, I addressed
dozens of largely attended meet-
ings and asked Hindus 1o take
courage and not to leave their
ancestral homes. 1 had the ex-
pectation that the East Pakistan
Government and Muslim League
leaders would implement the
Delhi Agreement.

“But with the lapse of time I
began to realise that neither the
East Pakistan Governoment nor
the Mustim League leaders were
sincere in the matter of imple-
menting the Delht Agreement.
The East Pakistan Gavernment
was notonly slow to set up the
necessary machinery as envisaged
1in the Dethr Agreement but was
also loath to take cffective steps
for its implementation. A num-
ber of Hindus who returned to
their native villages immediately
after the Delbi Agreement were
not given possession of their
bomes and lands which had in
the meaatime been occupied by
Muslim refugees.”

Mr. Mandal said that the Delhi
Pact was meant to create condi-
tions in which to solve “so many
disputes and conflicts existing be-
tween Indiz apd Pakistan.” He
claimned nothing has been settled.
“On the contrary communal pro-
paganda and anti-Indian propa-
ganda by Pakistan both at home
and abroad is continuing in full
swing. The observance of Kash-
mir Day by tne Mushm Lcsgt‘xe
all over Pakistan is eloquent proof
of communal and anti-Indian
propagaoda.*’

Mr. Mandal listed the following
among the causes of exadus from

East Pakistan:—Economic boycott
of Hindus of their houses and
non-payment of any rent, activi-
tres of Ansars, against whom I
have received complainits ail over
the Province and who are a stand-
ing menace to the safety and
security of Hindus and inter-
férence in educational matters.

Referring to Western Pakistan,
Mr. Mandal alleged that a large
part of about 100,000 scheduled
castes who remained in Punjab
(Pakistan) after partitton had been
converted to Islam. In reply to
an iaquiry about restoration to
their homes of abducted scheduled
caste girls, he had been told by
the officer-in-charge of this work
that Achuts {Sheduled castes were
not Hindus,

Mr. Mandal added “the condi-
tion of the small number of Hindus

that are still living in Sind and
Karachi, is simply deplorable ..1
shall not be unjustified if I say
that there is nuv freedom for
Hindus in Pakistan .. The prin-
ciples of equality of treatment,
justice and fairplay, brotherhood
and toleration so far as Hindus
are concerned have been thrown
off...My advice in the matter of
treatment of minorities was never
heeded. The East Pakistan Gov-
ernment deliberately turned deaf
ears to my suggestion and advice.””

Mr. Mandal said that there was
hardly anything called civil
Isberty in Pakistan. Any criticism
of the Government or formation
of any politizal organisation was
not tolerated.  He pointed to the
detention of Khan Abdul Ghaffar
Khan and De. Khan Saheb in
support of this,
