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Founded by Mahatma Gandhi in 1903

lN this platteland constituency

we had the choice of voting
INat. or voting U.P. The fiest is
uathinkable for the liberal-mind-
ed Butafter “an agonising re-
appraisal” of its policy I found
oyself copscientiously unable to
vate for the U.P. My personal
decision is uaimportant.  The
reasons for it may bave a
wider significance.

Qf course, I know all about *a
vote withheld is a vote for the
Nats,” And I am not in serious
doubt that the Nat. racial policy
—colour policy—is more blatant,
more brutal and more dogwmatic
tbana that of the UP. But this
is a difference of degree, not kind,
Aad I am myself unable with a
tlear conscience to vote ever
again for any policy which is
pledged indefinitely to perpetuate
White domination, The baasskap
or “White supremacy with justice
fac ever'—what is the practical
difference between them, except
that the former is more honestly
2ad coasistently ruthless?

Let us go back to the genperal
clectian of April 1953, During
tte campaigor it was argued,
though I dissented, thatv there
were fioating voters who could be
won over by aligoing U P. racial
policy with that of the Nats,
Only thus, it was said, could we
vote for the right to vote again.

So we were to treat the Col-
oureds—nat as people with in-
hereat rights of their own—but
“as a loyal appendage to the
Europeans.” Six months before
the election Mr. Blaar Coetzee,
thena “fiberal"” U P. caadidate,
siid—and he was unrebuked—
that “the only difference between
the Nat. and U.P. policies was
whetber the Coloureds should be
taken off the common roll con-
.Stitutionally or unconstitution-
ally.

We were asked to maintain the
rule of law, Tbes, three mooths
before the election, the U.P.
supported the Public Safety and
Criminal Law Amendment Acts,
which canoot be reconciled with
the rule of law but which are
obviously weapons of racial
demination.

WHY ONE MAN DID NOT VOTE

Were we to “lift the colour
question out of politics” by
voting for a broad South Afri-
canism’ (of Whites only) and
accepting Africans “as a per-
maneat part of the population,”
whose right to frechold property
in the towns would, however, be
considered by a commission along
with other ‘‘contentious matters,”
We were!dedicated to re-establish-
ing ‘‘a submissive and co-opera-
tive labour force in our homes,
on our farms, in our mines and
in our factories,” We would
achieve this by strict, compulsory
residential and social segregation
and the industeial colour bar, by
standing pat on the 1936 Native
Representation, by considering
“very deserving Natives” for
exemption from the pass laws and
by offering to consult (but not to
negotiate with) “moderate Native
leaders,’” Meanwhile, we pro-
mised an all-out offensive against
“the idlers and the enemy,” i.e.
tsotsis, skollies and ‘so-called
Native intellectuals who brood
over imagined grievances and
covet Naboth's vineyard wbich
the Europeans had tilled by the
sweat of their brow.” (Yes, we
actually said that),

Well, we all know now the
answer the electors gave in that
coatest between two Nationalist
parties, The ‘purified’s’ share of
the total vote went up from 41.7
per cent in 1948 10 45.6 per cent
in 1953, This August, whea all
the statistical special pleading 15
over, they have as nearly 50 per
cent as makes no difference.

Now what did we fight for
in cthese provincial elections?
Schools, hospitals, roads—yes.,
But these were pot the issues that

counted, The Nats. went to the
country on their  berrenvelk
policy, How did the U.,P. mees

1t thas time?

Firse, there was its record in
the 1953 parliamentary session—
support in principle for the two
major apartbeid laws (the Reser-
vation of Sepactate Amenities Act

and the Labour Settlement of
Disputes Act) though last minute
technical reasons were found to
enable a final vote against them,
and outright support for the fuc-
ther victimisation of our Indians
by stopping the trickle of immi-
grant wives and children, Near
the end of the session came Me,
Bacenhorst Dutraat’s resoundiog
assurance that U,P. policy meant
“leadership should remain (for
all \me). in White hands and
those elements who stood agaiast
the iaterests of White South
Africa will bave to be eliminated,
Any surrender of political rights
to nop-Europeans would spell the
doom of the Europeans in South
Africa’ (cheers from his nominal
opponents and Mt, Barlow )

But, in February, we liberal-
minded suddenly saw hope of a
real alternative to apartheid in
Piof. Fourie's integration speech,
frapkly accepting tbat there were
political and moral consequences
that had to be faced. What fol-
lowed? “Die Groot Viug,” led
by Major van der Byl and Sena-
tor Steenkamp publicly denying
that integration had any political
or sacial implications, These two
stalwarts  will ‘“‘face’” but oot
‘“‘meet’’ non-European demands,
Aud we were back once more to
April 1953—*accept the non-
European as a permanent part of
the population provided he bas
no rights.””

