Probably” it was Asia’s fault
that her progress was stopped and

she became static and even-
stagnant,
The countries of Western

Eutope and America went ahead
and brought about an induwnirial
revolution. Cbabpges took place
rapidly. The industrialised couna
tries became wealthier, while the
countries of Asia remained back
ward,

“This gap is not being bridged;
it is increasing. There 1s now a
vast dfference in living stand-
ards.” "

Mr. Nebru said: I want you
to feel that there is a human
element in this continuous strain
and struggle. No doubt yau
have to look at these problems
from the point of view of resources
and money, Oune cannot function
tn the air. But even more im.
pertant is this huoran element,
thig tzzrueadous ferment going on
in the -minds of hundreds of

millions of people which cannot
casily be controlled by resolutions
and conferences. For Asia is and
will continue to be in an ex-
plosive state because recent
changes during the few years or
50 have unleashed a giant.
