OMBAY.—TFIREE months is too short a period to aesess the
-~ achievements of an entity, much less of a new State Like Gujer-

at which launches its career against formidable odds.

Right in the

beginning, its Chief Minister, Dr. Jivraj Mechta had observed that
although the future of Gujerat appeared to b_im very bright, all that
lay in store for,them in the néar future was hard work aad sacrifice.

By far the foremost question:
that attracted the attention of the
Government soon after it started
functioning was in the sphere’ of
language of administration, In his
address to the officers of the Gov-
ernment, the Chief Minister Dr.
Jiveaj Mehta had explicitly stated
that the Government would acro-
pulously adhere to its decision to
correspend with the people in
Gujerati, so that they might feel
that it was their own Government
working for the welfate of the
whole State and not in the inter«
est of any particular section or
nections of the community. So
far as correspondence with other
States was concerned, it was to be
carricd on in English or in Hlndl
as might be possible,

During this short period of
threc months, the Government of
Gu;c:at tock several steps to bring
education within the easy reach of
economically backward classes,
The benefit of free education at
all stages was extended to the
warde of persons whose annual
income from all sources did not
exceed Rs. 900. This benefit has
been made available up to the
5.5.C. stage to pupils belopging
to that class of persons whose an-

nual income from all sources does’
not exceed Rs 1,200 Yet another
concession is the grant of half
freeship to pupils atudying in
standards VIII to XI in second-
ary and technical achools or insti-
tutes up to the S.S5.C, stage,
provided their parents have four
or more ckildren studying and
their income does not exceed
Rs. 1,800 per annum,

The Government has also de-
cided to award 1.850 loan scholar-
ships to the students in the
colleges in the State affiliated to
the statutory universities and to
the students in the women's
colleges in Gujerat affiliated to
S.N D. T. University.

A five-year programme tc in-
erease Gujerat’s food production
with financial and technical assist-
ance from the Union Government
has been prepared by the State,
Under this scheme, which is
estimated to cost over Ra 12
croree and is called the “Pakage
Plan,"” a vigorous campaign is to
be launched in Surat District to
intensify the drive for increasing

Deepavali. There is no standard formula for the

observance of this festival which is possibly the
most deeply revered and most widely observed of the
Hindu festivals. To most people it will be a day of
prayer and merriment and to all children a day on whichs,
¢lad in their new clothes, they can make all the noise
they want with the fireworks. But beneath everything
there is a deep message, a message of great significance
to all people, whether they are Hindus or not. When the
external trappings of the occasion are shorn off and the
ritual associated with it are cast aside Deepavali is the
celebration of the triumph of good over evil,  Whether it
is regarded as honouring the return of Shri Ramachandra
to Ayodhaya alter his exile, or whether it is regarded as
marking the defeat of Narak Asura, the Demon of the
Lower World, it is clear that the occasion marks the
triumph of good over evil, of the eternal truths of the
world over the base in man. As such it has a message
of interest to a troubled people in South Africa. On this
becasien Hindus in this country will do well if they gave
out the essential meaning of Deepavali to all the people
of the country. There are great truths in their religion
which, interpreted and broadcast, can do much good. It
must be remembered that Satyagraha as evolved by the
founder of this journal was based on the teachings of the
Bhagvad Gita.

Temples revealing the
intricate craftsmanship of hun-
dreds of years ago now face new
towns and factories or vast dams
and hydro-electric projects while
smart men and women shoulder
their way along the streets amidst
holy men in saffron robes with
the concentration of a thousand-
years in their eyes.

Do remember then, however
short your stay—as I shall after I
have gone—that it is the spirit of
‘live and let live’ amongst the
people of this great country which
makes it one of the most colous-
ful in the world and .which bas
carned respect for its policies
everywhere.  In this way, a visit
to India becomes an experience
more lasting than the photogtaphs
and guide bosks which are care-
fully filed away when jou get
home. The speed of modern
travel has made the average tour-
ist a highly nervous and exacting

Mr Sorabji
read the nddress.to Mr Ritch,
tha Iext of which is m3 follows:

“Dea\‘ Mr Ritch,~On bebalf
of the Britiak lndian Associas
tion, we extend to you a hearty
welcome to the Transvaal.

“We have Iollowed your
brillinnt work as Sszcretary of
the South Africa British India
Comumittes with close atlention;
You have earned the gratitude
of the Indians of South Africa
by your humanitarian and Im-
perinl work on the Committes,
“That, in spite of the prolonged
ill.bealth of Mrs Ritch, you
-continued your wotk oo the
Committes, demonatrates your
earnestnesy and zeal for the
cause with which you . have
identified yourself.

“Weo tsjoice that Mrs Ritch -

has recovered {ftom her serious
illness, and pray that you and
Mrs Ritch will long be spared
snd that you will' beable to
contigue yout noble work.
