within the last few
days, which are worthy of
note in so far as the non-
Europcans are concerned.

‘The intelli-
gent non Elropean, who is
capable of discernment, who
has learnt the distinction
between slavery and free-
dom, between what is right
and what is wrong, between

what is good and what is
bad, what is sinful and what
is virtuous, must feel the
hurt much more severely,
than who are urtterly ignor-
ant.  So

The Unwanted

NDER the caption *“The
Wonderers  Return'’ — the
Wanderer being Mr, Eugene Van
Wyk—The Star’ has a leading
artiele which concludes as follows:
“On the whole, life flows
more easily, moie comfortably,
less strenuously for the aver-
age South African—the White
South African—than his coun-
terpart in other countries,
“The underlying reason is

not far to seek. Basically a
White aristocracy rests on a
feundation of colour.  Its pre-
sence complicates the collective
national pattern  encrmously,
but it simplifies and cushions
th2 everyday life of the indi-
viduals in the favoured social
and racial groups."”

The article itself, is a commen-
tary upon Mr, Van Wyk's own
comparison between conditions as
he found them in other countries
which "The Star” willingly sums
up'as “Nortn, South, East aand
West, South Africa still seemed
to me to be the best,”

We hope we are not taking
undue liberties with Mr. Van
Wyk's conclusion, if we add, for
the White man. OQur respected
contemporary clearly has no illu-
sions in the matter,

Now, it is doubtless true that
in most countries life flows moare
easily and more comfortably for
a certain section or Sections of
the people than it does for others
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But, save for one or two rare ex
ceptions, that is so for very differ-
‘¢t reasons.

Scuth Africa is almost, if not
\wholly, unique in the distinctions
it draws between White and non-
White and the disabilities it im-
poses upon the latter, by reason
of their Colour. Domicile of
Qrigin—commonly referred to as
Race—is also a facter in the dis-
criminations made, but, 1n prac-
tice, colour is the chief consider-
atiop, e.g. Syrians are not pro-
hibited immigrants.

Mankind’s mentality, at its pre-
sent stage, being what it is, it is
perhaps not surprising that the
“Each for Hirgself"" motto should
be the controlllng ope in the
thoughts and acticns of the vast
majority of us.

On the whole, probably even
more so in the West—than in the
East, it is 2 materialistically mind-
ed age that we live in, If the
secret and unvoiced desire of the
vast roajority could be screened
otberwise  objectivated, it
would almost certainly be seen to
be., “It's your money we want.”
The Naboth’s Vinyard drama has
had a record run and is still rus-
niog. The only wealth that really
counts is the kind of wealth that
can be counted; the kind that is
tangible, that can be seen and
touched And handled. Things of
the Spirit, f they have any reality
at all, are very decidedly remote
and unreal compared with things
that can be weighed, measured or
enumesated,

or

In other words, we are still, on
the whole morally and intellec-
tually under the sway of Jungle
law. Praying, when engaged in
at all, is as often as net employed
as an antidote to preping; or in
the words of a cynic as a form of
Fire Insurance !

None but a confirmed fool
expects sentimental regrets from
the professional dacoit for his acts
of dacoity, or from the butcher
for his adoption of the slaughter-
ing of helpless c:ing.ing beasts as
his means of livlihoad, but, it is
difficult to resist something ke a
feeling of disgust when what *The
Star’ rightly describes as the
simplifying and cushioning of the

e
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capacity for advancement has
little or nothing to do with “/col-
our” i3 now so generally accepted
that merely to postulate it is re-
garded as evidence of either
ignorance ot insincerity, To
mention only a few examples,
India, China and even our own
African continent have contri-
buted some of the wisest and
greatest of Mankind's flowerings

Indeed, it were probably no
exaggeration to say, that there is
no department of knowledge in
which Brown, Yellow and Black
Men have not figured outstaod-
ingly, .

Deptived of their contributions
to Religion, Service, Philosophy
and Art, the world would have
been poor indeed.

