46,000 Houses For Durban
Indians’ Urgent Need

(From Our Own Correspondent )

HE Durbaa City Council had
in the past years done very
little to catch up with,the tesrific
backleg in housing for Indians
in the city, Councillor J. J. Hig.
ginsop, chairman of the Coun-
cil's Housing Committee, told a
Dutban audience last Saturday,
He was addressing .¢he anpual
meeting of the Asberville Rate-
payers’ Assaciatiop; which con-
sists almost entirely” of Indian
bome-owners in the Sprinpfield
Indian housing scheme.

Mr. Higginson said that as
long as some 15 yecars ago, it had
been estimated that there waa
an urgent need for 26,000 heuses
for the city’s Indian populaticn.
It was then agreed that houscs
to meet this backlog should be
built at the rate of 500 a year,
“But when I entered the Coun-
cil." he added, (which was last
year), “I found that little had
been done except for the houses
built at Springfeld.” Just over
800 homes bad been provided in
this area.

Intantions -Suspect

#Qne of the causes of delay,”
he xaid, “was that Indians in
Merebank whose propertiea had
to be expropriated to make way
for the Indian houaing scheme
in that area resisted the Council's

attempta to acquire land and took -

the matter right up to the Ap-
pellate Division.'" Even after they
lost their case, Mr., Higginson
gaid, they continued to resist. He
however felt that this resistance
was partly due to suspicions in
their minds of the Council’s good
faith, “To decmonatrate our
good intention,'” therefore, we
went ahead and put up some
buildings. We are now begine
ning to get the co-operation of
the local population.”

Councitlor Higginson told the
meeting “that at least 44,000
bouses.were needed for the In-
dian population of Durban,
etpecially the poorest section
which lived on the poverty line,
We have to build 36,000 homes
for them at low rates of repay-
ment, the other 8,000 being ex-
pected to be provided by private
persons,

The
Congresses plump for & form of
tocialism as their objective,
whersas the Liberal Party,
while veering heavily towards
the privato enterprise of capitale
ism, has not zo far presented
any cnt.ad-dried presconceived
e¢conemic peolicy, J

But the socialisme-versus-
capitalism conflict is estentially
one of the future. The impern-
tive need now to bresk down
colour as a bamier to non.
white progress; and the baase
daap of Verwoerd coupled with
the White supremacy of de
Villier Graaff have been largely
tesponsible {or the fashioning of
a remarhable degree of co-

. operation between the Liberal

Party and the Congresses. This
close co.operation has  been
strong epough to withstand
occasional cracks at Liberals by
prominent Congressmen obvious-
ly motivated by a desire to
return to their former attsch
opon Liberals when the benefits
of co.operation with Liberals
are no looger needed sy well as
the open flaunting of pro-Soviet,
anti-democratic attitudes of
certxin members of the former
Communist Party now in the
Qongresses.

Big Expansion

In the Geve years of itx existe
ence, the Libercl Party has
-expanded tremendously, The
fortnightly periodical ‘“Contact”
edited by Patrick Dupcan, a
welleknown and  influential
member of the Liberal Party,
has in rectnt months doubled
its circulation to g,000.
