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From 1904 to 1908 nearly 100 OO0 Chinese
were brought to work in the gold mines. White
workers opposed the scheme, as they feared
they would lose their jobs to them, and so
these indentured workers were sent back
home. The South African Chinese community
of today are descended from men and women
who came to South Africa at their own
expense.
