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development of popular
power ,with the widest and
most democratic mass part-
icipation. One of its ess-
ential tasks will be the
suppression of counter-rev-
olutionary forces, partic-
ularly those of big business
and imperialism. This gov-
ernment must establish the
bases of a new state, cont-
rolled by the people's org-
anisations, which will
begin the construction of
socialism.

The fight against the junta
is going to be long and
hard. The building up of
alliances with the widest
possible sectors of the
anti-dictatorial forces is
one of the conditions for a
successTul uprising. It
demands a revolutionary wvan-
guard which does not yet
exist in Chile. The most
urgent task of the MAPU is
to contribute to its creat-—

Wbrking class

intfernationalism

In the first place the Chil-
ean people must unite their
forces with those of their
brothers throughout Latin
America. North American imp-
erialism has brought the
game repression to the peo-
ples of Brazil, Bolivia,
Uruguay and Paraguay, and
they are struggling to over-
come it. The same fight is
going on in Argentina to
prevent the success or those
forces, and the result is

of fundamental importance

to Chile and her neighbours.

Beyond this, the Chilean
people already owe a great
debt to the workers, organ-
igations and governments of
the world, which have shown
their internationalism in
taking Chile's struggle as
their own. It is their fight
too, 'because the multi-nat-
tonal companies and the CIA
are a threat to the labour
movement in every country.

Thelr aim is to destroy org-
anised labour, and to perpet-
uate exploitation in the int-
erests of greater profits.

In Britain the labour move-
ment's responSe was immed-
iate, and its actions are
widely known in the Chilean
resistance. In particular,
the boycott carried out by
Liverpool dockers a few
weeks after the coup, and
the blacking on the Hawker
Hunter engines at the Rolls
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Royce factory at East Kil-
bride, had a tremendous
impact on both the people

and the junta. It was clear-
ly seen as part of an inter-

national campaign to weaken

and isolate the regime, pol-

itically, economiecally and
militarily. In the same way
the junta's defeat this
year in trying to renegot-
tate its debt with Britain
was a4 direct result of the
action of the labour move-
ment, and a serious blow to
the regime. The continuing
campaign to force them to
pay that debt, and not to
allow L1hem to renegotiate
it again in 1876,1is vitally
important in the help that
international solidarity
can give to the people.

The junta's claims that it
needs foreign loans and
credits to develop the coun-
try can be seen for what the
they are worth in the con-
text of its budget last
yvear: 21% — almost £350
million - went on arms.
Part of that budget is all-
ocated for the two submar-
ines, 'O'Brien' and 'Hyatt'
heing built at Greenock
shipyards. 1If they are sent
part of their effect will
be to reinforce the influ-
ence of the Navy in the
armed forces, where it is
already the most reaction-—
ary force, and has played

4 leading part in organis-
ing the coup and the repr-
ession. "Arrests and torture
began in the Navy before
the coup with the case of
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'the people's mailors' - a
group of more than 50 sea-
men and low-ranking pfficers
led by Sergeant Cardenas
and Pedro Blesset,who tried
to warn the people and the
government of what was
being plotted, They were
among the first victims of
the military dietatorship,
and the fight to get them
released is one of the most
important campaigns for the
respect of basic human
rights in Chile - not least
because of the effect it
has within the armed forces
themselves.

Refusing to provide arms
and financial help, and re-
ducing trade are part of
the campaign to isolate the
Junta, and in this its dip-
lomatic isolation is also
important. The regime is
increasingly losing what
international standing it
had and an open condemnat-
ion and sanctions taken ag-
ainst it in the United Nat-—
ions would be a hard blow
to the dictatorship and to
its supporters.

The Chile Solidarity Camp-
aign in Britain has, through
the mass sclidarity of the
labour movement achieved
successes which are of real
importance. In constantly
opposing arms sales and de-—

liveries, in refusing to re-

negotiate the debt, in wel-
coming to Britain refugees
who have been forced to
leave Chile, the British
movement has made 8 fund-
amental contribution to the
resistance of the Chilean
people.

Among those of its leaders
and militants who have died
in the hands of the junta,
the MAPU pays especial
homage to OSCAR VEGAS |,
workers leader and member
of the Central Committee,
and to MIGUEL WOODWARD,
revolutionary priest.

The MAPU demands the re-
lease of all political
prisoners, and among
them LEOPOLDO LUNA and
HERNAN PACHECO, mili-
tants of MAPU, arrested
and imprisoned with the
petriotic sailors.
