


“The massive, State-sponsored
population removals of the
past twanhy-five years have been
an intrinsic featura of the apartheid
state, Removals hove sanved as a
major form of control of the black
maijority, and have constituted one
of the main ways by which the
white minority govemment has
aimed to dispossass afican South
Africans of their citizenship and to
deny them occess o polifical and
aconomic nghts in a common
South Africa. Thus far this relocation
strategy has been very successful
— some three and a half million
block people have aleady bean
removed, some of tharm more than
once.
Even if population removals were
suddenty o comea o on and, that
would not alter the position for
the milllons of pecple already
relocated, nor undermmine,
substantially, the major
restructuring of South Afica,
already far advanced, into a
"White" core and ten ethnic
. bantustans on the periphery.
Opposition fo removals has
played an important part in
prevanting removals in the past
and is likely to be very important in
this regard in the future, However,
in fighting against remaovals, it is
necassary to remeamber that one is
simply fighting for the preservation
of the stalus quo. Stopping
removals does not sohve the
ongoing problams of the
underdevelopment of tha rural
areaqs, both bantustan and block
spot, nor does it restore tha post to
those olready dispossassad. It is.
however, Q necessary step in the
direction of restoration and
reconstruction in South Africa.”
