They are ready to
do anything to remove & white man from controlling them,
Pxxfkx Political situution in the rural areas:- People
do not want the Bantstan. But at the same time there are some
who think that 2 white man must go. They want to fill the
vacuum if a white man goes. They think that . black must
replace a white man. And things will improve. Not that they
want =z Bantustan. They are very much ag:inst the
Bantustan., And there is a fear for those who are zgainst
the Bantustan to come out and oppose it. They fear th £
their properties and business will be taken from them
and this is what they sre do ng to thoss Wwho come out and
say they are against Bantustan. Urban areasi;- People here
they are very much oppossd to Bantustan. They want people
to come together and fight against white domination;
ag. inst gpartheid and i:1so Bantu education. Their politics
is a mixture of BPC and of the students combined and =
bit of the ANC. 3ome of them think that we have missed
chances during the 1976 -~ 77 riots. They still believe
that we should have started launching during those times.
They think that it is only ANC that can wage sn armed struggle
against the pressnt regime. They are very much optimistic about
everything that at any time they will hear the sound of
a gun. From the ANC. They are looking forward to hear and
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gsee us striking an armed struggle against the present regime.

'Underggpund work and political work:~ Our fellows seem to

have gone too much underground politically they are using
platforms that are too much powerful to be listen. The BPC and

SSRC together with Inkatha. Thess organisations are controlled

by opportunists. They put too much emphasis on their own
otganisations. If you ask them to put our line they will

tell you to wait and lie low. Thex only help with the

SSRC is $w¥x when they need money or transport otherwise they
are not interestsd in the organisation. They do the work
themselves - somsthing like leaflets they do distribution by
themselves. Some of them they are keeping these underground
gnd had lost conduct. As a result thsy do not know how to

use them. Some are very much Keem to know and how to use
them. But manpower is shorting. They are keeping them -

They speak nd
adress these people as workers but they don't come out
openly, They are op-portunists. They do not wi.nt them to
know that they ure speaking to them a workers. But
Manzope s eak to them as workers.
