
IN A display of solidarity 160 
'Coloured** and African workers at 
Motoma in Uitenhage went on 
strike last month because Coloured 
women were receiving higher wages 
than their highest paid African male 
colleagues. 

Workers found the 'Coloured' 
women workers were being paid 

R60 a week whereas men in the 
highest category most of whom 
were African, received only R53. 

In response lo what the workers 
saw as a management strategy to 
create division among them and 
underpay the African employees, 
the entire workforce went on a three-
day strike.

The company's manpower 
resources director. JPS Gouws. flew 
down from Johannesburg for talks 
w i t h representatives ofl the 
Transport and Allied Workers 
Union, a Fosat affiliate, alter 
which workers returned to work.
