
A T LEAST 12 people hive been 
released from detention rccentlv, 
but many other detainees remain in 
jail 

In Johannesburg, four detainees 
were released. two at spending ten 
months behind bars. There are Auret 
van Heerden. Cedric de Beer, Frank 
Chikane and Monty Narsoo. 

In Durban, two University of 
Natal students. Mike Pace and 
Moivandri Reddy were released. 
They were detained in November 
last year. Also released alter nearly a 
month in detention were journalists. 
Quarish Patel and Vas Soni. At the 
time of their arrest police prohibited 
newspapers from publishing their 
names and those of two other 
journalists who were detained at the 
same time. 

In East London, three members of 
the Food and Canning Workers 
Union were released after being 
detained in the Ciskei for three 
weeks. They are Bomsile Norushe 
branch secretary for the union 
Zodwa Mapela and Boy Soci 
However, the following day. David 
Ihandant. East London Branch 
Secretary of the General Workers 
Union was detained by the Ciskei 
security police. He has now been 
released. 

People still in detention include . 
Jabu Ngwenya and Eric Mtonga 
who have been held for over seven 
months, 

Cedrie dc Beer, released after 298 
days in detent ion has been ' 
subpoenaed by the state to give 
evidence at the trial of Barbara 
Hogan in the Supreme Court on ' 
August 16. 

Before his detention, Rev Frank 
Chikane was the resident priest at i 
the Apostolic Faith Anglican 
Church in Kagiso. He has been 
suspended by the district council o l 
the church until October depending i 
on whether he has a 'change ol 
heart*. 

According to the Detainees 
Parents Support Committee. 151 
people have been detained this year.
