centre and a railway line to Umla/t 
in Durban during I9XL 

Patrick Ntobcko Maqubcla (32). 
M bonis wa Richard Maqhutyana* 
(29) and Seih Ciaha arc charged 
alternatively with terrorism, sabo­
tage, possession of arm* and am* 
munition, attempted murder and 
malicious damage to property. 

Each accused is alleged: 

• To be a member or active 
supporter of the ANC: 
• To have recruited people for 
military training and ads of sabo­
tage; 
• To have established armscaches: 
• To have trained people inside 
South Africa tn commit acts of 
sabotage; 

• Jo have been in possession of 
hand grenades, limpet mines, a 
machine rifle, plastic explosives, 
TNT and detonators. 

The charge sheet alleges that 
Maijubcla, based in Durban, acted 
as a link for the ANC in Swaziland. 

The trial has been characterised 
by the refusal of people to testify. 
Before the end of the first week lour 
people had been jailed, th* fourth 
for Ave year*. He was Mpila 
Ichabod Thabo was has been in 
custody since November 25, 

On August 3 l.itha Jolobc, a 25-
ycar old student was jailed for four 
years for refusing to take the oath or 
testify. The next day, Durban 
attorney, Hulclanc Ngcuka, 2X, and 
an articled clerk in a law firm. 
Mbulclo Hongo, 26, were each 
sentenced to three years for the same 
offence.
