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I an not going to attempt to review the s i t u a t i o n in which we fl$d 

ourselves abroad and in the howefront* Neither am I going to give 

a balanoe sheet of what we have accomplished or f a i l ed to achlevs* 

I an simply i^ing to h igh l igh t n^me of the problems t h a t have come 

up both p o l i t i v a l and f inancia l* 

•rora time to time we run in to d i f f i c u l t i e s which are inherent in the 

s i t u a t i o n of exi les* One of the common symptoms i s t h s atomisation of 

ths group* This i s not pecul ia r to us* I t i s oomoon to a l l groups* 

p a r t i e s and organisation:! In e x i l e . I t s a l i en soc ia l condit ions and 

the s t rugg le for survival tend to undermine the ooaeeiveneaa of the group 

or party in exi le* The longer we are removed from the na tura l soi l* 

the stronger* the cen t r i fuga l forces beoome* Each one i s assa i led by 

doubts and fears and the d read of the uncer ta in future* QTnable anymore 

to find the old fami l ia r nourishment t ha t gave us sustenanoe* each one 

t r i e s to s t r i k e roo t s in some new t e r r a i n for survival* Personal r e l a ­

t ionsh ips are the f i r s t to suffer* When these reaoh ugly proportions* 

we a l l galvanise ourselves and try to mend the s i t u a t i o n and we do 

manage to patoh up fo r a while because the wi l l I s there amongst a l l 

of us* If we examine closety what i t i s tha t we have achieved, we s h a l l 

dlaoover tha t while we have managed to make our personal r e l a t i onsh ips 

to le ran le* me s t i l l continue to e x i s t as separate individuals, . We hare 

mot suooeeded in welding ourselves in to a oohesive group* We have 

•••• lm merely got r i d of the symptoms but we have not solved the basio 

i l l n e s s which flows from a deeper cause* Consequently* the s l i g h t e s t 

preseurss (and there oan be and are grave pressures in the condit ions 

ef e x i l e ) b r ing back the old symptoms* 

At home we were bound together by oommon Ideas , a common s t ruggle 

and oommon aspi ra t ions* We worked together amongst a vas t population* 
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W« ware saparatad by long d i s tances . And y e t , our complete involve­

ment In the work with a l l i t a dangera, together with the warm response 

of the masaea, oeated a strong bond amongst us- I t helped to weld 

the leadership in to a oompaot force . The feel ings of affect ion and 

comradeship to one another were /no t the oauae of our oomlng together 

but a consequence of our involvoxment in a caor.non oauae and common idea ls* 

I f wa look a t the mat ter in t h i s way, we muat oonolude tha t f i f our p e r -

sonal r e l a t ionsh ips are d e t e r i o r a t i n g , the cause does not l i e in the 

sphere of emotions or personal f r i c t i o n s . I t l i e s elsewhere in something 

deeper than that* We are in grave danger* aome more than o the r s , of 

f ee l ing the effects of being uprooted in a double aenae - physioally 

and p o l i t i o a l l y * 

This danger i s not l imited to us only in Lusaka* I t l a prsvalent 

amongst a l l our men and women in exi le* The document of the so-ca l led 

UK Group revealB th ia sense of uprootedneaa and f r u s t r a t i o n in i t a 

f in ished form* In t h i s regard, the moat reveal ing par t of t h e dooument, 

l a t h a t in whioh the authors bemoan our complete i r re levanoe to the 

events taking place in South Africa today* Any one with a aenae of h i s ­

tory* any member of the Unity Movement, acquainted with the s i t u a t i o n 

In South Africa, especia l ly thoae in t h e leaderahip, should know tha t 

the reoent events in South Africa flowed d i r e c t l y or i n d i r e c t l y , from 

the Tr ia la of our man* The proaeoution i t s e l f was forced against ^h i s 

w i l l and against the general policy to make admissions in reapeot of 

the t roubles in Pondoland and the rea8on for opening a to r tu re camp 

in the fo res t s there* For the f i r s t time, they associated such events 

with the Unity Movement* The bru ta l t o r tu r e s and the Tr i a l aa a whole, 

created a olimate whioh gave r i a e to a t r a i n of eventa - p ro t e s t s from 

the moat unexpected qua r t e r s ! the s t uden t s ' p ro t e s t s supported by the 

White s tuden t s , even the p ro tes t s from Afrikaner i n t e l l e c t u a l s culminating 

in the prosecution and conviction of a Van Niekerk, a law professor . 

Then followed the demonstrations a t Timol's bu r i a l and the r e susc i t a t ion 

of the memory of Etaaum Harr i s 1 mysterious death in the o e l l s . In faoe 

of a l l t h i s , how oan any msnber of the Unity Movement and eapeoial ly 

those who claim to bo i n the leadersh ip , f s s l so dejeotsd aa to say / 
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aay t ha t tha U.U* i s i r r e l evan t to the s t ruggle In South Africa. 

I do not intand to d«al with tha so-ca l led li.K- document which wa 

now know to ha tha work of Scrape and Carl* But I mention i t aa an ax-

ample of what f rus t ra t ion* Aprootodnsss and loss of bearings in axi la 

oan lead t o . In e x i l e , tha socia l pressures re inforced by i s o l a t i o n 

can br ing out tha worst t r a i t s of tha individual- Soma deser t and find 

pastures newj o the r s , depending on tha environment, find i t p rof i t ab le 

to use the nana of tha organisat ion for t h e i r oppor tunis t ic ends. They 

uaa tha p res t ige of t ha organisat ion for self-aggrandisement. There 

l a one th ing in common between these two groups - the dese r t e r s and tha 

oppor tun i s t s . They a re compelled to destroy the o rgan i sa t ion . The f i r s t 

have to wipe out the r%ry memory of the organisa t ion , tha seoond find 

i t necessary to maintain the name, while destroying the esssnoo of 

what i t stands f o r . Invar iably , the l a t t s r have a compelling des i re 

to r e -wr i t e h i s t o r y , with the express purpose of o b l i t e r a t i n g i t s 

t r a d i t i o n s and d i l u t i n g i t s p r i n c i p l e s . The necessary p a r t of t h i s prooesa 

I s the demeaning of the leadersh ip , p a r t i c u l a r l y t ha t leadership which 

helped to e s t ab l i sh thoss t r a d i t i o n s . 

We a l l know tha t i t would have been unthinkable for a Scrape and a Carl 

a t home to have wr i t ten suoh a d i a t r i b e against tha leadership of the 

U.M. Tha question i s why did they find i t possible to do i t abroad. Apart 

from tha circumstance/a mentioned above, there i s another reason which 

I would I lka to advanoe, namely ? t h a t y they miscalculated the extent of 

cohesion amongst the leadership and members a t Headquarters.

I t l a am insu l t to our i n t e l l i g e n c e , to our in tegr i ty and our 

commitment to expact ua to raaot laaa force fu l ly than wa did* 

I have said enough, at l e a s t for tha time being, on tha de le ter ious 

e f f ec t of U f a i n e x i l e , am i t af faota our p o l i t i c s . I have also 

touohad upon another important aapaot9 namely t h a t * ijt tends to atomize 

ua in to separate i n d i v i d u a l s . 

I must now oomo to another aspeot of our l i f a here, that i s , tha way 

wa funct ion and maintain ouruelves. Here again* wa s h a l l aaa tha e v i ­

dence of thia laok of cohesion as a group funct ioning aa a t i g h t l y k n i t
