An sppreach te eur pelitical preblems in general sheuld bhn a histeric
one, within the framsiork ef history knewing that it has a past and it has
to have a future. It is net a question ef the wisdem ef anyen~, it is a
historical necessity. A aystem cemes inte being, fulfilla iterlf and then
becomes inadequnte.

Capitalism emerped frem a previous system which ceuld ne lenger satisfy
the needs of the populatien. Tewns grevw and industry develeped. Today
eapitsliam has reached its highest point = imperialiem. It crinet satisfy
the noede which it itself has created. Capitalism must have = peol eof
unemployed labeur. Thir pool teday is increasing and has becere intelerahle.
Capitalism has outlived itself.

Education. When capitalism was develeping it seught te give educatien te the

populatien as A whole. Teday educatien is being limited. There whe receive
it becowme fewer nnd fewer. The large prepertieon ef the pepulatinn will remain
illiterate. Witheut educatisn a persen cannet be fully rounded. Technolegy
has renched the stnge where it requires much less manual labeur than in the
past. Therefere education must be given enly to these whe devolep technelegy
and rmm industry. This is a sign thet capitalism has eutlived itself and must
be changed. Every system wehen it chsnges requires vielence. Vielence is
therefere a necessity for changing the system. Wheever is eprraed te vielence
is agoinet change. The liberals nnd pricete are eppesed te virlence. DBut we
are bern in vieolence and live in vielence. The ruling class uie vielence te
maintain the system. Whoever is epprescd Le vielence is sppesed ts the revelutien.

Amongat the eppressed the AN.C. is againat the shedding »f bloed. They
will only use vielence agnrinst a building.

It is impensible te have a revelutien witheut the sheddir:; ef bleed. The
amount of bloed shed during the revelution is far less than thr amount of bleed
shed prior te the revelutien.

Fer a secinlist ceuntry te
run preperly it requires an extensien of demecracy. PFer capitalism te create
maximum prefits, a minimum of demecracy is required

South Africa. In South Africa we must talk abeut what is necesaary. It hae
become a neceasity te change the system just am it is necessnry te change the
system throughout the werld. This is mere urgent in Seuth Africa's case
becnuse it is a backward ceuntry and Burepe sucked the bleed nf the celenies
ineluding Seuth Africa and the Blacks suffered mere than the peeple in the
develeped ceuntries, The urgency fer change in Seuth Africe is therefere
grenter. The refermists are eur enemies. What is necessary is a change eof the
whele syotem.

We have our ewn programme and pelicy. Our eppenents m hrve settled en the
Frecdemn Charter. lew they sany they have impreved it. The nev Freedam Charter
is n reply te sur criticism. 3Sleve in a pamphlet he has written entitled
"The South Africrn» lLerliyg Class snd the Natienal Revelutisn' which was published
about the same time thnat the new A.I'.C. Freedem Charter came ~ut, atntes "WE
atand for one unitnd demecratic Seuth Africa based en univernnl adult suffrage”,

If yeu examine the A.V.C. you will see that they have nat changed a bit.

He eriticised the AN.C. fer having accepted the pelicy ef nuvltinatienalism
and BEantustrna which is in keeping with this pelicy.

In 1978 we predicted that imperialism weuld pebilise the snti-apartheid
committees behind the A.¥.C. while the liberals were preparin: Duthelezi te
take prrt in the negotiatiens as a mpokeaman fer the Blacks.

