In addit ion to t h i a , 

tha state cleimed thet i t would prove that 

Hpethe hed planned the stoning of vehicles and 

k i l l i n g of whites on August 11, I960. 

The s t a t e ' s f i r s t witness was a 15 yeer 

o ld g i r l , who geve her evidence in camera and 

may not be named. In her evidence she claimed 

thet a number of the accused had taken part i n 

various meetings, a march, bui lding a 

barricade in Kl lpfontein Road, stone-throwing, 

and the overturning of a car . She ettended a 

meeting a t the Assembly of God church on August 

10, 1960, where a speaker to ld those gathered

The crowd met a man driving a van who raised 

his f i s t i n a selute end urged the crowd to 

sing a song - 'There ere guns in Angola1.
