WO years have gone
I since Gandhiji died.

A certain
still persists in us, It looks
anew world—a world in
which something deep and
essential is wanting,
pcrsonal sense. He . was
great to the world, he was
the_builder of the Indian
Nation, he was a prophet
of non-violence. But all
these tributes come from
the intellect; the sense of
voidness comes from a
deeper source. He had
penetrated into the fibres of
our being. The time has
come, not fo express our
feelings for him in words,
but to show our love for
him in our deeds.

Gandhiji could enter the
hearts of those with whom
he came in close contact.
If one kept- the portals of
one's heart open, he would
enter_ it and abide there.
Then slowly and uncon-
sciously all one’s thoughts
and actions would come to
be tested on the touch-
stone of his approval. He
would then stop being a
leader in one's eyes; but he
would become something
bigger and nearer, that could
_inspire and uplift one. And
once you belonged to him,
you were his,

That was Gandhiji who

had a big heart and who |

could comfort everyone.
That was the man we slew
in, madness. A man who
never hurt a fly in his life

and who tried to keep us
on the right path.

Gandhiji was a spiritual
person, and though he
entered the muddy field of
practical politics, his clothes
were spotless. His goal was
spiritual self-realisation, but
his view of self-realisa-
tion included every activ-

ity of life. In . his
autobiography Gandhiji
says i—

“To see the universal zand
all-pervading Spirit of Truth
face to face, one must be able
to love the meanest of creation
as oneself, And a man who
aspires for that cannot afford
10 keep out of any field of Lfe.
That is why my devotion to
Truth has drawn me into the
field of politics, and 1 can say
without the slightest hesitation,
and yet in all humility, that
those who say that religion
has nothing to do with politics
do not know what religion
means,"”

Twenty-seven years ago,
Rév. Dr. John Haynes
Holmes, Minister Com-
munity Church, New York,
declared in a sermon that
Mahatma Gandhi was the
modern Christ. Concluding,
Dr. Holmes observed :

‘““As he moves from city to
city, crawds of 30,000 and even
50,000 people assemble to hear
his words. As he passes for
the night in a village or in the
open counitryside, great throngs
come to him as to a holy shrine,
He would seem to be what the
Indians regard him—the per-
‘fect and universal man, In his
personal character, he is simple
and undefiled. In his political
endeavours, he is as stern a

At the same time, however, he

is an idealist like Romain Rol-

land, living ever in the pure

radiance of the spirit. When I

think of Rolland I think of

Tolstoi. When I think of

Lenin I think of Napoleon.

But when I think of Gandhi,

I think of Jesus Christ, He

lives his life, he speaks his

word, he suffers, strives and
will some day nobly die for the
kingdom upon earth,”

How true came the pro-
phecy of the distinguished
American missionary! Like
Christ, Gandhiji suffered in-
describable privations all
his life and at last
crucified by a man of his
own !ind and his own faith,

G adhiji was one of those
men who occasionally ap-
pear in the arena of politics,
makers of history, whose
mental height is above the
common level of humanity,
And therefore one who was
more head-strong,
him ruthlessly and his body
dropped dead. All were
stunned and life felt empty.
All over was a feeling of
having been left desolate
and forlorn. T'wo years have
gone by and yet we have
been unable to get rid of
that feeling, but with that
feeling there is also a feeling
of pride because we can say
to generations that are to
come—"“We lived
Gandhiji lived.'

Pandit Kunzru, 2 member of
the Indiwp Parliament, who is
leading the Indirn delegation to
the preliminary conference of re-
presentatives of India, Pakistan
and South Africa at Cape Town
on February 6, left Delhi on
January 27, for Bombay by air,
on his way to Cape Town, After
fiying to Addis Ababa, Ethiopia
and Nairobi, where he will spead
two days, he will arrive in Cape
Town on February 4, He said,
he proposed to visit important
cities in South Africa, meet repre-
sentatives of the Indian com-
munity and acquaint himself with
the situation there.

British Secretary Of State

Philip Noel Baker, British
Secretary of State for Common-
wealth Relatlons refused to be
drawn into discussing Indian.
South African relations, when
questioned at a Press conference
in New Delhi. He said he would
rather not answer controversial
questions. “Everybody knows
what discussions there have .been
between your Government and
the South African Government.
I am glad these discussions have
led to a meeting which will be
held on February 6in Cape Town.
I hope it will be succesful.” He
said that Commonwealth countries

agreed that there. could be no extinction. The policy of Dy

“‘Race Is God's, Racialism
- Is Of The Devil”

“Race is part of God's creation
and is good, but racialism i3 of
the devil,” the Archbishop of
Cape Town, the Most Rev. G, H.
Clayton, told the suinmer school
of the Institute of Race Relations
at Mowbray when he spoke
on “Christianity and Race. *1
refuse to believe that it is
wrong to be proud of one's race
and its achievements and heroes.
But to say that the race to which
one belongs must always be
dominant over another race is ua-

but with the denying to non-
Europeans of opportunity to pro-
gress and the discourtesy to which
they were subjected, said the Rev,
C. C. Tugman, former Dean of
Bloemfontein, who returned from
a visit to Britain, in an interview
with the ‘Star’ (Johanaesburg),
Mr. Tugman said ke had always
been a protagonist of the vertical
colour bar which, when he pro-
pounded it recently in an arricle
in a London newspaper, was first
attacked by the Dutch Reformed
Church and later supported by
some members of its clergy. The
vertical colour bar was a valuable
concession in that it contained
the two aspects of what most
decent white peogle believed in—
firstly, that non-Europeans should
he faitly treated, and secondly
that they should develop in their
own way without undue mixing
with other races. “I think most
of us instinctively consider that
there is something valuable, some-
thing worth prederving, in race
putity,” he said, “and 2 vertical
colour bar suggests on the one
hand a certain segregation and
on the other hand equal oppor-
tunity for both sides, “J¢ is to
be contrasted with the horizontal
colour bar, which suggests that
those above are privileged and
those below are not so privileged.
I believe every reasonable man
Would support the idea of a
vertical colour bar, and if we
could translate that idea into
everyday life the opportunity to

