i T Indian CongrEss has
had some advice

.given by the “Natal
Witness,” which needs, not
be brushed aside, but to be
seriously taken to heartw
Our contemporary has taken
exception, very rightly, we
' think, to the wording of the
statement issued by Dr. G.
M. Naicker, DPresident of
the South African Indian
Congress, asking the United
Nations to outlaw the Malan
Government from the family
of the democratic nations,
and, in effect, states that
there is nothing to be gained
and much to lose by the use
of strong language; for it
may alierfate the sympathies
of many European South
Africans and it may well
irritate the Government into

yet more repressive and
coercive measures.
Of course there 1s no

doubt about the fact that if
the present Government
would have dared to do to
those on whose votes they
depend upon, what they are
.callously doing to the non-
Europeans, there would
have been no wordy war
but actual bloodshed on a
large scale. And nothing
tan be more outrageous
than the insult the South
African Government have
hurled at the Government
of India and the whole In-
dian nation, by breaking
faith and by virtually out-
lawing the Indians residing
in this country. Much as
.we would believe we are

South Africans, the South
African Government are in-j
sistent in relusing to accept'
us as such.' Indeed the
provocation on their part
has been so great as to
exhaust the patience of even
the coolest person on earth.

But even so, we can ill..
afford to lose patience in the
midst of the intensest pro-
vocation, It would be in-
expedient to do so; and for
us, who claim to follow the
principles - of non-violence
in our struggle, to lose
patience at any time or
under any circumstances is
a violation of those prin-

ciples.

We  regret  to have
to  confess that there
have been many state-

ments by the Congress, the
language of which, we have
never been able to pursuade
ourselves {o subscribe to.
But, on the other hand,
might we not perhaps crave
the indulgence of our sin-
cere critics to make some
allowance for the lack of
proper knowledge of the
English language, which
after all is foreign to us. It
is, largely that, we belicve,
that accounts for many words
unconsciously inappropriate-
ly used. But, nevertheless,
it is most essential, parti-
cularly for those holding
responsible positions,  to
understand that they can
.never be too careful in the
language they use, both in
speaking and in writing,
Thoughtless or improper
use of even a word may do

incalculable harm
cause,

to
It never pays to
overstate our case or to use
extravagant language merely
to vent our wrath and which
otherwise serves no good

our

purpose. \We must be very
grateful to the ‘Natal
Witness' for * the advice
it has given us. We

should take it in good
spirit and sincerely endeav-
our to follow it. Those who
are at the helm should
remember that they do not
speak for ' themselves but
for the thousands of people
they represent and every
word or deed of their's may
make or mar the future of
those thousands.

Having said this much to
our own people, might we,
in passing, suggest to our
“contemporary, that there
can be no more appro-
priate time for it to condemn
as strongly the outrageous
act of the present Govern-
ment, as it has very rightly
condemned the method of
approach of the Congress,

The non-Evropeans, we

need bardly say, are
need of all the moral
sympathy and support that
the right-thinking Luro-
peans of South Africa can
give them and if ever there
was a time to speak out
the truth fearlessly and

Guillotine Motion

DONGES EXPLAINS PROVISIONS

N hushed silence the House of

Assembly heard Dr. Donges
( Minister of the Interior) move
the second reading of the mo-
mentous Group Areas Bill just
after noon on Monday.

The S.A. Press Association re-
ports that the Minister said that
the overriding principle of the
Bill was to make provision for
the establishment of group areas.
This meant separate areas for
the different racial groups, by
compulsion if necessary.

#In that respect the Bill pro-
poses a straightforward and clear-

ber of another group than that of
the existing. owner—without a
permit.

So far as occupation was con-
cerned in a controlled area, there
could be no change of occupation
to a member of another group
without a permit, but in those
cases the occupier would assume
the colour of the owner.

“In other words, there can be
a change of occupation while the
owner belongs, for instance, to
Group A and the occupier to
Group B. Then a member of

The M'nister said the scheme
was very simple, and the im-
mediate effect of the passage of
the Bill would be to place every
part of the country on a con-
trolled-area basis. The only ex-
ceptions would be certain defined
areas which were laid down in the
Bill.

A further part of the Bill was
the gradual proclamation of group
areas within the wide controlled
area—the declaration of certain
areas to be group areas, ulh:r
for occup or for ow
or for both.

There was no compulsion on
him'to get rid of it, but hé would
be given an opportunity to do so,
knowing that it was property in
an area which was not an appro-
priate area for him,

should be permitted.

In regard to the issue of
teading  licences, the issuing
authority, as the Bill provided,
would kave to be satisfied that the
applicant had a right of occupa-
tion in respect of the group in
which the premises were situated.
An amendment might be neces-
sary to the manner in which this
provision would be enforced.

The Land Tenure Advisory
Board was the king-pin of the
machinery that would carry the
provisions of the Bill into effect.

It would be formed on the lines
of the Asiatic Land Tenure Board
with increased personnel. The
board would have inspectors with
proper powers for the carrying
out of their duties, On the in-
vestigations of the board would
depend how the group areas
would be demarcated, and the cir-
cunistances in which the permits
would be issued to disqualified
persons to continue to reside in -
areas in which they did not have
the right to reside.
