The
qutside world is watching
the trend of events with
keen interest and anxiety.
All eyes are on what is
happening in South Africa.
The British Labour Party’s
resolution on South Africa
is perhaps one of the
strongest resolutions pass-
ed in its history. This
is most encouraging to
those engaged in the De-
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finnce Campaign. Let them
remember  however * that
hatl they resorted to violence
they would have been no-
where ' today, It is that
great spiritual weapon that
is working like “the mills of
God” which “grind slow but
they grind exceeding fine.”

TLet them also remember
that that weapon to render it
workable demands absolute
honesty, absolute truthful-
ness, absolute humility, and
absolute purity. If there is
one man with these qualities
the struggle is bound to
succeed; if there are thou-
sands without these qualities
the struggle is bound to
fail.

Our leaders readily quote |

Mahatma Gandhi but let
them not forget that if
India’s struggle for Inde-
pendence was won it was
because of that one man
who possessed those quali~
ties. In our struggle in
South Africa it has pained
us to notice the ten-
dency among responsible
leaders to draw a 'distinc-
tioh between ‘Passive Resist-
ance’and ‘Satyagraha.” They
say they believe in “Passive
Resistance” but not in “Sat-
yagraha.” The difference is
this that Passive Resistance
is considered to be the wea-
pon of the weak and that if
a more powerful
could be

weapon
available the
weapon of Passive Resist-
ance would be abandoned.
Mahatma Gandhi therefore
made a distinction between
Passive  Resistance and
Satyagraha and emphasised
the fact that Satyagraha
was a weapon not of the
weak but of the sttongest,
because it was based on the
force of Truth. But it re-
quired a code of discipline
quite different to that re-
quired in military warfare,
One had to gain mastery
over one’s self, 1f Mahatma
Gandhi is held in such high
esteem throughout the world
today it is because he had
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gained mastery over him-
self. 1f we wish to be suc-
cessful in our campaign we
must be true to ourselves,
truc to Mabatma Gandhi,
truc to the weapon he has

taught vs to wicld and,
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above all, true to God, The
support we are getting must
encourage us, strengthen
our faith in the weapon of
Satyagraha and our deter-
mination not to lay it down
until our goal is reached.

zoning which is now the accepted
social Jpattern of this country,’
he said.y “This Council will play
a latge part in the formulation
of the decisions which will have
to be taken in that matter. By
the wisdom and courage which
15 used in our dealings with that
praoblem, ot lack of it, will racial
barmony or disharmony charae-
terise the future of this city,
“There is another side of this
picture to which earmest and
careful attention will have w0 be
given. That is the positive side
of the social pattern of race
zoning in the development of
amenities and civic works for
all the different racial -grodps
which comprise the society of
the city, and the invention of
at least the beginning of iastitu-
tions by which thos: groups,
who so far have not been given
a means of political expression,
will be able to enjoy appropriate
degrees of self-government in
civic affairs,  As you know it
has always been my view that
when race zoning does take place
and we ask these' peaple to live
in these areas, they should have
an opportunity to govern them-
selves and perbaps, when the
time comes, to be represented
on this City Council,”

Mr. Carce said; If ever there was

anything essential in (his town,
it is our treatment of snon-Euro-
peans. If we want racial har-
mony, we should, in this coming
year, do all we can to improve
their living coanditions generally.

Gangsterism On The Increase

He managed to struggle
out of his shop the door baving
luckily been left open and drew

the attention of passers.by. M,
Soni, who would surely
have  died bad  he been

left 1 that coadition a little
loager, was immediately treated
by a doctor and had to remain in
bed for some days, The matier

Government Will Not
Recognise Trade Unlons

It would be a disaster for any
Government 10 agree to Native

workers being placed on the
same footing at Eurapean workers
2nd granting them the status
of employees under the Industrial
Coneiliation Act, said the Minis-
ter of Labour, Mr. B. J. Schoe-
man in Bloemfontein on Friday
October 3. The present Gov-
ernment certainly would not give
this status, he said. Recagnition
of Native trade unions was quite
unacceptable,
encourage Natives to form trade
unions and would lead to a
tremendously strong Native la-
bour organisation, It would be
impossible to prevent agitators
and undesirables gaining control
of these unions. Tt had taken
the Europeans 300 years to gain
recognition for their trade unions,
and they bad been far more
advanced than the Natives,
More than 90 per cent of Native
labourers were illiterate and bad

-no conception of trade unioms.

