Now that peace has broken
out, at least temporatily in Korea,
Indo-China remains the scenc of
the only full-scale war with which
the world is afflicted today. No
lasting settlement in Asia is con-
ceivable until peace has been
restored in Indo-China, Nor is
there any prospect of a lasting
settlement  in Europe until
France has extricated herself
from Indo-China and can again
pull her weight in Europe.

The situation in Indo-China is,
and has been for the last seven
years, one of stalemate. The
French are gradually losing
ground and the Vietminh forces
slowly gaining not only territory
but also economic and military
strength. The strategic picture
is reminiscent of Chipa during
the period of the Japanese occu-
pation. The French, like the
Japanese, bold the main cities and
lines of communication; while
large areas of the countryside are
in the hands of the Vietminh, just
a3 most of the Chinese country-
side was in the hands of the
Chinese guerillas.  Although the
French have the planes and the
tanks to hold the heavily popu-
lated centres, they are virtually
powerless  against  resourceful
enemy forces that melt away and
hide in caves and Thillsides,

French casualties bave been
heavy—the number of officers
alone wiped out every year has
been equal to the entire gra-
duating class at the best French
military academy of St. Cyr, To
the end, of last year, the war cost
France, 3,600 million dollars, or
more than the total American aid
to France since the beginning of
the Marshall plan. No wonder
that the French people are in
revolt against this situation. They
are refusing to bear the heavy
burden of taxation to support the
war any longer.  There are signs
of a popular front being formed
to stand firm against American
pressure for continuation of this
colonial war. “When we give the
French money,” declared Presi-
dent Eisenhower recently, ‘“we
are voting for the cheapest way
to prevent the occurrence of
something that would be of the
most terrible significance to the
United States of America, our
sccurity, our power, and ability
to get certain things we need
from the riches of the Indonesian
territory and from
Asia.”

There you have it in a nut-
shell, But Americans can't win
this war. They can hope only
for it to continue indefinitely—
with the risk that it will spread
into a world war. .

by Indians, not only Indians in
Africa but also by the Prime
Minister of India, and with the
active co operation of an official
representative of the Goverament
of India in East Africa.

Two Movements

For the first time there are
linked together in Africa two
historic movements: one, the
younger, that “Rising Tide of,
Colour,” as Lothrop Stoddard
called it, which since the begin-
ning of the century has seen the,
white man’s governments chal-
lenged and ejected by coloured
peoples in many parts of the
world; the other, the surge of
Asiatic  populations  westward
against Europe, two and a half
thousand years old,

The threat to the white man in
sub-Saharan Africa is by far the
gravest he has ever had to face;
not because Black Nationalism
could ever drive him out of
Africa or dominate him in those
parts where- the white race is
making a home, i.e., in all that
has been called Capricorn Africa
and Africa south of the Limpope;
but because a temporary success
in one area might open the door,
say, in Tanganyika, to 2 flood of
Indian immigraticn, which cou'd
easily give Africa an  Asiatic
population of 200,000,000 by the
end of the century.

And Black

Long before that, indeed, the
white man’s days in Africa would
be over, And not only the white
man's but the black man's also.
For although the Black National-'
ists dream of “Africa for the
Africans,’” the Indian aim would
be, after a brief period of joiat
rule, to make Africa an extension
of India, in which case the Afri-
can’s place would certainly be
that of the outcasts—the “de-
pressed classes' which India
knows so well how to handle.
Has she not 66,000,000 of them
in India‘ today, the “‘untouch.

ables? If the white man in
Africa is to survive he must face
now, at once, this year, this
deadly threat,

Before considering how he
must do that, it may be worth
while to consider the other longer-
term threat, that to Europe, If
another Gibbon or Motley
Thucydides or Toynbee or Sey-
notor should rise, he could find
no more fascinating story to relate
in a score of volumes than the
history of Asia’s many attempts
to overflow, into Europe. Here
I can give only a few of the out-
standing dates.