In Nata!, U.P. proviacial can-’

didates smeaced the very mild
liberalism of the Federalists ¢x-
actly as the Nats, smear the U,P,
—and with a similar respect for
objective veracity. In the Trans-
vaal the new formula of “co-
ordination’ was evolved to ex-
tract all constructive content out
of iotegration. Kir. C. J. H.
Patmore entered the field against
the sitting Labour M.P.C, io
Johaanesburg Cuity Council be-
cause “the approach of the Labour
Party to our pational problems
(e g- extending the Capc Native
tepreseatation 1o the aorihern
proviaces) is agaianst tbe official
policy of the U,P,"”" In the Cape,

at least one U.P. candidate asked
the voters to keep the jColoureds
on the common roll *to help us
fight the Natives'” an argument
hardly distinguishable from Mz,
Strijdom’s latest exhortation to
Afrikaaps  schoolchildren that
*English-speaking children are
not the enemy but the Whites i
South Africa must stand together
to fight the common enemy.”
(Has any one reproved these two
gentlemen for “inciting feelings
of racial hostility’’ against Afri-
cins?  And Sir de Villiers Graaf,
whose silence on basic colour
questions has been monumental,
stumped the province with ao
inspiring message about the ex-
port of a few beef carcases to
Russia—hardly the contribution
of a potential party leader, though
Mr, Strauss finally fell into the
same ecror of triviality.

In the face of this record, the
U.P.'s primary coocern with
“moderate’’ Nats. aond its owan
near-Nats. stands out for all to
see. It has calculated that the
liberal-minded must support it as
the lesser evil, however outrage-
ously it flirts wich the baasskap,
I hope I am only one of many
for whom that calculation must
now be revised,

The U.P. is in the wilderness.
Lee it face that fact. Its racial
policies have drawn steadily
closer to those of the Nats., yet
its share of the vote bas as steadily
diminished from nearly 60 per
cent in 1948 to barely 50 per
cent taday. On present delimita-
tion, it nceds over 65 per cent to
regain power. It can't be done
in the foreseeable future.

Let the U.P. therefore, do what
Malan did in 1933 —build for the
distant future, The future of
South Africa lies either over the
apartheid precipice to disaster or
with the gradual growth of a
common, inter-racial society, No
one expects the U.P, to become
a Liberal Party overnight, But
no ope will believe that it means
honestly to face the consequences
of an integrated cconomy and
society, unless it opts for four
immediate practical policies at its
Upion Coogress in November:
(1) soms extession of the non.

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COMMONWEALTH PARLIAMENTARY DELEGATION MEMBERS ViSIT THE UNION

The following is the text of a letter addressed by the African National Congress (Transvaal) the Teansvaal Indian Congress
the S.A. Congress of Democrats (Johannesburg Region,) and the S.A. Coloured Peoples’s Organisation (Transvaal) to the members of
the Commonwealth Parliamentary Delegation who were on a visit to the Union after the termination of their deliberations at Naicobii—

IR,~In many lands they say of
thost who bring good wishes
instead of gifts, that “it is the
thought that counts” Unfomf-
nately, in South Africa, it is
more often the colour of the
wishers’ skin that counts with
our racially obsessed rulers. It
is therefore with hesitation that
we addrest you, since we speak
not for the exclusive ruling caste,
but for all the racial groups—the
majority of them non-white—who
make up the people of this land,

It would be rash to add 3 bope
that your stay be pleasant in a
land where the wotth of men is
measutred by the colour of their
gkins, and where all social life
and iastitutions are deformed by
an all-embracing racial discrimi-
pation, Some reflection of the
daily humiliation which South
Africa visits on its citizens has
slready fallea on your delcgat.iun.
Your fellow parliamentarians
from the Gold Coast and else-
where have been debarred from
visiting here by the trapsparent
device of inviting “sell-governing
tecritories,””  The Indian parlia-
mentarians have stayed away
from all your activities in protest
at South African racial intoleraace.
Your Pakistani and Sinhalese col-
leagues bave had 1o suffer the
humiliating Government ““privi-
lege” of beipg kindly permitted
to enter where all their country-
men are rigidly debarred.  These
are scarcely the conditions for
pleasant touring.