Nor, need there be any doubts
regarding the potentialities of our
South African non-Whites. They
are not destived to always be
“cushioning” and “simplifying”
the lives of 3 White aristrocracy.
Evolution, whick is God's plan
for Mankind, doesn't go that
way. The “Smart Alecks” who
plan to dodge the inevitable are
just the victims of their own
wishful thinking. Twentieth cen-
tury King Canutes, Pbarachs
inviting calamity.

As for our “White” frieads
who are fond of being regarded
as South Africa’s Liberals, but
who sometimes seem to suggest
that party and popularity mean
more to them than liberalism in
its fullest sense, we would ven-
ture to emphasise that “libertas”
means ‘‘freedom;"” freedom with-
out strings or qualified by con-
siderations of White Baaskaap.

Elections, we know, are won by
votes, but an ounce of Principle
is, in the end, worth a ton of
Expediency.

which revealed that 20,000 more
Indians were in Durban than were
accounted for by the figures of
birth and death registrations or
the recorded immigration from
cutside the Union. On the face
of it it would create an impression
that there was illegal immigration
on the part of Indians on a large
scale. Very fortunately for the
Indian community, however, that
impression has been remaved by
a denial coming from the Durban
Electoral and Census Office, and
a statement to ‘The Natal Mer-
cury’ that “the only possible ex-
planation of the 20,000 additional
Todians in Durban is the enorm-
ous influx of Indians from areas
surrounding Durban.” The state-
ment said, it could probably be
attributed to the early age at
which Indians started having
children. During the census
count, the statement said, ‘‘we
had hundreds of forms in which
the head of an Indian family was
abput 22, his wife 20, and they
had about four children.

‘The Natal Indian Organisation
apd the Natal Indian Congress
also made statements and at-
tributed the influx to the mass
migration from gountry districts
to industry in the city, They

very rightly stated that the
Mayor’s stalement was caiculated
to stir up racial hatred.

The reason for this influx is
not far to seek. Just a3z there
is an influx of Natives jn the
urban areas so is there an influx
of the Indians. The problem
in  Natal and particularly o
Durban is getting acute because
of artificial reasoms, for which
not the [adians, but the authori-
ties are to blame, The popula.
tion of the Indians is bound to
increase since they do not use
artificial means of birth control
to the extent that the Europeans
do; and sioce the Provindal
barriers preclude them from going:
beyond the Natal berder. The
only way to relieve the situatiom
is to remove the Provinchal
barriers and to allow Indians to
spread out.  If the survival of

MR. MANILAL GANDHI TO FIGHT
APARTHEID LAWS

THE following is the text of the

Press statement by Mc., Manilal
Gandhi, issued during the week:
In accordance with the statement
I made last April, before my
fourteen-days’ fast, I\havc now
decided to court atrest as from
Friday, September 21, by com-
mitting a technical breach of any
law, bearing in mind that such a
breach does hot come in confliet
with any moral law of tue State,
which I deem 1o be the duty
of every citizen to respect and
to obey.

I propose to take this step
irfespective of whether I have
a following or not. I deem it
my hbumble duty to set an
example to others by my own
action that the duty of man is
not to' meekly submit. to any
State law that s glaringly unjuse ”
and immoral, for in doing so
be is violating the law of God
that governs the whole universe
and is thus sinning against God.
Man's duty is to humbly refuse
to submit to such laws and
quietly suffer the

with faith in the righteousness
of his cause and in God.

I had stated that 1 would not
take any hasty step. Since my
fast I met a number of leading
members of the various com-
munities including my owa. Iz
deference to the wishes of sincere
friends I postponed action in the
hope of changing the heart of
the Government by cther means
than self-imposed suffering, but
that has unfortunately failed.