Altheugh it
poys that "it stoands fer anc united" South Africa based en universal suffrage
that the new Frecdom Chorter atates "TPhe institutien ef hereditary rulers and
chiefs shall be transfermed te serve the interesta ef the peesple f8 a whele in
canfernity with the demecratic principles embedied in the censtitutisn™., This is
a roturn to Bantusteniom. !llew de you have a demecracy and hereditary rulers
similtanceusly. The Whitea, the Celeured peeple and the Indirnas have ne
hereditary rulers. Only ene sectien ef the pepulatien, the Alricana, have these
chiefa, A chief can enly be a chief ef a particular tribe which eccupies a
specific area of land., The A.N.C. wante the Bantustans, the rule ef the
Eatanzimas, Puthelezis and 3ebea. They can new have a dialegue. 3Jeuth Africa
has tehas te move, it cannet stand atill. When the A.H.C. comesn eut clearly that
l) it decs net believe in vielence and thnat
EE} it is in faveur of the rule ef the chiefs. There is nething in cemmen between

uva and them.
(1) is meant fer the liberals and (?) is meant fer Betha and hims extreme right
wing. ,

The intellectuals are trying te pget a kind eof system which embedies the
federal system of Batha. Under this oystem the Blacks will br given n vete
based an preperty and edveationnl qualificatiens. Only a fev I'lacks will be
able to invest their meney nnd interleck with finance capitsal. This will be
less than 5% of the Nlack pepulatisn. WNehedy says a thing abr~ut the land which
is the basic preblem. llew mnny people will have the mweney te buy the land? The
retit beurgeeis in the leadership ef the A.N.C. true te their coleurs are werking-
fer themselves.




Discussion.

A. Back heme A.N.C. has a great deal of support amomg the massss., Their
supporters believe that when the A.N.C. take over, the Bamtustans will be
disselved,

B. That is why you have te De there,

C. It is the power of the imperialist press that makes the ma=ses believe that
tha A.N.C, are going to =elve their problems by dissolving the Bantustans.

D. Is there net 2 contradiction between the apparent socialist goals of the
front-line states and the investment of multinationals in their countries?

E. The front-line atates need to develop industrially. You ecsannot build
mocialism without industrialisation. In Zimbabwe the government have astablishad
a code of inveatment which prevents multinationals from repatriating all thelr
profits., The state participates with multinationals in joint ventures. Imperialis
needs us just as we need them.

F. S5.A.D.E.C. countries must open railways. Imperialism can only operate in

vast economic spheres., Dominant group Anglo-American. Responsible in Botawana
for % of fersign exchange and 40% of revenus.

Zimbabwe at independence Anglo-American contrelled 82% of compnnies., Provides 40%
of foreign excpange.

There are political reasons for investment of multinationals in S5.A.D.E.C.
countries, Sir Geoffrey Howe, Forelgn Secretary of Britain said "we are working
to encourage the growth of democracy and liberalism in countries very different

to ours but not impervious to change! In South Africa repression offered them
untold riches. But now repression is jeopardising their profit making abilities
and ultimately the survival of capitalism. Anglo-American controls 1350 companies.
The value of its assets is 98:;8 billion. The assets of the South African state
are slightly less than the latter figure. Four major cenglomerates in South
Africa control 81% of the shares on the Stock Exchange. Anglo-American contri-
butes 50% of the world's gold and 50% of South Africa's foreign exchenge,

although gold production represents only 10% of gross domestic product.

1990 is the period where money will be made more from teehnology and less
fro,m raw material.

South Africa does not possess the educational system to support & major
technological environment - hence the vulnerability of the economy. South Africa's
population is growing at 3% per year but ites economi¢ growth is less than 1%,
Unemployment rose from 2 to 4 million,

Escom. 13% of Escom power stations have been stopped. Investment in machineries
and new factories falling. Growth in unemployment. Explosives and chemical
industries if shut down could bring economy to standstill due to dependence of
much industry and agricul ture on these industries,

B. The populatlon was aroused in 1975. TIhis was the time where we should havg
ridden the wave. But it had to fail because there was no party., 1t was a minor
form of 1905, Even though we did not get anywhere, a astep forward had been taken
as we had an experience we had not had before, The feilure of imperialism to

During the N.A.M. conference the whole guestion of the
linkage of the withdrawal of South Africa from Namibia and Cuban troops from
Angola was raised. Cuba and Angola had nothing to do with Namibia and South

She may use it externally in regions where Blacks constitute the majority

of the population and there are very few whites. South Africa may try to
subvert Angola via Zaire.