Chief Justice Sir Harila! Kania
administered the oath to the
President in the presence of
foreign diplomats; Indian princes
and politicians. “God Save the
King" was played as the British
ensign fluttered down the flag-
masts of all Indian na.al veosels
and shore establishments. The
pew Indian National Anthem,
“Jana Gana Mana,” was played
as the new Indian naval ensign
was hoisted in its place. The
new President presented himself
te the people as he drove in a
state coach drawn by six horses
tscorted by a mounted body
guard through five miles of cheer-
ing New Delhi streets.  Colourful
oficial ceremonies also took place
in Bombay, Calcutta, Madras and
other provincial centres where
the Governors and Ministers were
sworn under the new Constitu-
tion.

Republic Day was marked by
the remission of jail sentences in
various provinces. India now
comprises 28 states- and  the
Andaman and Nicobar islands.

Elections  involving  about
160,000,000 voters will be held
next winter.

The only incident that marred

the celebrations was a commuaist ,

attempt 1o stage a “black flag"
demcastration in Bombay. Nine-
teen people were injured and 53
arrested, Police opened fire to
disperse their anti-republican pro-
zession during which the Com-
nunists threw acid bulbs and
osrickbats into the holiday crowd.

In a brief address in  both
English and Hindi, President
Rajendra Prasad said that India’s
dministration would now be
aarried out by its people, for its
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REPUBLIC OF

people.  “This country has great
natural resources and now there
has come to it a great opportuaity
to make its vast population happy
and prosperous and to make its
own contribution to the establiish-
ment of peace in the world,” he
declared. “We want to live on
terms of friendship with all other
countrizs Qur object is to achieve
all-round progress in our own
country. OQur ‘programme is to
get rid of disease, poverty and
ignorance,” he said.

The new President, who was
one of Mahatma Gandhi's closest
associates, paid a  15-minute
homage the “Father of the Na-
tion” at the Rajghat  cremation
plot before he took the oath of
office. Inthe traditional Hindu
manner he laid flowers on the
sacred spot and walked round it
three times with folded arms.

Messages were _received from
H.M. the King, the British Prime
Minister, Mr. Attlee, President
Truman, the Irish Minister of
External Affairs, Mr. Soan Mac-
bride, the South African Prime
Minister, Dr, Malan, the Govern-
or of Southern Rhodesia, Sir
John Kennedy, General Smuts
and other Government leaders.

tinctions.  Christianity, he said,

had its origin in standing up for
the rights of the oppressed, but
then it took the path of perse-
cuting its erstwhile persecutors.
The spitit of universal fraternity
displayed by Catholicism for some
time gradually gave way before the
advent of political, racial and
other nacrow egoisms. This, he
said, had worked havoc with
humaaity in the last two world
wars and ied to be th
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ing its very existence now. This
was the one singls problem which
claimed the attenticn of thought-
ful people all over the world,
He said Mahatma Gandhi’s spirit,
which made an insignificant
minority in South Africa stand up
against oppression and tyranny
and which later brought about the
emancipation of millions of his
coumtrymen, was in fact divine.
He added that everybody could
adops the ‘path shown by Mahatma
Gandhi of resisting injustice and
evil in a passive way. Mr. Horace
Alexander, who presided, exborted

-the audience fo learn one thing

from Mr. Scott's speech, and that
was to do in their own little way
what they could for the down-
trodden and the oppressed.

India And Persia

Syed Ali Zaheer, India's Am-
bassador to Persia now on leave,
told pressmen at Lucknow that
the Pakistan Embassy in Persia
had been carrying on  “most
violent and pernicious propa-
ganda” against India through its
news bulletins and some Persfan
papers. ‘“‘As a rule they resort to
baseless allegatious, and mention
things wuich do not have a
semblance of truth. The Persian
publicis quite intelligent, and on
the whole they have not been in-
fluenced by such propaganda.
The Persian Government, to the
best of my knowledge, have no-
thing but friendly sentiments for
India." The fact that 35 million
Muslims weze living in<India in
peace and security, and that
India’s ambassador to Persia was
himself a Muslim, had been a
most effective argument to dis-
prove Pakistani allegations about
maltreatment of Muslims in India.
Persia, he said, was at the mo-
ment importing a substantial
amount of goods from India.
There had been a great demand
for Indian textiles since devalua-
tion and removal of excise duty
on cotton piecegoods. A Persian
trade delegation had recently
visited India, and as a result of
exchange of views between rthis
delegation and the Ministry of
Commerce, trade between the
two countries would increase still
further, and relations would be-
come more cordial and friendly.
Most of the Persians were “very
happy that the Indian sub.conti-
nent is free from foreign domina-
tion,"”