Natives solved their disputes
with the koobkerrie and the as-
segai a3 had happened in the mine
strike of 1946, said Mr. Schoe-
man. In Kenya, the British
Government had appointed special
experts to help the Natives to
organise trade unions, but ‘‘an
extreme liberalist British Minis-
ter” bad admitted to him that
pot more than one of these trade
upions functioned properly, If
there had been a strong Mative
trade union movement in South
Africa, the resistamce campaigo
could have paralysed the country.
In Nigeria and on the Gold
Coast, the trade unions had been
the spearpoint of the attack on
law and order. The Govern
meat would, however, set up
alternative and acceptable ma-
chinery for conciliation so that
the Natives would lose interest
in trade unions, said Mr. Schoe-
man. Mr. Schoeman said that
he estimated that there were
about 2,000,000 Native workers
in South Africa today, compared
with 1,000,000 0f other races, Com-

Bigger Than So-Called

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SENATOR BROOKES ON THE
GROUP AREAS ACT

WH[LST we are not interested

in  thc working of the
Group Areas Act since we have
rejected it intato as an yojust and
immoral act designed to bring
about the moral and matersal
ruination of the Indian commu-
nity io particular and the non-
Europeans in general,and heartily

deplore the attitude of those
of our bretheen who  ace
akiog intect ia it t> save

their own selfish interests, it is
interesting to notc what Senator
Dr. Edgar H. Beoaokes has to say
about it. With apologiss to the
‘Natal Witness' we  reproduce
below a letter written by him in
that paper dated October 3:

“The proposed zoning plan for
Maritzburg is now available for
public comment and I wish to
draw attention 1o two or three
grave injustices in it. My own
attitude to the Group Areas Act
is, of course, well known, 1 am
against it root and branch, for I
feel that thiogs would find their
own level better by natural pro-
c:sses than by an attempt to
separate us by law. The Act,
however, is here; and while it
remains ubrepealed, I feel that
every lover of justice should
protest against any demarcations
which involve disturbance of the
lives of thousands of people
While little can be done uader
the Act to proect cxceptional
cases, it is surely desirable that
existing facts should be respected
where they involve appreciable
numbers df people in givea areas.

My main objections arte as
foltows:—
(1) The Coloured peaple: 1If

I have read the published plan
ar ght, there is no Coloured area
in the old part of the City, but
only in the Woodlands area, A
very farge part of the Coloured
pipulation hives in the area around
Bishoff  Street  and  between
Church Street and Victoria Road.
Coloured settlement in this part
o the City is of very long stand-
iny  There are at least two
C Jloured churches and one very
la ge Coloured school in it. I
hope that o hers will take up with
the Council the intcrests of this
negleeted and poliveslly power-
less group.

(2) The Indisas: To my mind
the exclusion of Indians from
Upper Chuech Sireet s quite
upjustifiable, I remember that
they were already established
there when I was a small boy
growing up in this City Some
of their busingsses must be more
than 60 years old. " This area
includes a Mosque and a lacge
schooal. The zoning of the
whole of it as Europsan is a*
special biow to the Moslem com.

munity, and a sertous imustice.
There are no arguments for it
except colour prejudice, economic
jealousy, and the feeling that the
Church Strect approach to the
City is not a good one. The
motor approach 15 today much
more important than the rail
approach., and any public entry
from the station can be easily, as
in the past, be routed via Long-
market Street or  Pictermaritz
Street. L4