The Attempts

Marathon 490 B C, when
Greece saved herself and the
future Europe against the ap-
patently invincible Darius; the
struggle of Rome against the
Asiatics of Carthage which lasted
from 264 to 146 B.C.; the dcfeat
of the invading Huns at Chalons-
sur-Marne in 451 A.D.; Charles
Martel’s victory at Roitiers over
the Saracens, who had already
crossed the Pyrenees from Spain
into France, in 732 A.D.; the
calamitous defeat inflicted on the
Emperor Diogenes at Manzikert
in Asia Minor in 1071 by Sultan
Alp Arslan, “one of the worst
disasters in European history,"”
as the historian Crousset calls it;
the capture of Constantinople by
the Turks on May 29, 1453, And
now, after another 500 vyears,
Asia is making another attempt,

For if, by the end of this c2n-
tury, there are 200 million Asia-
tics in Africa, the southern flank
of Europe will have been turned
with a vengeance, and it will be
doubtful if Europe west of the
Elbe and north of the Mediter-
ranean could long survive the
double threat, from the south as
well as from the east.

The Urgency

‘To go further, and ask whether
our civilisation, thus reduced to
North America with diminutive
outposts in Australasia, could sur-
vive, or would add one more to
the list of several extinct civilisa«
tions, is perhaps.too speculative.
Let us tura back, then, to the
immediate threat to us now in
Africa,

The European in sub-Saharan
Africa, and especiaily in East and
Central Africa, ‘has to face a
menace graves than any that bas
preceded it. It is so urgent that
even to postpone decisive action
for two years may be fatal: to
stand aside for five years almost
certainly would be. -

‘The All-India Congress, which
had been proscribed-—as the
Kenya African Union is now
proscribed—was allowed to revive
itself officially in 1934, In 1936-7
Mr, Nehru was its president,

The British had been in India,
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giving it the best government it
had ever had in all history, for
close on 200 years; and they had
the immense advantage of cen-
tralised direction and government,
They left India in 1947,

Unaware

In Africa the European de-
fenders of Western civilisation
are few in numbers, separated
into small groups, and almost
entirely unawake to the danger
that threatens them., Even to write
plainly, as this article is written,
about the danger is regarded
as mere sensationalism, “yellow
Press!” and that is why I started
by quoting the correspondent of
‘The Times.’

To think that the new state,
the Federation of Central Africa,
can afford to give five or six
years to consolidating the new
machinery of government before
it tackles what ‘The Times’ has
described as the “‘alliance between
the Indian and African nationalist
politicians against the white man,"
is to head straipht for national
suicide, ignoring every lesson of
history.

Threa Steps

If the white man is to survive,
maintaining Western civilisation
in Central and East Africa, there
are three steps which he must
take with the least possible delay,

First he must unite all the
British and British mandated
territories of Central and East
Africa in one Federation, This
hag already been indicated by
Mr, Lyttelton as the natural next
step after the three-State Central
African Federation.

It has been appealed for by Mr.
Michael Blundell, leader of the
Elected Members of Kenya, in
a speech made on May 2I.
\Whenever it was mentioned dur-
ing the recent Referendum cam-
paign in Southern Rhodesia it
was greeted, in my experience,
even more warmly than the idea
of a three-State Federation®

Second, the doctrine of Partner-
ship must be implemented in
such a way that all the progres-
sive Africans join with us in the
preservation and promotion of
Western civilisation, instead of
falling into the clutches of a
people who will keep them for
ever in misery and degradation.

Third, the Federation must de-
cide at once on the largest immi-
gration programme for which
immigrants can be found. Cer-
tainly newcomers must be pro-
vided for in advance as much as
possible: but let us make the pro-
vision conform to the numbers,
let us not limit the numbers to
whatever provision can be made
without discomfort or incon-
venience,

If it is objected that it is too
strenuous to live up to such an
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idea, then I reply in the words
of Sit Godfrey Huggins, in bis
foreword to a recent book, “Popu-
lation for the Commonwealth,”
which suggested an immigration
target of several millions fot the
Rhodesias: “What is the alter-
native?"”

Witk an All-Indiza Congress
reaching from Accra to Blantyre,
and with Indian organising skill
behind it, the alternative to great-

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pess in Central and East Africa-

today is quite simple: it is to be
driven to abandon the country,
probably within 15 years, possibly
within 10.