In the circumstances, there-
fore, may we extend the wish
that your visiting proves in-
formative.

If time permitted, we would
Jdike to have the opporiunity of
showing you something of our
South  Africa, the common
people’s South Africa. It would
no doubt be different from the
official South Africa of moau-
ments and game reserves which
you will see; and it would per-
haps tell you something eof this
controversial land which you will
not hear at ail at the official basn-
quets and gatherings.

We would like, for iostance,
to take you through the munici-
pal streets of Moroka, where

- 55000 people live in home made
hovels of hessian and cardboard;
and perhaps to tell you how this
erstwhile “‘emergency camp'’ has
now become a model for a so-
called “site and service'’ scheme,
by which South Africa’s housing
shartage is to be conquered. We
would like you to meet the Super-
intendent, living~ like some
Sanders of the-River, whitc man

boss in a black man's territory;
and then to meet some of the
mothers of the area, who bring
up children who run wild in the
streets for lack of schooling and
recreation and who drift iato
gavgsterim for lack of opportu-
nity,

From this gateway to South
Africa, we would like to move on
to Johannesburg's Western Areas,
where 58,000 people live under
the shadow of imminent forcible
deportation from their traditional
frechold homes, to a municipal
cantonment miles away from the
city where they work. We would
like to give you an opportunity
to talk with them and hear their
opinions of the “black spots” re-
moval scheme, which makes of
them pawns in the creation of
race-colour pattesn plans devised
by back-room boys of South
African racialism.

Perhaps bere, or in any of our
country’s towns and villages, we
could meet some of the African
boys and girls who struggle each
year to be in that one-third for
whom there is any place in our
schools. We could hear from
them of the new South African
educational policy, which will
cut their daily schooling to a
maximum of three hours, with
Standatd Two as the general,
almost universal, summit, And
perhaps, too, of the cutting off of
State subsidies from Mission
schools who do not adopt “Bantu
Education” and refuse to teach
the African child that “thers is
no place for him in the Euro-
pean community above the level
of certain forms of labour,””

Possibly we could take in a
visit of Nylstroom or Lydenburg,
orany one of a hundred small
towns, and gaze upon the rocky
outcrops of waste lands to which
the local town council and the
Government planning and Re-
fesence Committee propose to
relegate the local Iodian com-
munity, We could meet the
teo or fifteen Iodian familjes,
most of them small traders, who
are the “problem” with which
these towns aad Government
grapple.  We would discuss
gravely, as the Laod Tenure
Board does, the serious problem
of whether their trade and liveli-
bood will not, perhaps, be affect-
ed when all are settled cheek by
jowl, outeasts in an out of-town
ghetto, And perhaps we could
meet a local councillor of Ma-
tionalist politician—or even one
of those who hopes to take over
the best situated Indian pro-
perty—and hear how the Group

Areas Act is necessary in the
national  interest, and how
“equality of sacrifice” will be its
keysote.

We could scarcely miss a visit
to the local pass office, where we
could mingle witb the brow-
beaten, despised waiters, if the
apartheid regulations did not
whisk us into a separate, shorter,
more courteously received queue,
There, we. would have time to
study and observe the shouting
and cursing of petty officials,
banging their rubber stamps like
minor Mussolinis, and condemn-
ing 3,000 men each month oo
pain of arrest and imprisonment
to leave the town, his home and
perhaps his family, If you are
sensitive to atmosphere, you
would feel something of the bitter-
pess and hatred which is manu-
factured here, on both sides of
the counter, officials and appli-
cants alike degraded by the sordid
traffic in bodies. If you could
break through the intolerant in-
difference of the official, you
could learn that, like the thou.
sands badgered from queue to
queue, he koows not what he
does, except that it is in terms of
the Abolition of Passes Act,