I find that people are suffering
from frustration and a' Jack of
faith in themselves and in God.
I do not blame them. I cansot
myself claim to have developed
in me thit moral and spiritua?
strength that is required to fact
the present situation. But I have
implicit faith ip God. I realise
that the step I am about to take
is a very sevious one bur it is the
only one which will bring salva-
tion to the suffering humanity
and restore respect for the dignity
of man. I invite nat only the
noa-BEuropeans of South Africa—

the Tadi the Africans and the
<
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Colouteds—but also the Euro-
peans to join mec in this crusade
against injustice and oppression,
bearing no l-will towards the op-
pressor or anyone. Whether they
join mc or not [ shall at least
expect them to pray for me that
1 may have the strength to fulfil
the 1ask I have been compelled 1o
impose upon tmyself and to ardent-
1y pray with me for a change of
heart in the present Governmeat,
<o that there would be real peace
and happiness for all the inhabi-
tants of this fair land, without
any statutory discrimination based
on class, colour or creed, offend-
iog the sentiments of anyone.

I bumbly submit that the Euro-
peans, as the ruling race in this
country, have a preat responsi-
bility on their shoulders. I have
the greatest regard for them per-
sonally and for their civilisation
from which I have derived much

benefit.  Yet I have no doubt ali
thinking Europeans will admit
that there is much in it that needs
to be discarded.  They need to
think and to act towards the non-
Europeans more kindly and in the
true spirit of “Do unto others as
ye would that they should do
unte you."”

I have not the slightest doubt
that the racial problems of this
country of ours can be solved
easily by practising more toler-
ance and by treating human beings
as human beings. The Eurdpeans
will then find the non-Europeans
to be the easicst to deal with and
the greatest asset to this country.
European civilisation is being put
to the test. Its survival or ex-
tinction is eatirely dependent
upon how the Europeans behave
towards those whom Providence
has placed under them,

Where Will In All Lead To

The Colour Bar in South Africa
is showing no signs of de-
minishing. On the contrary it
seems 10 be getting rmore a more
acute. It is difficult o know
where it will all lead to in the
end. Indian medical men com-
ing out of the Universitics are
are beginning to find difficulties
from the very initial stage. The
question of three Indians who are
qualified as doctors and are
unable to get intern in any
hospitals in the Transvaal ™ is
teceiving the serious considera-
tion of the South African Medical
and Dental Council, which, it is
very heartering to feel, is very
sympathetic and distressed at the
state of affairs. We have now
before us and her report’ of the
refusal by the medical super-
intendent of a Government hos-
pital in Natal to permit an
Indian docter to administer an
anaesthetic ‘o a patient ia the
hospital which we are told will
be referred to the Minister of
Heslth, Dr. Bremer, l?y the
Medical and Dental Council.
‘The council, it is  reported,
agreed that it had no authority in
this mater. At the suggestion
of the presideny, Prof. S. F.
Oosthuized, the couneil decided
to refer the case to the Minister
as a “mater of public im
portance.” Dr A, Hanau told
the councii that he had arranged
hospital accommodation for an
Indian private patient who was
" to undergo an ‘‘emergency opera-
tion,” He had tried to coatact

four doctors to act as anaesthetists
but they were not available. He
had then arranged with an In-
dian, Dr. M. Gaburiel, to assist.
The dical superis dent of

said: If you believe
supremacy, if you believe in keep-
ing the black man out of our
white Parliament, if you believe
that white men and women
should be the artisans, typists and
clerks, if you believe that the
natives ought to be retained as
the peasants to grow food for the
rest, if you believe in keeping
hordes of natives out of the white
towns and stopping them from
overwhelming the Europeans, then
support the policy of the White
Rhodesia Council, Salisbury. “Do
your bit for this cause by copying
this note and posting 1t to six or
more white Rhodesians.,” Mr.
Griffiths said the natives quoted
this letter, with speeches of Euro

pean leaders in Southern and
Northern Rhodesia, as grounds
for fear that federation was the
thin end of the wedge towards
amalgamation and that that would
mean white domination.