(3) The Afticans: We are
justly proud of the Sobaatu.
Village and the Local Health
Commission is beg'nning to
achieve what we once thought
was impaossible and make us proud
of Edendale. But even an en-
larged Sobantu and Edendale are
not enough to meet all the legiti-
mate needs of the African
community, There is a real
necessity for at least one African
residestial area within the
Borough boundary which is not
a location or under the direct
control of municipal officials.  All
the past tradition of our tolerant
City is in favour of this. The
nucleus of such an area is to be
found in New Scotland, and it
should be preserved and some-
what extended; or an equally
good alternative area should be
found, '

I do hope that others will add
theit representations to mine. 1
lave this City in which I grew up
and am genuinely proud of its
kindly, live and-let-live tradution;
asnd I do nmot think that this
should be destroyed to please a
lot of scheming politicians in the
Trausvaal and the Cape.

I hope that our Councillors
will remember that they represent
the City as a whole, that its
worthy traditions are in their
keeping, and that they have a
special responsibility to be fair to
the voteless majority.

I have only indicated what
seem to me to be the major
blemishes. Amoong other detailed
points, has the Council a definite
policy as regards the following
properties which may fali ourside
the final (and we hope improved)
zaning: (a) Churches, Mosques
and Temples; (b) Schools; (c}
Other public buildings; (d) Old-
established business premises?

R..J. G. N, STRAUSS, leader

of the United Party, speaking
last week, at Pietersburg, is re-
ported to have said, “It is essen-
tial for the country to get back
the co-operation of the non-
Europeans.” In past years, he
said, the Union had a2 wonderful
asset in its Native population,
but thar asset was now fast
disappearing. Ia the Native one
used to find a willing, co-oper-
ative and almost submissive
labour force prepared to help in
building up the country., But
no less a person than the Prime
Minister himself hss stated that
race relations in South Africa
have never been so bad, he siid:

Mr, J. W. Mushet, M. P,,
addressing a United Party Youth
CongrcEs, in Port Elizabeth, said
the civilised people of the world
dared not leave a solution of the
Colour problem to a bandful of
Whites in South Africa, particy
larly if the indications are that
their solution, even in the early
stages, is likely to cause disturb-
ance and disruption throughout
the world,”

Most people in South Africa
were eontent to belong to and

stay within the Commonwealth.
‘The stronger the Commoowealth
wis in Africa as a whole, the
safer ' and surer would the
position in  South Africa be.

A South African rally to stay
in the Commonwealth would “be
proof that we see that ultimately
our colour problem 'must not
sonly be taken out of party polirics,
but must be dealt with on the
highest possible plane and must
be coordinated and agreed to in
consultation with ail the sister
states in the Commonwealth in
Africa,” said Mr, Mushet,

In the confederation move-
ment north of us we see the
same conception taking form,
Southern and Northern Rhodesia
and Nyasaland realise that the
great problem facing our civilisa-
tion in Africa is our attitude to
the Coloured races. Theydefinitely
postulate that it cannot be solved
by unilateral action.

““The Union can play a major
part id this wmovement, To
oppose the mavement by words
or actions or merely to stand
aloof means for the Union an,
ultimate isolation that it cannof
contemplate.’

REAL HOPE FOR WESTERN

@NE of the terms of the Phoenix Settlement Trust created by' Mabhatma

Gandhi is: “The Trust may found a public libriry and school, subject to
rules made by the Trustees and built from donations g,wcn by the public.
These snall be named alter my deceased wife Kasturba.

“The Trustees may also found nature cure establishments and undertake all
activities that may educate [ndians morally, socially, economically and hygienically,’

In accordance with the above terms the Trust has been running a free primary
school at Phoenix for the last eighteen months. The school commenced with a
half a dozen children and now there are nearly two hundred children. It is
now proposed to build a school naming it after Kasturba Gandhi and ‘obtaining
grant from the Provincial Educational Department.  An application has already
been made and the matter is receiving the consideration of the Department.