If it is said that to carry out
such a grogramme requires an
extremely vigorous and progress
sive political party, then I reply
that greatness of spirit and of
action is a condition of life under
the mantle of Rhodes.

get off  This is certainly in-
tolerant, It is almost certainly
dogmatic, being based on the
arbitrary  coaception of White

- supericrity and black inferiority,
on the curious and spurious be-
lisf that “white civilisation can
only be preserved by retaining
Waite political supremacy un-
diluted

Thit herreavolk ideology bas
long been asysumed in South
African  politics  The  special
centribution of the Nationalists
to our history has been to shout
it from the roof-topy a3 the
official political philosophy of
our goveroment, brazenly asserted
to justify a3 spate of dis-
ctiminatory laws  which seek
15 codify and extend what were
previously social custoras.  Al-
thsugh it has aveided aggressve
extremes of dogmatic statement
and the mare calloun excesses of
alministrative  brutality  which
1oevitably flow from them, the
U tas for far too long ticitly
accepted all the advaatages and
convenizaces which Europeans
derive from “White suptemacy
with justice.””  And 30, when the

Nats. began to make explicit
what had long been implicit in
“the traditional South African
way,” the U.P. found itself un-
able to constitute an effective
opposition. Some of its mem-
bers, like Dr. Jonker and his
#rebz21" friends, are prepared to
go along pretty opealy with the
Nats. The main body of the
prarty is hopelessly confused be-
cause, having relied on Smuts’
palitical acumen and (despite
blind spots) his broad humanity,
it has never in the past had to
think for itsclf about its basic
befiefs and their implications.
Thus each new Nationalist appeal
to White coovenience or pre.
judice throws most of the U.P.
caucus into a visible and painful
dither, from which self-interest
emerges all too frequent a victor
over conscience, A few brave
souls are now struggling to halt
the party’s retreat into reaction,
to overcome its vast intellectual
apathy and lost morale, and to
sct it once more on the road to
progress, Full honour to them.
All liberals will wish them twell.

But those who founded the Lis
betal Party in May knew that the
el:ction result with its promise
of Nat. dominatien for several
parliaments to come brought our
racial crisis to a head, confronting
the emerging  non-European
political movement (which the
Nit. hive so successfully sti-
mulited and consolidated) with
the choice of continuing to strive
for racial equaluy and co-opera-
tion or of stziking out for Black
domination in its tuen., And
they feared that whatever the
U.P’s "“Liberal” wing could do
from within the limits of the
party’s past would be altogethar
too little azd too late.

They, therefore, decided to
form a new party pledged with-
cut teaditional reservations to an
open and  constructive liberal
policy, hoping to educate White
opicion aod to form a bridge
over the colour bar. If they
acted in haste which outean thelr
political experience,; if (a3 has
been alleged) they made things

temporarily more difficult for the
U.P. “liberals,” if they made
mistakes of timing and statement
(as I thiok they have dome in
defining their exact funchv_sc
qualificatiops too early and, in
particular, by failing so far to
place sufficient emphasis on
cordiality and co-operation with
the African and Indian Con-
gresses), let this be remembered
in their favour—that they have
acted uader pressure of their
insistent awareness that our race
relations are perilously close to
irreparable disaster and that the
liberal solution, if it i3 to succeed,
must be advocated and, if possi-
ble, practised before race ate
titudes liarden into implacable
opposition.

Dr. Jonher accused the Liberal
Party of being dogmatists, lacking

the humanitariznism of the old,

This is a2 shallow
observation, The old Cape
tiberalism of pre-Union days
wotked in a slower, kindlier, more
pastoral world than contemporary
South Africa. Today 2} millivn
Africans and a million Coloureds
and Indians live in our industrial
slums or shanty-towns in con-
ditions (most of them) ‘of ap-
palling squalour, homelessness,
ill-health, inadequate transport,
unsympathetic operation of pass,
curfew and petty apartheid
testrictions  with all that this
entails in daily discourtesy, in-
convenience and  humiliation,
The glaring contrast between
their status and treatment and
that of the Europeans among
whom they work; the frustration
of the industrial colour bar;
inadequate educational and re-
creational facilitles; White wealth,
assrance and expending ope
portunities compared to their
own grinding poverty (even at
Reef wages) and the uncertainty
of their future in an apartheid
state  which takes from them
their few existing rights and
opportunities and has so fac pro.
vided them with no positive
compensation  for Verwoerd's
“ncreasiog restrictions’’: all these
constitute the atmosphere of our
industrialised  society  today.
They tequire no agitator to
jnteepret  them, though they
provide ready fuel for his flames,
And beyond our borders, though
very well known to our Africans
and Indiany, the racially op-
pressed are everywhere shaking
off theie chains while, here, we
bind on theirs more firmly.