From here, it is but a short
step to the Court, whete daily,
hundreds of pass offenders are
tried, conv'cted and dispatched to
serve their sentence with a speed
that many an abbatoir would
envy. We could meet some of
the thousands who are jailed cach
year for failure to have tight pass
at thc right time—the most
prevalent South African offence
despite the much discussed “crime
wave,”" We could, perbaps, fol-
low them to one of the private
jails which, are being built by
local farmers in many rural areas
at their own expense; and we
could see how Influx Control
regulations and Urban Areas Acts
and Master and Servant Acts
keep these jails conveniently and
permanently filled with convict
labourers, working on private
farms to which free labour would
never be attracted without sub-
stantial improvement in wages
and conditions of work.

For an adventurous evening
taste of South Africa’s night life,
we could perhaps spend a nigbt
in a home in any urban township
for Africans, We would go to
bed early, for we might be rudely
awakened at 2 or 3 a,m. by police
bursting in  without a warrant,
brusquely turning us out of bed,
and overturning furnitute .in one
of the perennial raids for “'liquor.”
We would be obliged, of course,

to produce our passes, and tax
receipts instantaneously, or be
bundled off in 2 pick up van tu
the local jail,

But perhaps, since polilics is
your interest, we would otmit the
night life and perhaps spend the
evening quietly at a political
gathering—possibly a non-Gov.
erament and noa-Nationalist pub-«
lic meeting, possibly even one of
ours. We would quite casually—
familiarity, they say, breeds con-
tempt—run the gauntlet of sur-
veillance outsid: the hall by 2
group of plain-clothes detectives
in a car owside, Once inside,
sitting quietly, peacefully listen-
ing, we could experience that in-
teresting South African political
oceurrence—a police “investiga-
tion,” We would attempt to
maintain our sang froid even
when policemen armed with sten
guns burst in, and demand the
names and addresses of all pre-
seat, because they suspect “‘high
treason.'” And we would spend
the next few wecks anticipating 2
letter from the Minister of the
Interior, in which he would curtly
iaform us, that, since he is satis-
fied that the objects of Commun-
ism ywould otherwise be scrved,
we are prohibited under heavy
penalty of again getting together
with any person whatsoever for
any common purpose for, say,
two years.  This would, we feel,
be an appropriate ead to a seri-
ous attempt to see and hear South
Africa for yourself, and a time to
make judginent.

We regret we atc unable to
offet to conduct you on any such
tour. Most of our leading figures
have already been the victims of
the banning process without trial
oc hearing. Most of their names
do not, we repeat not appear on
a Government compiled list of
former members or supporters of
the Communist Party. Never-
theless, they have been subjected
to heavy restrictions on their
liberty, their freedom of political
expression and their mavement,
by decrees issued in terms of the
Suppression of Communism Act.
For many of cur foremost figures
who were also  the foremose
opponeats of the Government
and its apartheid policy, even a
discussion with you would bLring
down beavy penal sancticns.,

In the circumstances, we regret
that we can only offer you again
our best wishes, and the hop'es
that you. will see South Aftica
for yourself, untinted by the rose .
coloured cpectacles which are
standard equipment handed out
by Cabiaet Migisters to distina
guished guests and visitors,

UNVEILING CERE.IONY AT STANGER

Leo Lavoipierre, welcomed the
Paramount Chief to Stanger.

One of the speakers was Coun.-
cillor Mr, E. M. Moolla, a leader
of the Indian comtnupity of
Stanger and District.

Afier welcoming the Paramouant
Chuef, his Consort aad retioue
to Stagger, and conveying the
greetings of the lndian peopie of
Stanger and District, he laid a
wreath “on behalf of the Iadian
people’” at the foat of the moau
ment and in traditional Indian
custom garlanded the Paramount
Chief, and chercafter presented
a bouquet to the first Lady of the
Zuly nation, the wife of the
Paramauot Chief, on behalf of
the ladian women of Stanger and
District.

In his reply, the Paramount
Chiel, through his Chief adviser,
thaoked (he Mayor for his wel-
come, the Police for their kind
assistance, aod thaoked the In-
dian community for their hearty
welcore, aad also for their gift,
both 10 cash and kind, of ap-
proximitely £259, towards their
expenses.