But the desire of the Trust is to go further than that.” The scheme considersd
by the Trustin conjunction with Mr. M. B. Naidoo, vice-principal of the Sastri
College, is to establish a high school which will be a full-time boarding school
leading to the Matriculation examination. It is intended to cater only for post-].C.
students on a selected basis.

It is propos¢d to commence the College with approximately roo students,
comprising a maximum of 50 boarders and 50 day-scholars, the latter arriving at
the College by means of existing transport servtcc.s

In the programme of buildings it is proposed to have a main block compnbmg,
lecture rooms, laboratery and library. Overlooking the quadrangle of the block
will be a dining hall and kitchen. On the grounds nearby will be housed the
students dormitory with accommodation for about sixty students. Then there will
be staff quarters with special facilities for married men. It is proposed to include
a guest house in the building scheme where overseas visitors to the Institution
can be accommodated. ’

’

The whole outlay will bear the atmosphere of peace and a sanctity created by
the ever present reconstructed home of the Mahatma—a shrine at which posterity
will bow with reverence.

Curriculum

The following subjects will be offered: English, Latin, Mathematics, History,
Geography, Physical Science and Biology.

Future Of The College

The preparation of youths for the Matriculation examination will be the
first stage in the scheme envisaged for the Settlement. N Later, however, it is
hoped that there-will be sufficient post-matriculation students to form the nucleus
of a University where the curriculum leading to a degree will have a wider scope
and in which provision will be made for Oriental Studies and a Course in Agricul”
ture. The college will then be an inter-racial institution where students of all
-races and denominations will strive towards a better understanding through toler-
ance and goodwml]

This is yet in the stage of a vision.

A beginning has been made on a very
small scale.

To bring it to fruition ‘and to make the institution an everlasting
monument to the memory of Mabatma Gandhi with the generous help of the
public shall be the honest endeavour of the Trust. The rest is.in the hands of God.

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A LETTER ‘THE STAR’_DID NOT PRINT

N 24th September 'The Star’
(Johannesburg) printed a
long 1200-word letter from Mr.
Sam Fielding of Box 465, John~
nesburg, in which he rejected
a somewhat disoursive vuggestion
by Mr, Lionel Curtis for fonnd-
iog a Negeo Dominion north of
the Zambesi a8 a golution of the
racial problems of Southern
Afriag,

Mr. Fielding couoluded that,
fustead of thinkidg up grandiose
schemes nt others expense, We
should concontrate on eolving -
our own probleme. Having ohid-
od world opinion, miesionaries,
UNO and others for their “anen=~.
lightened emotionaliem on South
African racial matters, MAr,
-Fielding said: “South Afries, on
the other hand, has proved
that the problem of race re-
lationship cannot be solved by
liberal idealiste and well-mean-
Ing mischief-makers.”

Mr. Fielding continued by
oballenging the ‘‘emotionalists”
to explain how the illiterate
mass of African humanity can
possibly understand , the very
dangerous and complicated issnes
confronting it. Regretting the
division of opinion between
Whites abont tha Union's tradi-
tional policy of perregation, Mr.
Pielding went on to deplore
the moral and material ocon-
pequepces of urbanization and
detribalizalion npon the Africane.
He oonsidered that statistics of
Native orime proved that the
Natives wera ‘‘far from ready
for the acquisition of responsi-
bilities,” Admitting the inability
6¢f the present Goveroment o
reduce these orime figures, Mr.
Fielding blamed it apon their
too ontspoken and aggressive
raoial ethic of permanent
baasskap. He, himeelf, believed
that the solation was to rebaild
the authority of the ohjefs and
comwpuleory ednecation “with 8
view to gradusl economic ad-
vancement sa a forernnuer to
ultimate polilical advanoement.”