Against this sombre and ex-
plesive background the rival and
inbuman dogmatisms of Herren-
volkism and Marxism compete
and the peeil of Black ga.
tiopalism bears  heavily upon
our one-fifth White minority. To.
meet these modern bacbarisms
the Liberal Party brings not
dogmatism, but a reasoned statce
ment of the unity and dignity of

Cape liberals.
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all mankind as the ground of ow
western  faith, For' the essence
of civilisation is not materis
comfort ‘or scientific invention,
but social order based upoa
moral justice, And the morality
of western civilisation is universal
not “white,” being grounded ca
the Christian-humanist  belid
in the intrinsic value of each
individual human personality »
a feagment of spiritual life whoe
destiny here is to work out it
full self-exprission before God
and man. In Christ there
ncither Jew not Gentile, Whin
and Black, bond nor free; wm
are all one before God aol
in. Him. The iospiration of
western civilisation is the New,
not the more -primitive passagu
of the Old Testament.

The new liberalism, therefore

moral standatds—to rediscow
the foundations of our westen
life put them forward as the oaky
possible basis for peace in ?

NION Government spokes-

men are forever advanciog
the claim that since the greater
proportion of taxation is paid
by the Whites, to them must go
the credit for such social ser-
vicesas exist in South Africa,
The implication is tbat until
the Africans {the poorer section)
pay for themselves, tbey do oot
deserve better social services:

Tt is true that a very bigh
percentage of those who pay
income tax in South "Africa ara
white; but since this fact arises
directly cut of the closing of
every opportunity for / nomn.

The Social Security Commit-
tee estimated the average io-

ent in incidence as regards
indirect tazation.

*It is the direct taxes which
mark most clearly the difference
between European and -Native
taxation in the Union, Of these
taxes, peculiar to Natives sre
(a) the geoeral tax, commonly
termed the poll tr x, (t) the local
or hut trx, (c) quitrents, .and
(d) tha provincial hospital trx

One other, however, should
be mentioned, namely the pass
fee which, although geoerally
regarded as falling on the em-
ployer of Native labour who
pays the fee, copstitutes a tex
on the emplcyment ol Native
lahour, the burden of which
will be shared in some prc-
portion bstween worker and
employer,

It should be noted also that

rightly concludes: ‘The preseot
system of Native texation leads
to grave iniquities as between
the Native and other sections
of the population**Members of
the other racial groups who
earned an incoms equal to the
average Native income wnuld
generally be ¢x:mpt eltogether
from direct tzxation.’

“To complete our survey, it is
necessary to mention indirect
texation, Here it can be said
thet those indirect texes which
affect the African through in-
creasing the prices of such
essentials and conventionnl
necessities as blankets, clothes,
sugar and, in urban areas tea;
are without doudbt regressive
either when we copsider the
Native population alone or
whether we consider the popu-
lation of the Union as & whole,
In aoy eveot, thess trx's con-
stitute a most onerous burden
ona very poor section of tha
population,”

Education

It should also be noted that
in defiance of all well-establish.
ed principles of tsxition and
state rxpenditure, the public
ixenditure of South Africa is
weighted heavily against the
lowest income groups. For
example, in the Transvaal Pro-
vince in 1949 50 the (xpenditura
p°r head of each white child
for education was £41.99, for
each Coloured and Asian child
£16.55, and for each African
child only £6.47. It should be
remembered that while educa-
tion is compulsory for white
childreo, it is not so for Alri-
caps, and in‘ fact, no school
accommodation is available
for the majority of African
childcen, As the figure abova
(£6.41) refers only to African
schoo!-_hildrep, it must be coc-
siderably reduced to cover all
children of school-going age.
Over the Union as a whole in
7946 only 34 per cent. of African
children between the ages of 7
and 16 were allending Governs

‘teedical men.