He exuorted his {ollowers to
take note of the harmoanious re-
Jationship that existed between
the -various races that bad as-
sembled 10 pay homage 1o their
Kiog.

Oa Saturday approximately
12,000 assembled to rake part in
the teibal homage to King
Shaka.

The Pacramouat Chief, with his
Consort, dressed in full 1ribal

dress, (this 1s one of the few
occasions when they are seen
in (Lis attire,) led aprocession of
sote 2,000 steang of his followers
to the mosuwmnent.  The whole
ceremony takng about twe hours.

A specual word of praise must
be paid to the Distrsct Command.-
ant of the § A Palice, North
Coast Commaad, who was pes-
sonally in churge of the Police,
for the very efficient manner in
which the whole police organisa
tion was carrizd oul.

A very notable feature of the
whole organisation was the har-
monious relationship that existed
between the vatious races, Afri-
can, Indian, European and-Col-
oured,

These gatheriags are to be held
every five years.

#1 greet you all in the name of
the Indian community.

“I am grateful to the Para-
mount Chief of the Zulus,
Cyprian ka Solomon ka Dinizuly,
for inviting me through the
Native Commissioner for the
Lower Tugela Disirict, to repre-
sent and speak on behalf of the
Indian community at this unique
gathering, convened in hoaour of
King Shaka.

“On behalf of my community,
whom I bave the honour to re-
present, I say—Thank you !

“We join you in paying homage
to King Shaka, the founder of
the Zulu nation.

“It was his masterful personality,
his acumen and forethought that
laid a sure foundation on which
the social, moral and the ethical
code of the Zulu nation is laid.

“There may be some who may
not agree with bis methods or
with the manaer of his rule, but
it was his rigid code of law that
has made the Zulu nation what it
is today: a code that has stood the
test of time,

“We also mourn with you that
Chief Solomon ka Dinizulu the
father of the present Paramount
Chicf Cyprian, revered of the
Zulus, is no more with us,

‘'Chief Solomon was one of the
original band who initiated the
erection of this impressive struc-
ture, and in the ordinacy course
of eveals, this monument should
have been unvailed some time in
1933 or 193%; but it was ot
to be,

“In aoy cise, even at this late
hour, we honour his memory
when this Mouument is blessed
and unveiled,

“We also take this oppastunity
to coavey to you all our heartiest
congratulations on this Momorijal
that you have bu.lc to honour the
name of Kiog Shaka,”
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IMPRESSIONS OF A DISTINGUISHED
iINDIAN SCHOLAR

uTHE entire hope of the African

is unquestionably centred in
the great happenings in Gold
Coast, Nigetia and in some of
the French Afr.can tensitories,
I found the people progressing 2
good deal, and the West Africany
ate certainly quite abreast of the
civilised peoples of the warld in
the advance they have made in
education and social and political
organisation.'’

Dr. S. K. Chatterji, M.A,,
D.Lit.,, F.A.S., Ch:itman, West
Beppal Legislative Council and
Emeritus Prcfessor of Compara-
tive Philosophy in the University
of Calcuita, who spent three
weeks last moath in West Africa,
thus commences his thought-pro-
yoking impressions in ap interest-
ing letter received by Mr. P. S.
Joshi, Indian author in Johannes-
burg.

Dr. Chatterji's description of
the African life is vivid: “I have
found the Africans a most lovable
people—ihey always greet you
with a cmile, and there is sucha
charming urbanity of manner in
their dealings with outsiders that
you cannot bu: think it all to be
the result of an inberent spirit cf
culture among them, Over all
that, the Africaus have a sense of
rhythm and colour which make
them in the kind of dress they
wear in West Africa a very pic-
turesque, even beautiful people.’”

Three weck,’ stay was not at
all enough, bu: Dr. Chatterji was
enabled to make contacts with
prominent political leaderr, cdu-
cationists aad arusts among both
African and Brtish people. He
has nothing but “‘praise for the
generality of British admuuisirators
in West Africa,”” It forms a very
refreshing  coatrast with many
othier parts of Africa.

“‘Our brother, the black man
of Afcica, certainly deserves the
gasdwill of all lovers of humanity
far the strugg’c they are makiag
to obtain their proper place in
the scheme of things, and I trust
that the innate sivagery and bar-
barism that arc behind a policy
like that of apartheid will gra-
dually dawa among those wha
are 1rying to perpetuste this
cleavage among the different
braaches of thc same human
family,’’ added Dr. Chatterji.