Finding that tn the Bible “all
men have been created in the
imege of God"” and therefore
* have a common ultimate deetiny,
#r. Fielding concluded his letter:
“The Nalive of South Afrioa
can be reassured, therefore, that
his destiny 8 not to be sube
jogated by the White man bat
merely to be disoiplined by the
trustees of a centuries old civiliza-
tion to the duties and responsi~
bilities of rights and life, and

to the worth of spiritual valnés

and fsith.” '

Commenting oo oertain polats

in Mr. Fielding’s letter Mr.,
Gell, 8 regujar contribator
.to ‘Indian Opigion,” wrote
the letter whioch is printed
below. It was received by ‘The

Ster* on Seplember 206 and
rejected on 27. In sendior us
the correspondence, Mr, Gellsays:

“OZ and om I have written
lotters quite frequently to ‘The
Star’ and many have ben
poblished. Dariog the last year
or eighteen months, however,
I have noted that those whick
bave been refased (spart from
the more obviously 'foolish,
thoogh ke standard of the
correapondence columns is not
high) have usually advocated s
liberal polioy in fairly straighte
forward terms or drawn attention
to the allernatives facing the
conniry if snch a policy is notLb-
tempted. The editorial poliey of
“The Star” appears to be to back
the U.P. through thick and thin
for the next election and to think
about racial questions sflerwards.
No liberal will deny another
man his right to his own opinion

and hig own calenlation of what -

policy is the wisest to adopt.
Buat it is with greal regrat that
one notes the steady retreat from
liberalizm of whaut ueed lo be one
of the great liberal organs of the
couniry. WWhat really promptad
me to send you thie smail
example of that retreat and these
comments- was the appearance in
yesterday morning's (20Lh 8ept)
“Rand Daily Mail” of the liberal
manifesio of Mrs, Ballinger and
21 other prominent Earopean
liberale, calling for a revival of
the old Cape traclfion. I was
agtonnded andlhorzified that “The
Star” of the same afternoon
contained no mention of the
manilesto or discussion of its
chullenge.””

Mr., Gell’s letter of 25th Sept-
{ollows:— /

Dear Sir,—Mr. Fielding is
sarely right to rejeot Mr. Lionel
Curtig's proposed Negro Domi-
nion ag impracticable. Itis based
mpon the same refnaal to face
faota that eo many Nationalista
exhibit ~— e.g+ 3ABR4, when it
gees the Proteotorates as national
homes for onr Africans or
Sybrand of Die O B. when he
recommends our sseking lhe eo-
operation of Britain, Belgiam
and Portugal in a scheme to
partition the whole of southern
Africa. This is the delusion
ibat othera will agree to pull otr
chestnuts ent of the fire for ns
by providing land on which lo
settle those of our Africans who
oannot find homee in the Re-
gservee, 80 that we may conlicue
in oodisturbed poszession of the
“European areag.’

Bat I must qaestion Mr Field
ing'ause of the expression “liberal
idealists.”” Althongh he does
not define it, it appears from Lhe
copjunction of ‘“‘well-meaning
mischief-malkers” and from tho
context of the following sen-

tenoes in which immediale
political rights for the sntire
African population are sugkested,
that Mr, Fielding uses both
“fiberal” and “idealist” in their
pejorative senses — ie. to dev~
oribe n person who advocates &
completely impraclicable ‘pro=
gramme which disregarde faots
and is likely to load lo immediate
chaos.

Thers may, of course, be suoh
people. Bat it wonld be dilfionlt
to apply this difinition to the late
J. H. Hofmeyr, Mrg Ballinger,
Senator Brookes or the 8. A.
Institate of Race Relations, all of
whom might claim to be liberal
idenlista in the best ponse of
the worda — that is to say, they
tre alss realiata.