.telephone
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ment and Government-aided
schools.”

It must be added to these
comments that opportunities
for higher education for non-
whites are totally inadequate
and in all respects inferior to
those available for whites in
South Africa,

Rhodes University (Grahams-
town)' Pretoria Univessity, Pot.
chefstroom  University eand
Stellenbosch University are rese
tricted to white students only.
At the Universities of Capa
Town, Natal and the Wit-
watersrand a few non-white
students are admitted, but they
form a very small proportion of
the total student body. It is
extremely difficult for non-
whites to carry on sell.study,
nearly all reference libraries
being reserved for the e¢xclusive
use of whites,

The South African Native
College at Fort Hare, Alice,
with about 300 students, pre.
pares some students for degree
courses, but has no medical,-
engineering, architectural or
other facilities designed to
equip students for professinnal
careers other than teaching of
the clergy:

The figure akove of students
at the South African Native
College (300 per year) should
bs compared with an aversge
annusl enrolment of 79 g6a at
the other universities in 1947,

In 3947 Government grants to
olher  universities  totalled
£1,001,522; to the South African
Native Collere, a Goveroment
grani of £16,932 was made in
the same year: (Figures from
Union Year Book (Government
Education) 1948).

A similar picture cxists in
the field of technical education.
Of 46,124 students at technical
colleges in 7947, over 44,000
were white,

Professions And Skilled
Trades

As would be cxpected from
the above, the skilled trades
and learned professicns are a
virtual cloted monopoly for the
whites,

There are no nonewhite judges
,or magistrates in the Union;
not even in Native Commic-
sioners’ Courts, and no practising
advocates or prosecutors, Thera
‘are, however, a mera handful of
non.whita attorneys,

There are a few noun-white
A rough jndica-
‘tion of their proportion is pro=
vided by the Johannesburg
directory  (March
¥953) which lisls all doctors in
a speciel section, Of 1981
doctors, all but 35 are white,
There are no non. white dentists
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or pharmacists or veterinary
surgeons.

There are no non-white archi
tects or draughtsmen, civil,
mechanical or mining engineers,
research chemists or scientists,

Apart from a few Indian
trading concerns, you will
search in vain in the Stock
Ex:bange lists for non-White
Company Directors and Secre-
taries. No mining company
has & non.White Director, nor
any maoulacturing company.

It is impossible hers to list all
the skilled trades from which
non.whites are ex:luded, either
ditectly by law (as in the case
of skilled personnel on the gold
mines) or by iondustrinl agrees
ments which have a *closed
shop” clause—the trade unioos
in question operating a colour
bar, There are no non-white
engine drivers or firemen on the
State-owned Railways., Noo-
White are btarred [rom fitting
and tumiog, welding, motor
nssembly and rmechapics, plumb-
ing, electricians and radio clec-
tricians—the list could be pro-
longed indefinitely—typiog and
clerical work generally are n
virtual monopoly of the white
group,

Itis oo «xiggeration to say
that in South Africa all but a
haadful of the aon-wlite popu-
lation I3 rigorously nond deli
berat\ly ordained to s'rve io
the hardest, most «xaausting
and least rewsrdiog employ-
meat: industrial, agricultueal
and domestic labourers, repeti.
tive machine wotk, swzepers
und cleaners, Yhewers of wood
nnd drawers of water,”

The Goverament Service

The Native Affaira Depart-
ment; That huge, sprawling
State machine to administes the

For the year ended June,
1951, the annual welfare ex-
penditure per head of the total
European population of the
Union was £5--8—0 compared
with less than £fr—3—4 per
head of the non*European po-
pulation.

Dariog the same year the
expenditure on old age pensions
for Furopeans was 44,343,999
and fer Africans .£71,999,000;
4.7 times as much on Europeans
as on Africans who are 3} times
their number, The following
was spent on school feeding:

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CONGRESS IN MELTING POT

HE annual conferenos of the
African Nationsl CongroeEs
to be held at Queenstown this
year will mark a turniog-point
in the history of the African
people. The delegstes will be
called npon to decide on the
draft constitntion which has
been under preparation for
gome time now.