Touching on the life in Nigeria,
Dr. Chatterji says that there are
cestain conflicts of ideologies, but
on the whole there is a resurgence
of African nationalism which just
at the present momeat appears lo
rise above organised religion.
does one’s heart good 1o see and

talk to a culiured African with a
European education who is proud
to wear his oative African dress—
“in the Gold Coast it makes him
look like a bropze statue of a.
Roman Seopator in his toga.””

““We arc now discovering,”
concludes Dr. Chatterji, ““that the
African bas also had his own con-
tribution 1o make in the sum total
of civilisation——2nd in some de-
partments of life his influence is
being felt in Western civilisation,
whether directly or indirectly: in
art, in music and in dance.”

Dr. Chatterji is an emioent
pre-historian.  Presiding over an
All India Oriental Conference in
India last year, be claimed that
the oldest people to come to
India belonged to the Negrito or
Negroid race, who arrived in the
eolith stage of their culture from
Africa along the coast lands of
Arabia and Iran and settled in
Western and Southern Indis and
spread over to Northern Iadia,
and passed on to Malaya aad
the islands of Indonesia  The
Negroids evidently passed away,
leaving hardly any trace in Indian
civilisation and among the Indian
people.

D¢, Chatterji taok part in the In-
ternational Congress of Oriental-
ists held at Cambridge four weeks
ago and read a paper on Dravie
dizn philotegy.

The second problem, fgnor-
agoe, is more complicated and
cannot be treated with the sense
of urgency done to food produo-
tion.

A United Nations team work-~
ing in Mexico has dovised s

Exploration here, however, is
8 job for individuals, What we
muset do in the African National
QOongress i3 to popularise the
epeaking and reading of African
languages, We must create and
encourage the mood in ounr
people to love their languages.
Oor ideal Afrioan at all limes
mus} be the person who speaks,
reads aud writes the three major
African languages: Zala, Xhosa
and Sotho. ‘e must enlist the
co operation of the teacher who
must enoonrage our children to
see themsslves, not as Zalus,
Xhcsas or Basatho; they must
regard themeelves as Africans.

Pride of langnage must not
in poy way be allowed to pre
judice ue against the stady of
other languages. “The laiter are
open doors to new ideis and
wider intellectnal horizons. As
8 young peopie we have a lot to
learn. We do not apologise ‘for
the faot that we are young. We
waot to learn and get down to
tho job of crealing for ouraslves
a werld after onr own desiga.
Yor this reason we must show
an equal determinatian Lo study
Eoglieh, Afrikaans, Urdn, Hindi
and, if possible Qiddish. These
languages are 6]1 spoken in Sonth
Africa and we, whosse preseunce
® of vital importanoce 10 all com-=
mwupities, must be able to get to
tLeir heart and 10 the innermost
enclaves of thalr mind and epirit
through the study of their
lavguages.

Our straggle has entered a new
pbaee, It demands froin us more
emphasis on oconsiraolive efforts
to rebaild onr people in readiness
for emancipalion. Dariog the
Inst forty yeara of Congress we
epplled onrselves to the task of

!

peaceful agitation.  Although
this was direoted to tho rulers,
ite effeols were deeigned lo en-
alle us to produce a lruly nas
ttonal and representative leader-
ehip, We were building up a
tradition ot leadership in aocord
with the epirit of the Bloemfon-
teln Conferenos of 1912 where
we bonnd oaraelves to emerge 8
a2 new and wnnited people—lhe
Africans. Now, we have pro+
duced the type of pationnl leader.
ship we want, Nobody today
oan crush the eplrit of the Bloem-
fontein Confercnoe. For this
reason oar next task is obviouely
to prepare the people aotively
for emancipation. This is the
next logioal step to take in our
march to freedom.

For thia reasop, I do not think
we need very much plaiform
work in the abgence of conorete
efforts to 1ebunild our people.
They were rained by historical
and lingual differences among
themselves before the white men
came pnd were later orashed
under by race oppression. We
maust re*bunild them and get them
to re-dediocate themseelves to the
atlainment of freedom se one
unit.