Such people would agree wilh
all that Mr. Flelding says in bis
final paragraphs ahomt the need
for compulsory etucation for
Africans as a prelude to econo-
wic apd politioal advancement,
They would, however, insist that
the oconception of irusteeship,
which he poztalatee, mast ¢nvis-
sge a day when oar warda will
grow up and must make angges~
tions for meeling that contin-
genoy. Noan-Egropeans eannot
be expected to distingnish per-
petaal  trusteeship from the
baasskap. Farthermore, liberal
realista understand that the only
gunaraatee of our gocd faith in-
this matter is the progreesive
admiesion to increaged atatus and
opportunity of edacated and’
responsible non-Edtopeans who,
as -Mr. Fielding admits, are
already capable of discharging
these rights and duties. This
process must begin now and not
be postponed indeBnitely. Only
in thig maoper is there a possi~
hility that our non-Earopeans
will find a ground for loyalty
snd a somrce of hope, without
which the Union must remain a
house divided against itsslf that
canoot stand.

With all redpect to Mr. Field-
ing, South Africa hes no! proved
that “'the problem of race re-
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Iationship canuot ba sclved LY
liberal idealiste,” becauss it hLos
never tried their solniion. So
far as it went, the old Cape
experiment was far {rom &
feilarc. DBnt if the liberal
apswer is to be tried at zll, it
must bo {ried very soon balore
race relations bave deteriorated
!myond the poesibility of honora-
ble compromige. If we reach
that deplorable eondition, parti-
tion of the Union or race war
& oufrance will be the only
alternatives.

Tswo ‘cther small pointe, Na-
tive orime, to which Ar Field«
ing refere, has incresscd steadily
over the last ten yeais or more,
with a spectacalar jump sfter
1948. ‘This eoggests ralhir o
growing sense of frushialicn
and ancertainty on \he part of a
miocrity than the irrespocei~
bility of all Africars. It is a!
Ieast arguable 1hat ineretscd
sconomic and civie opportunities
might diminish the drift towards
liwlessnese, eepecially if come
bined with a determined atiack
02 the social condilivns in which
aurban Natives have to live.
Bat if Mr. Fielding had rad
Mr. Leo Margnard’s recen’, calm
and wise book, he wonld have
he:sitated to recommend a roluin
to the tribal anthorily of tkLe
ohiefs a8 part of the solalion f
this problem.

THE WORLD IS WITH Us

By JORDAN K. NGUBANE

E are often so preoccupied
with the demand made
on us by our struggle from day
to day that as a people we very
often rarerly find ourselves
in the best position to see in
its proper perspective the in-
terest awakened in the outside
world by our Defiance Cam-
paign, We should not be
agologetic about this for, io
the final rackoning our success
depeads on  the extent to
which we ourselves sball sacri-
fico everything, both as in-
dividuals and s a community,
to reach our goal, We our.
selves shall, by our own exer.
tions, decide the issue between
right apd wrong in this country.
But if concentration on the
actual fight betore us is justi-
fied in every way, we should
at the same time avoid that
parrowness of outlook which
will make us see only as far
as the frontiers of ,our land
and uwot beyond, "I we [all
into the error of doing that,
we shall betray our own
struggle, We shall cut our-
selves from the section of world
opinion which rightly feels that
great issues now being decided
in this countty are matters on
which the very future of the
world and of peace depends.
We shall have played ioto the
hands of our oppressors who
claim om every conceivable
occasion that the sataoic things
they do to us in the name of
white civilisation are Bouth
Africa’s domestic affairs.

The truth is: they are not.
Ten years ago Hitler claimed
that the gas chambers and the
concentration camps he built
for the Jews were Germany's
demestic affair, The world
was fooled into accepting. this
view at the time and by doing
. that paved the way for World
war 11, This time the world
is wiser, Men have learnt that
injustice perpetrated against
one section of the human race
is a direct threat to every man,
woman and child on the
face of the earth—no matter
what their colour is.

A situation 1is developing
in this country which, in im-
portant essentials, bears striking
resexsblance to what bappened
in Germany between 3933 and
1939. The racial laws have
been intensified. When the
non-Whites protest peacefully
agaiost this they are told that
the Government isseriously con-
templating deportiog aod in-
terning the resisters, Let no-
body be mistaken here. The

\
followess of Dr. Malan are not
given to making empty threats.
They mean business wheo they
say they are going to deport
us and iotern us, This means
that concentration camps will
be built in which those who
say apartheid is the satanic
evil that it is will be interned,
Need anyone be reminded of
Dachau and Bunchenwald? We
teaist to stop that happening
in this country.