The mere revision of s cons
gtitution in 8 political orgonisa-
tion ig not nnugnal. Bat to do
this in 8 moment of orieia I8
gomething whioch deserves more
than passing nattention.

A few years ago the national
conference, at the behest! of the
Natal branch of the ANC,
paseed a resolation setting up a
committee to revise the old con-
glitution. This committes had
on It representatives from all
the provinces. It did not meet
for pome time. Bunt a short
while ago a kind friend sent
me a oopy of the revised
constitnlion which this commit-
tee will probably lay befora the
annnal conference in terms of
the resolntion already referred
to.

The draft ia important because
a glance at it immediately showe
whioh way the wind might be
blowingemong someof theleaders
who framedit. When Nalal asked
{for the revision of the conference
ghe made it plain that she had in
mind the re-introdneotion, to a
very large extent, of the federal
pricoiple. The new draft hzs
not only done nothing to meet
this demand; it has done the
exaol opposite, It has entrenched
centralism in A way which will
be oatastrophia in given sitoa-
tione.

Ooncbed in language whioch is
fashionable among Left-wing
politiclane and propagandists,
the draft clearly aims at destrogy-
ing the provincial branches for
purposes of getting up Congrees
- a8 a single, -monolithio organisa-
tion. Its moceptance by confer-
ence will mean that the ANC
will be ran along Leftist lines.
There will bhe the familiar
Seoretariat with ita army of
political commisgarse directly
responsible Lo the Secretary-
Generals The executive coms
mittec will have powers over the
affaire of the provinoes whioch it
hes never had before now. A
very sigoificant feature™ in all
this ia the fact that the Presi-
den\-General of the African
National Uongresg will become

~

a mere figure-head, The Seore-
tariat will give direction to the
movoment.

There have been some very
onrious goinge~on behind the
goenes contring on the prepara~
tion of the draft under diseungsion.
For example, I have it on good
authority that the Natal repre-
sontative on the revising com-
mittes knows nothing abont the
draft. I understand that in so
far ag he is concerned he was
not aware that his oolleagues
had even completed the draft.

Seoondly, the draft which is
nosw being ociroulated does not
coms from Johannesburg, from
the convenor. For example, I
got two copies of the draft from
a Cape Congrees officlal.

From thesa goinge-on it might
not be unreasonable to draw the
oonclneion that Natal, which ia
pot in the good booka of -some
of the Johanneshurg Mognle .of
tho ANO, has been oarefnlly
Iropt in the dark about what ia
brewing. The ptrategy hag been
to get the Cape to frame the
draft and in that way be com-
mitted to it in advanecs. When
conference asgembles the OCape
will be morally bonnd to stand
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by ite illegitimato baby. Itisa
olever plcoe of juggling abonut
with ‘people’s loyalties,

The strategy might look very
olever, but it does not in any
way conoeal the faot that if the
present draft oomes wnp for
acceptance, we phall then be
oonfronted with the choioe be-
tween a Leftist Congress and n
nationalistic Congress. For my
part, I do not think it will serve
our oause if we make Congress
a communist front. At the mo-
ment Mr. Bieuln is being re-
ported to have visited commun-
ist countries. There might be
po connpotion whatsosver be-
tween the Bacretary-General’s
visit to DBucharest and a droft
constilution which has marked
communist motifs, It might be
just 8 coinoidence; but it is a
tragio coinoidence.

In the meantime the leaders of
the Natal Qongress will do well
to take the provinee into their
confildenca on the direotion which
the draft constitation might
make Conprees take. The over-
whelming majority of the Afri-
ecans in Natal will not have
anything to do with a Congrees
which has gons communistio,
And from what I know of the
men who lend Congress in this
provinee, they will not have any
trook with communnism of the
type whiok might now be
creeping eo einisterly into the
ANC.

Oa the auspicious day of
Gandhi Jayanti, a historic step
was taken by launching the
naiw Andhra State, BIMr. Nehru
inaugurated the first lioguistic
State before a gathering of a
hundred thousand persons drawn
from all parts of the new State.