Platform work oertainly has
its advantages, Bunt we have to
gee it only os part of the general
task of peaoafnl agitalion for a
free existenoe.

The last important change ad-
vooated in this series is bringing
our ‘spiritaal resources as a
people into the struggle. Against
the physical farce of the race
oppreasor we must pitoch onr own
gounl foroe. That will not only
make onr faroes aclually in-
vinoible morally, it will broaden
the struggle snd bring in a vast
army of potenlial fighters who,
today, are largely indifTerent to
the strupgle. I mean the Chris-
tian Churches.

Their indifference eprings
from a wrong grasp of the fans
damentale of Christian teaching.
Too much emphasis has been
laid on meekaess as a oardinnl
virtne by thoss missionsries who
were the agenis of the oppressor.
The African was not encouraged
to understand the Christian
evaluation of the haman per-
sonality nod its uncompromising
hostility to tyranny.

We must make a more intelli-
grent study ol Christian teachinga
and infuee the new knowledge
gained In oor etroggle. The
good Afrioan Christian wust bas
non+*violent. Buat his hatred of
tyranny must be suach that he
will readily allow himself to be
thrown into the Lion's Den
rather thun tolerate for one
moment anything whioch de-
bases the homan persopality,
For that ia aotnally what Ohrlg-
tianity toaches. OChrist was n
friend of the peopla and not

their enemy. Hs was ornolflad,
not by the oppressed matgeas, bnt
by the oppreesors of thelr fellow-
tnen., Like IJoorates, Anaxa-
gorag sud other great teachers of
wisdom of the Historical Left,
the rulers could not bring up
better ideas to match His. The
only nnswer they oonld give to
Hie truly remarkable doortine of
human love and brotherhood
was to kill Him. Their modern
oonnterports ban ns and look ne
in prison when wo say that [t je
in the interests of all Qod's
children who have made Soath
Afrioa their home to order their
lives on Lhe basis of the Golden
Rale.

We muast bring onraelves to
the state of infusing a new zeal;
a new orupading spirit in the
millions of Africen Christianag;
a new determination to make
the flght agoinst apartheid a
orusade against the anti-Christian
doctrine of white supremaocy.

Obristian meeknees is not
yielding to tyranny. It I8 an
attitnde of mind perfectly in
oconsonance with the Ohristian
avalonation of the homan per-
sonality. Yon muat bo meek
beconee yon are not better than
the nex’ man coreated by God.
Its opposite ie arrogance; that
arrogancs which gives rigse to
theories of rsoe supremsoy,
apartheid, copcenlration ocamps
and firing Bgoads. If yon regard
yonrself a8 the eqnal of the
other mauw, yon will nat bully
him; yoa will not tremble before
him! you will treat him kindly,
with consideralion, whether he
in high or low. That is Obrisiian
meeknesa.

In Coiog all thie, we shall at
the same time olarify the real
iseanes beneath the strnggle. The
apartheidere say that at the hase
of the race problem ia the alaah
of colaur., That is not the aaze
Underlying our race problem is
a contliot of values. Wo adhere
to valnes based on the Chlristian
ovaluation of the human par-
sonalily. The Malanitesa alhere
to valuee based on the dootrine
of the survival of the fittest.

I waat to cloae this series with
A nate tanched at ita opening.
‘We ocaa be fres tomorrow morn-
ing if we like. We have the
strength of onr numbere to do
thst suocesafally. Bat we are
8till afraid to pay the real price
of nsing our strength. The re-
salt is, we resort to all aoris of
saltorluges to egcape onr [n-
evitable fate. If we want free-
dom, we shall be jalled, Tt we
do not want to be free, we ghall
remsain ont of jail. Apparently
we believe that it Is better to
live the lite of a slave out of
jall than feel the decenoy of
doing the right thing in jall}

If the terms of the
award had been implewented
without modification, a large
pumlber ol banks would have
closed down resulting in un-
employment to a large number
of benk workers.

Shri V, V, Giri, Labons Min-
ister, was very apologetic. He
sympathised fully with the
plight of bapk employees and
appealed to bath the employers
and employees to settle the
problem amongst themselves in
a spirit of give and take.

Shri Giri's speech gave the
impression that he was not
happy about the Gavernment’s