If the world is justified in be-
ing alarmed at what is happen-
ing in South Africa. The Union
Government itself, in its rela-
tions with the outside world,
has not been coosisteat with its
own delared principles and, has
set a good precedent for in.
tervention. There are South
African soldiers in Korea at
the time of writing, What
they are doing there ‘is fnter.
ference io the private affairs
of the people of Korea, I have
no truck with Commuaism,
but a Government which
arrogantly tells the world that
what it does to the man of
colour in South Alrica is jts
own affair sbould similarly
realise that the choice of a
form of Government in Korea
is strictly a matter for the
Koreans, IfDr. Malan- thinks
that Communism is such a
daoger to world peace that it
warrants bis “intervention in
the domestic affairs of the
sorely tried people of North
and South Korea, he should,
by the same system of reason.
ing, recognise the world’s right
to see in apartbeid as danger
ous a threat to the future of
mankind as a whole,

Against this background we,
who are oppressed, should
derive new strength and inspire-
tion from the knowledge that

we are not alone ia our great
fight against Malanism, We
bave friends #nd allies and

sympathisers in every democ.
ratic country. As much the
Malagities cannot claim.

In Biitain the Obristian Act-
ion Council is giviog us ex-
tremely valusble aid in the
form of awakening British
opinion to the issues at stake
io the fight against apartheid,
‘The same body has already
begua to raise fuads to kelp
resisters in need. The British
trade union wovement and
others contiaue to give us
valuable moral support.

From the United States come
messages that that great pation
is at last being slowly awakened
to the justice of our canse.

INDIAN OPINION

But the most effective belp
given us to date bas come from
Indiawfrom the people and
the Government of that ‘great
republic whose heroic fight for
freedom remains a source of
constant ipspiration to us in
our own trials, Iodia’s in-
terest io our struggle is unique,
She has, on the ome baod,
international agreement with
the Upion Government on the
treatment of men and women
who originally came from
Indis. As loog as they do not
have a say in the affaics of
the land, the Iadian Govero-
ment remains morally bound
to champion their cause. That
moral obligation will lapse
the day the Indians sit in the
Union parliament.

Oo the other hand the peoples
of Todia are themselves fresh
from the yoke, of oppression.
They have known what it is to be
hated, bumiliated and despised
in your own fatherland. They
bhave koown signboards at
White gates in lodia written:
‘Indiaos And Dogs Not Allowed.’
They fought against the evil
of oppression and when they
triumphed they swore to do
all in their power to rid the
world of this evil because they
koew that as long as men and
women and children were op-
pressed in aay part of the world,
there would always be the threat
of war end human suffering,
When they woa their freedom
they swore to throw in their
great weight on the side of
peace. The Indian Government
has consistently done that since
it first came to power.

Thus, Indias support of cur
cause in the councils of the
warld is npot iaterference in
South Africa’s domestic affairs;
nor is it partisanship "against
the Whiteman; it is an effort to
bring sanity to bear in sn
explosive situation which might
one day engulf the world in an
ugly racial war. By giving us
help, Tadia is doing all in her
power to prevent ano  armed
cooflict between the White and
the noo-White races of the
world over the question of colaur
—for if Malanism is not checked,
this is the mess in which it will
lagd the world: in particular,
Africa.