Greeting the new day as “the
break  of a new dawn over
Andhra,” the Prime Migister
reminded 'Andhras, even as he
congratulated them'on “achiev-
ing their 43-year-old dream,”
that they formed an integral
part-of the greater entity of
India,

Two points which received
tepeated empbasis in his speech
ware: the unity of India and
the need for building up a pros-
parous and bomogenous Siate,

Mz Nehru declared that a
Boundary Commission to study
and recommend on the forma-
tion of the lipguistic States
would come into being .in the
near future, The Commission
would enjoy wide discretionary
powers as the object of appoint.
ing it was to get a clear over-

all perspective of group tensions -

and aspirations in India, It
would spare no effort or time in

visiting all States and submit. -

ting its report after considering
all aspects—lingnistic, financial,
economic and social.

The new Andhra State will
comprise Kurnool, Anantpur,
Cuddapeh, Neloor, East Golda-
vary, West Godavari, Krishna,
Guntur, Vizayapatnap, Srika-
kulam, Chittoor and Bellary,
~

The achisvement of this
separate State is the culmina-
tion of a struggle which has
been mostly “Satyagrahic” In
character since the demand was
first voiced in y9g6.

The idea, however, took defi-
pite shape only in 3g13 when,
from the platform of the Aadhra
Maba Sabha, the call went out
for a mass movement, Mahatma
Gandhi’'s nonsco-operation
movement, as well as the Cone
gress’s cherished goal of linguis-
tic provinces, gave great fillip
to the movement for which
many Andhra men dedicated
themselves.

It may be pointed out that
the Andhras, like the Tamils,
are the oldest rulers of South
India. The earliest mention of
them was made in 300 B.C,
According to the well-known
historian, Vincent Smith, “in
the days of Chandragupta
Maurya and Magasthenes, the
Andhra nation, a Dravidian
people, now represented by the
large population speaking the
Telugu language, occupied the
deltas of the Godavari and
Krishna rivers on.the eastern
side of India and was reputed
to possess a military force
second only to that at the
command of the King of Parsi,
Chandragupta Maurya, They
developed gradually expanding
westward so as to occupy all
the South from ‘sea to sea.

The Andhra Empire flourished
for many centuries and their
language greatly influenced ‘the
Tamils, particularly in-the ‘out.
put of musical compositions
and literature during the latter
half of the 38th ceatury down
to the beginning of the 2¢th
century.

The new Anihra State has an
area of 61,929 square miles' and

-8 coast line 600 miles lopg,

with a population of z§,335,847.

The main crops of Andhra
are rice, groundout and cottop,
Millet, tobacco, sugar cane and
coconut are other important
State crops.

Two.thirds of the total re-
veaue of Andhra will be derived
from agriculture. The incoms
for the new State in 3953-54 is
estimated at Rs. 207,000,000
while the exenditure will total
Rs. 227,900,000. Andhra will
thus face a deficit of Ry,
20,200,000 at the end of its first
year of ex.stence,

Sir Chandulal Trivedi, a civil-
ian from Gujarat, who as a
Governor had handled the
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situation admirably in the
border State of East Punjab,
has been appointed the Govern-
or of Andbra. In the Andhra
Legislature no party possesses
absolute majority, although the
Congress is in the largest group,
After the refusal of the Praja
Socinlist Party's National Exa.
cutive to relieve Mr, T. Praka-
sham from the obligation to the
party and sllow him to join
Oongress as associate member
and become the Chief Minister
of the new State, Mr, Praka-
sham along with several other
members have resigned from
the Socialist Party. Mr, Pra-
Rasham has joined the Congress.
He was sworn in as the Chietf
Minister of Andhza. Bri Sanjiv
Reddi, the leader of the Cone
gress legislators, was appointed
as the deputy Chief Minister.
Other Ministers appointed were
8ri K. Koti Reddi, Sri T, Vish-
wanathan and Sri D. Sanjivay-
ya. Two other Ministers will
be appointed later,

Gandhi Jayanti also witnessed

the inauguration throughout the _

country of the National Ex.en-
sion Bervice aiming at raising
the standard of nearly one-fourth
of India’s rural population in
1,200,000 villages, exictly after
a year of the establishment of
the Community Development
Organisation.”

Asum of Rs, 38.35 crores
will be spent in the nex: three
years on this plan of rural
rehabdbilitation covering ogoo
blocks, each block consisting of
100 villages and serving a popu.