Against this background the
movement about to be laupched
in India to raise fuads to help
needy resisters is an ect of
brotherly sympatby which the
African people will not forget.
We are grateful for it, as we ara
grateful for help from Britain,
the United States and elsowhere,
We cano, in the situation in
which we are, show that grati-
tude in go better way than to
fight with reaewed vigour to
make ours a land where no
man sball be insulted or humi-
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linted or oppressed for not
belonging to the rulers’ race.
Cabinet Mipisters have pro.
mised us whippings and con.
centration camps and deporta.
tioos, We will not be dsunted
by these threats, We bhave bern
" sivgled out for persecution in
prison and our reply to all this
heg been to go in ever incress.
ing opmbers to jail. Io some
parts ol the country the leaders
of the resistance movement have
had very great difficulty res-
training volunteers from jeil
who want to go behind the
prison  bars again, “We -shall
call you when we need you,”
they tell the 1osisteat ex-prisor-
ers,  “But for the moment
stand aside a little and give the
other volunteers the chance to
g0 to jail.” Women in varying
steges of moltherhood go to jail
in avery part of South Alcca.
Some take their suckling babes
with them to jail, No deporta-
tious, no amount of whippiog
end oo concentraticn cpIps
will break the spirit of people
such as these, Chiel Albert
Luthuli, president of the Africsn
National Coogress in Natal,
spoke for the ten million nor-
Whites ia this covatry recently
when be said; “We have one
thiogio common with Dr, Malan
—determination”

Well, that is the spirit of our
people. We will pever go back:
we will never be daunted while
injustice Jasts in this coustry.
We will fight oo, peacefully, gor-
violeatly and face death chee -
folly if necessary-—our women
march to jail singing the great
sonrs of tbeir racc—~'o maka
South Africa the lacd of free
and just wer. And'in moments
of darkness—wme as a people
have knowo these moments we
are going to koow them again
anl agaie—we shall derive

lenge comes primarily {rom
those who are excluded Ly
reason of their race or Colour
from any real form cf citizan«
ship,

""Considering the movement in
this light, we are sure that no
good can come from wmerely
condemapiog it and denouacing
its leaders

“We Europeans must frame an
apswer and adopt an approach
to the movement that holds
swithin it constructive possibi-
lities. .

“Otherwise we foresee a
progressive  worsening of race
relations aad an even deeper
bitterness than is already visible
in our country in the relations
between its peoples.

“We believe that it is impera.
tive that South Africa should
now adopt a policy that will
attract the support of educated,
politically conscious nou—Surcw
peans by offering them a reason-"
able status in our commeon
society, .

“This can bs done by a revival
of the liberal tradition which
prevailed for so many years
with such success(tl resulis in
the Cape Colony.

“That tradition, an integral

part of South Afiica’s history,
was based on a firm priacip’e
namely, cqual rights for all
civilised people and equal
opportunities for all men and
women to become civilised, ln
our opinion, enly the accept-
ance of that fundamental
principle can provide South
African government with the
basis it now lacks.

"We helieve that the wise aod
steady application of this prin-
cipte will gradually temedy the
worsst griavances and disabilities
which  non Europeans now
suffer, since, their deepest
feeliogs are stirred by the fact
that our laws are not based, as
they should be, on tests of
civilisation and education but
on race aad colour,

‘Oa their side, we ask the
African aond [adian leaders to
recognise that it will’ take time
and patience substantially to
imptove the present position.
We ask them to accept the
principle we have indicated as
a lopg-lerm aim, and we do so
in the hops that it will make
negotiations possible aod their
success probable.

“As ap immediate short-term
programme of relorm, we urge
all who sincerely desire racial
,peece  and harmony ino, our
country to concentrate on dece
mandiog the repeal of the most
mischievous measures on the
Statute - Book, These. ars
measures such as the Group
Areas Act, the pass laws, and
the Suppression of Communism
Act in its present form—mea-
sures which offend the human
sen3e of justice as well as the
canons of. good government.

“Daes the freedom of the Press mean the freedom, not so
much of the writer, but rather of the newspaper owner to see to it
that the writer writes something that the owner wants him to
write?” queried Mr..Nebhru, The person with a lazge quantity of
money, he said, need not necessarily have either high cultural
standards or literary standacds or any high standards at all except
the knack of making money. ‘Therefore, the freedom of thé Press,
the Prime Minister abserved, may come to mean the freedom of
the persun who had the kaack of making money.
