RACIAL DISCRIMINATION—AN AFFRONT TO MARKIND

The Prime Minister, Mr. Nehru, in his statement to
theHouse of People, on August 17, said: “Our long struggle
for freedom in this country led us to an understanding of
and a deep sympathy with similar struggles in other
countries. That was the basis of our policy even when
we worked for our own independence, That policy in-
evitably continues today, not only as an inheritance from
the past, but as an understanding of the present. Peace,
it has been said, ‘is indivisible. So also is freedom, and no
structure of world peace can be built on the denial of
freedom to the countries and large masses of people. It
is.a matter of deep regret to us that this basic fact is not
recognised and given effect to in many countries.

“Racial discrimination and suppression has become
one of the outstanding problems of today. We have
- no desire to.interfere in the affairs of other couuntries,
just as we are not prepared to tolerate any interference
with our country. But there are certain factors which
over-ride national boundaries and which affect the well-
being of the human race. Among these factors is this
question of racial discrimination and suppression of one
race by another. This is an affront to ‘men and women
of Asia and of Africa, as well as to every sensitive human
being. 1 have, therefore, ventured to express in clear
language what we think of this inhumanity and complete
denial of what the Charter of the United Nations stands
for. | am certain that in saying so.l have echoed the
feeling of every, single person of three hundred and sixty
millions who inhabit this country, as well as of hundreds
of millions of other peoples in Asia and Africa. We can
never tolerate this idea of racial discrimination and .in-
equality,” Mr. Nehru said. '

The Late Hajee M. L. Sultan

N the death of Hajee M. L.

Sultan not only Durban but
South Africa bas lost a unique
personality. He came to this
tountry at an early age and
wotked as an ordinary labourer
io the railways. He then entered
into commerce and became one
of the rich men of our com-
munity. There are so many rich
men whom nobody knows; there
have been so many rich men
whose namesnobody remembers or
tven cares to remember, because
such men are living and have
lived just fot themselves. Mr.
Sultan was wunique in that he
did oot live for himself but for
others,

He amassed wealth by bis own
#bility and business acumien but
be did mnot keep it for his
own comforts He truly kept
it in trust for others. Unlike
magny he gave away large amounts
liberally and ungrudgingly during
his lifetime for the noble ecause
of education and that tyo without
gny distinctiont of race, colour or
creed in a country ridden with
tace and colour prejudice. M,
Sultan was a true Muslim, Hail-
ing as he did from Madras
be was 2 Tamil scholar aod his
knowledge of the Koran was more
than many a Muslim. Some
Muslims had tried to pursuade
Mr, Sultan to give his wealth to
his co-religionists onmly, This
however did not appeal to him.
“That is not what the Koran
teaches us,’” he said to them, He
deemed it his duty to give most
of what be had caraed for the
benefit of those from whom he
bid carned and 80 a large portion
ef his chirity has gonec to the
M. L. Sultan Technical College.
He was, however, charitable
¢nough to his co-celigionists and
gave a good sum to them for
religious purposes.  He gave also
to the Natal Univerzity a liberal
amount of £20,000 for pon-
European education, which way

gratefully acknowledged by De, .

Malherbe when he paid an elo-
quent tribute to him at his grave-
side.

With all his wealtk Mr, Sultan
lived a very simple and austere
life. He spent very little on him-
self. He knew the value of money
since it was bardearned. Some
people laid a charge against him
of miserliness, But had he not
lived as he did our community
would not bave derived the bene-
fit it has dome. This reminds
us of an incident of the late
Pandit Madan Mohan Malavia,
the founder of the Benares Hindu
University., While Pandit Ma-
laviya was collecting funds for
his University he was taken
to a person who tooked
to be an ordinary villager.
His very simple living conditions
did pot attract Panditji much and
he was very doubtful if it was
nota waste of time to have gone
to him. And then a strange
incident occurred which shattered
even the last shred of hope of
being able to get anything from
this person, The night was draw-
ing pear and the lamp bad to be
lit. The servant who was lighting
the lamp wasted one match atick
and struck another, This enraged
bis master who took the servant
severely to task for being so
wasteful. This naturally shocked
Pandit Malavia. On the other
hand Pandit Malavia was received
with the greatest respect and was
accorded a most loving hospitality,
The host was informed of the
cbject of Paaditji's visit. But
that was all. Not a word was
uttered by bim in return  The
following morning when he wis
taking leave of his host the
latter bidding his honoured guest
farewell placed at hiy feer a
cheque which ran into six Ggures.
Pandit Malavia was ahockingly
surprised. It was a lesson that
moncy was not meant to be
squandered, nor was it meant to
be boarded. It was meant to be
used in desecving causes in the
service of mankind. Mahatma
GCandhi commanded millions bute
be did not waste even a scrap of
paper. It was that quality that
chazacterised Haji M. L. Sultan.
His psrsonal appearance was al-

a staunch Muslim his  heart
went out to all alike. The
vast concourse of people repre-
senting all sections of the com-
munity and other non-Europeans
and distinguished Europeans pre-
sent at the funeral bore testimony
to the esteem in which he was
held by all.

INDIAN PHILANTHROPIST PASSES AWAY

NDIANS in South Africa will

soon be celebrating their 100
years in this
which period some among them
have left their impress vpon the
country by their public deeds
and spirit of generosity. Out-
standing, unique and towering
above all others will always re-
main the name of Hajee Maluk-
mahomed Lappa Sultan who
passed away silently from this
world last Sunday after almost
50 years of unceasing toil and

labour, in service of his com-

munity, Born at Quilon, Malabar
in the Southern |part of India,
some 83 years ago, as a young
lad of 16, he came out to South
Africa as an early pioneer Indian
immigrant in the service of the
Natal Government Railways and
for many a year he worked at
the Berea Road Railway Station,

Here was a man, with a rare
soul, strong and steadfast in his
loyalties to basic human values,
of humble birth and means, who
was destined to revolutionise
within 3 decade the concept of
charity and generosity as is gen-
erally practised among our people,
For like others among our people,
his benefactions came mnot only
after death by way of testament.
Nay, his spirit knew no mortal
limitations, for his inner self
always revolted against the amass-
ing of wealth for his own personal
benefit—not for him the usual
pattern of entrenching and secue-
ing the family wealth and pos-~
sessions and as a mere gesture to
give unto charity a negligible
portion of one's estate—always
you will find among ordinary
mortals, the first sonsideration
will be to bemefit "their children
and their families—public bene-
factions occupy a secondary place,
But with this richly spirit—the
reverse was the case—first and

foremost in his mind's eye there
wag always the picture of the
poor, needy, illiterate and un-
educated among bis people. His
prime considerations were for
them and them alone, The fruits
of sixty years of toil and sweat
and labour must belong to them
—no major family considerations
of sentiment did be tolerate nor
did he ever consider personal
wants or comforts—he shunned
extravagance and a life of
plenty—his was a hard and
stoic life—a hard and strict dis
ciplinarian, his needs were the
barest minimum just sufficient to
maintain bpody and soul to-
gether—and thus with immense
restraint and years of practice, he
had, like Mahatma Gandhi, mas-
tered the physical self, brought
bimself under complete control,
living frugally and simply, deny-
ing himself pleasures and luxuries
and a life of ease and pleaty—the
materialistic life was abhorrent to
him. Itwas foreign to his nature
and repugnant to his spirit, His
richness lay on a higher plane—it
transcended the transient and
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flecting pleasures of the mortal
life and found its home in things
eternal and immortal; and always,
ever always his mind’s gaze was
centred towards greater spiritual
values, This, then, was the
man Sultan, who gave away his
riches for the cause of humanity:
courageously and boldly without
a flicker of remorse orregret. On
the contrary, his spirit soared
higher and higher at each great
act of munificence. Among his
mapy great acis of generosity,
some ontstanding examples come
to mind, £500 to Sastri College,
later £1,500 to M. L. Saltan
Avoca Indian School and several
sums of £100 each to many in-
stitutions, Then came his flnal
great act of sacrifice. Onec hun-
dred thousand pounds ini cash to
found the M. L, Sultan Charitable
and Educatiopal Trust Fund, of
which £17,500 was originally
carmarked for the crealion of the
M. L. Sultan Technical College.
The foundations of this College
will be laid next month at Currics
-Fountain and this institution will
finally cost £80,000, In com-
parison to the final cost his con-
tribution does not appear great,
but almost 15 years ago it gave
the fillip, supplied the driving
force and committed the Union
Government through the Hugo
Commission to this schemes
Viewed in that light this College
with its thousands of students
owes its origin to the dynamic
and magnetic personality of this
great man. Not satisfied with
this his mind probed into further
expagosion ef technical training
for Indians all over Natal, He
felt strongly that such institutions
should not only be limited to
. Durban; but they should exist to
cater for Indian youth all over
the Province. He said the poorest
among them lived and worked
away from Durban. What of
them? Finally he increased his
original donation to thirty-three
thousand pounds for the erection
of Indian Technical Coileges as
follows : one on the South Coast,
one on the North Coast, one at
P. M. Burg, with the main central
College in Durban,

Then came his interest in
University education and he has
donated £20,000 to the Natal
University, And now we find thae
in his Will he has bequeathed
one-third of his eatire estate to
found an Educational and Hos-
pital Trust Fund in the memory
of his late wife Mariam. Thig
portion of his estate is estimated

PAST, PRESENT AND FUTURE

HE conclusion of these acticles
is that a new South African
era opened in 1948, First, the
last of the great Boer generals who
have dominated our politics since
Union was nearing the end of
his span and henceforth personali-
ties and personal loyalties were to
count less than party policies and
allegiances. Secondly, the vic-
torious party in 1948 was no
ordinary political party but a
“Nation" within a nation, Geo-
graphically more evenly distri-
buted than its opponents, it
could win on a minority of
White votes. Thereaffer, the
insistent clamour of its racial
jingoism, the indoctrination of
the preponderant section of the
White youth and the fullest ex-
ploitation of the possibilities of
the electoral gerrymandering en-
sure that it will not be voted out
in the foreseeable future. Just
possibly an economic blizzard or
grave external crisis might shift
it. But it is proof against all
ordinary appeals to reason and
any probable swing of electoral
favour, It will get stronger be-

fore it gets weaker.

Thirdly, by bringing to the
surface all the underlying Euro-
pean assumptions about White
superiotity and Black inferiority
and making them the basis of a
militant racial ethos arrogantly
applied just when the rest of the
world is shaking off its chains,

* the Nats, not only ruled out any
return to “the traditional South
African way;" they instigated the
active consolidation of a united
non-European opposition. This
showed itself last year in the
Defiance Campaign which was
conducted with a digpity and
restraint few thought possible,
The riots were partly the resule
of administrative provocation—
the strong-arm ‘retaliation to
strong-arm methods; and partly
a further symptom of the acute
racial tension which produced the

* "Defiance Campaign. The Swart
Acts will not prevent such un-
premeditated outbursts of wvio-
lence. But they have made it
impossible to carry on  non-
viclent passive resistance on the
original lines, Though we can-
not yet foretell its form, we can
be absolutely sure that the pro-
secution of Nat. racial policies
will stimulate increasing opposi-
tion and resentment among non-
Europeans, which now have no
legitimate outlet,

The Nats. are convinced that
Qley can impose their will .by

force. For a little while they
probably can. But all Asian and
African history is there to prove
that, even if the whole White
population gangs up against the
Blacks (as I hope and pray it will
not), one-fifth of the population
will find it physically impossible,
morally indefensible and econo-
mically ruinous to hold down the
remaining four-fifths by force,
once the latter have developed
unity, a capacity for self-sacrifice
and the technique of mass action
through some form of passive
resistance or industrial non-
co-operation,  Afrikaner Nation-
alists of all people should under-
stand the probable strength of
movements intrinsically so simi-
lar to their own. By dividing
the country between White and
Black nationalisms implacably
opposed, the Nats. are hurtling
South Africa to disaster.

\What then should be the atti-
tude of those Europeans who do
not share this passion for self-
destruction?

Tam sure our duty is to re-
cognise frankly that it is pointless
trying to devise a strategy to
regain power in 1958, That
could only happen through the
impact of outside events which
we cannot command, We must
fearlessly face the prospect that
either the Nats. will rush us over
that Gadarene slope, in which
case nothing can save a White
community determined to immo.
late itself, or South Africa will be
saved by a sufficiently, large
number of politically enfranchised
Whites coming to realise in time
that catastrophe lies immediately
ahead. Since we cannot plan
for White jingoism run amok, we
must prepare for the second
possibility, however remote is
now seems. For if it should
ever eventuate, it is crucially im-
portant that there should exist a
rallying-point for 21l men of good-
will when the scales drop from
their eyes,

So far the U.P, has conspi-
cuously failed to provide such a
rallying-point. It is too early yet
to judge the two new parties
which seek to meet this need,
One explicitly and the other very
tentatively represent the stiil
small voice of European con-
science in racial matters, And
oue, therefore, views with the
greatest alarm the U,P. reaction
of “Thank heavens, now no one
will suspect us of liberalism.”
For if the U.P, is to oppose the
Nats, only on the republican and
English-Afrikaans differences it

will gradually move even further
towards them on the colour issue,
The M.P. for Turflontein has
already served notice on Labour,
which alonc at the last election
had a progressive racial policy, to
accept the U.P. position or get
out of the United Front. And
since the colour question domi-
nates our political scene, it js
only a matter of time before the
Nats, and U.P. (if it continues to
muddle along as at present) come
so close together in face of
rapidly deteriorating race rela-
tions that the U.P, will cease to
have any conviocing reasen for
separate existence,

We, theretore, plead with the
U.P. to have the courage now to
put before the country, as only it
effectively can, the one clear-cut
alternative goal to White domina-
tion: the liberal goal of equal
rights for all civilised men and
equal opportunities for all to
become civilised, This is an old
and honourable part of the party’s
owa tradition, from which it has
steadily retreated since 1948 in
a sort of panic before the Nats,'
appeal to all the baser political
emotions. The threefold alter-
native of total apartheid, equality
or a middle way is false. All are
agreed that partition is practically
impossible, But the so-called
middle way turns out on in-
spection to offer no better pros-
pect than a running fight between
White and Black nationalism.

The goal of equality of human
status i3 not only the necessary
moral corollary of economic in-
tegration; it is the only objective
which squares with our pro-
fessions of religion and morality
and on which we might secure
the consent and loyalty of our
non-European majority. But when
that i3 said, there i3 room for
divergence of opinion about
speed and the scope of each stage
in the process. The liberal does
oot stand for immediate adult
suffrage  which might “lead to
the domination of primitive
tribesmen,” as one newspaper
offensively putit. But I believe
that the TULP. can only regain its
soul and its integrity as a party’
with a distinctive policy by
setting itself firmly againat Na-
tionalist herrenvolkism as a matter
of principle. Andto do this it
must clarify its thinking about
the objective at which it ajms,

If the U.P, will adopt the o'd
Cape principle, there are three
chief things for early considera-
tion. First, to suggest some
method of enlarging the non-
European franchise as soon ag
possible. Labour had a plan to
extend the Cape Native franchise
ta other provinces on a basis of
Standard VI education, Liberals
advocate a loaded franchise on the
common roll as being less likely
to divide parliaments and muni.
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cipalities between colour groups
with sectional loyalties, Whether
either of these or some other way

« is chosen, the idea of getting more

politicians accountable to more.
non-European voters is sound,
because only this will breed the
multi-racial outlook essential to
a true plural society. Secondly,
the industrial colour bar must
gradually be replaced by the prin-
ciple of equal pay for equal work,
regardless of race, For a long
time this will favour the better-
educated European. But, as skill-
ed shortages develop, non-Euro-
peans will be trained to fill them;
and it will then be proved that
equality of econamic opportunity
is not detrimental to White in.
terests but will enable the whole
economy to expand by providing
both more efficient labour and a
larger consuming class, Thirdly,
the abolition of the Pasg Laws,
few of which are effective, would
do more than any other single act
to restore goodwill among the -
races.  These laws are not only 2
badge of inferiority, they discredit
the whole system of law and those
who bave to administer it in the
eyes of Africans liable to instant
arrest with all its attendant dis-
courtesies,

If the U.P, would indicate jts
willingness even to consider these
three matters (or any other way of
achieving their aim) the way
would be apen for it to recognise
Labour, Liberal and Federal as
friendly fellow travellers, each
seeking along a paralle| path for
the key to the future of a South
Aftica commanding the respect
and loyalty of all jtg peoples, The
survival of our country and our

We have to carry
them with us and inte our civili-
sation as they reach maturity,
Thus, while we hold this faith
before our fellow-Whites against
the day when sanity may again
prevail among them, we shall also
provide a refuge from despair for
both Europeans and won-Euro.
peans who from their differen:
positions sez no solution byt the
use of repressive or rcvoluu’omry
force.

No one can say dogmatically
that this way will worl, But it
may, if we can preserve the pos-
sibility of men learaing o live,
work and vote as men, and not as
units of hostile racial  blocy,

. dence hefore the Land Tenure
Boird last week at its resumed
sittiog to consider the proposals

Dr, Coppan told the Board
that be had done research on
lodian  education in Natal
gnd that this was the subject
of his thesis for his doctorate.

He had studied the plans and
maps of the Durban City Coune
cil in regard to the proposel
race zoning of the City and
had worked out the effect of
the proposals on the Indiap
s:hools in Darban on the basis
of the pumber of schools in
existeace and the number of
puapils attendiog them as dis-
closed in the Statistical Supple-
ment of the Natal Educational
D _partment of S:ptember 1952,
for the purpose of his evidence
before the Board,

Dr. Cooppan siaid that in
Natal tl=re were 238 schools
ol which 163 werz government-
aided with a tatal school po-
pulation of 67493. lo Durban
aloae there were ¢G schools
made up of 34 Government,
75 Governmenislided end 7
Private Registered schools, with
a total of 2935t children,
These fijures include g platoon
schools and hence the number
of school buildings io Durban
was 87.

D:. Cooppan eaoa'ysed ths
situation of the Dirban schools
in relation to the proposed
group nreay. He stated; “36
schools with 73497 childien
fell in the workiog areas; 23
s:hools with 6,137 children in
the proposed Kuropean group

A
total of £84Boco would be
required {o build the schools
necessary, Oa the average
requirement of 4 acres for a
primary school and 8 acres for
a secondary school, and the
average 5iz3 of & school of ten
classroorns, 228 acres of land
would be required.

Dr, Cooppan pointed out tbat
anpually provision bad to be
made for the notmal demand
for the accommedation of about
2500 pupils.

A'LK of uprooting snd dis-

placement noder the Group
Areas Act was premature, said
Mr. W. L. Howes, Durban’s
Town Olerk, addressing the
Land Tenure Advisory Board in
the oity. The City Council had
been congervative in proposing
tull gronp areas and few people
were affected.

Nearly oll the sreas proposed
by the Council wers “nndated
are2s” from where there would
be no ‘compulsory movement.

Mr, Howes asked the Board to
allow the minimum period pree-
cribed by the Gronp Areas Act
(one year) for the movement of
people from the proposed fall
groop areas, such as Reeervoir
Hilla and Block AL on the
Berea.

The Counneil had been so con-

rervatlve in proposing full group
areas, that it thought this was a
reagonable request. Few people
,were affected, and the ocompul-
sion wounld apply equally to
Indians in Block AL and to
Europeans in Rerervoir Hills.

Where people conld not find
alternative accommodation with.
out hardlehip, they counld apply
for permiesion to stay longer.

The Counoil expected that Lthe
volantary movement which
wonld take plsce as a result of
the persuasion of the establighe»
meot of “ondated areas” wonld
nobleve raoial obavge without
onmpnlsion.

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Pakistan News

(From Our Own Correspondent)

INCE 1the latter part of July,
Indo-Pakistan relations have
undergone many stresses ending,
30 it seems at this juncture, in 2
favourable prospect! The eveotr
of the recent past will be {ami-
liar to readers of ‘Indian Opi-
nion, Mr. Nelru was received
in Karachi with a welcome
whose sincerity he cannot have
doubted ‘and his conversations
with Mr, Mabomed Ali were,
on both sides, conducted with
frankness and honesty of pur-
pose, As it turned out, it was
fortunate indead that this was
50,
At the Karachi meeting it
subsequently appeared that the
degree of material progress was
not great, but this general feeling
was partly sttributable to re-
sction after the uaduly high
hopes which had been set upon
Mr, Nehru’s visit before it
actually took place. The wish
of Pakistan to reach a settle-
ment with India was father to
the thought that at the Prime
Mipisters’ meeting sll would be
straightened out finally, but
considering the complexities of
the problem, such expectations
were unjustified, Nevertheless,
determined efforts were made,
The comparatively minor ques-
tion of the Bengal enclaves seems
to have been settled subject only
to a tidying up of detail, As to
the problem of evacuee property,
it is believed that Pakistan
made an all.out effort to solve
the difficulties by a proposal
.that on both sides existing legiz-
lation should be scrapped and
former owners of property be
put back into pogsession of what
they abandoned-at the time of
partitiop, At all events, con
versations between the Advisers
to the Prime Ministers conticued
in Karachi for several days
after Mr, Nehru returned to
Delhi, The vital canal water
dispute seems ta be bound up in
the settlement of an overall
scheme to utilice the waters of
the Indus to the maximum
_ex*snt in which plan the World
Batk may well take a signifi-
cantend valvable interest,
There remains the question
of EKashmir and Mr, Nehru
stated quite plainly, after his
visit to Karachi, that in this
matter there was no progress to
réport,

Sach was the position when,
shortly after Mr, Nehru’s de-
parture, strange and disquieting
news of Kashmir burst upon the
world, , Asis now well known,
Sheik 'Abdullab was dismissed

trom office, there was* civil
N

Karachi, August 1953,

unrest and disturbance and the
new Chief Minister, Ghulam
Mohammed Balbshi, signified
his accession to power by some
demonstrations of xenophobia
said to nrise from evidence of
foreign interference in Kashmir
affairg in which coonection the
pame of Mr. Adlai Stevenson
has been mentioned,

It is not surprising to learn
that the reaction in Karachi
was immediate and sharp, and
it cannot be concealed that the
mood of PaRistanis was of
anger and bewilderment. On
August ¥4, all Independence

Day celebrations were cancelled

except for the military marche
past at which the Governor-
General took the salute. Im-
mediately therenfter Mr. Maho-
Ali lew to Delhi to discuss
with Mr, Nehru the new situa-
tion in Kasbmir,

The Pakistan Prime Minister
was received with a generosity
‘at least equalling the reception
accorded to Mr, Nebru in Ka-
rachi and the two statesmen
were able to proceed at once to
discussions, As we bave re-
marked, it was fortunate that
the Karachi talks were con-
ducted in an honest spirit since
thereby a basis was formed for
the Delhi conversations, the
results of which. bave just ap-
peared. ‘Mr, Mahomed Ali has
confessed that he is not entirely
satisfied and, indeed, one is
entitled to ask why 'Mr. Nebru
has stipulnted a date as late as
April 1954, by which the Ple-
biscite Administrator shdll be
appointed to the task. Since
Mr. Nehru has consistently con-
ceded a8 plebiscite in Kashmir
and since §0 many years have
passed, the passage of another
eight months seems to call for
explanation. The suggestion
that the Administrator shall be
appointed from one of the Great
Powers uppears unohjectionable
for integrity and ability are by
no means the monépoly of big
battalions.:

We shell not pursue contro-
versy furtber, but there is some-
tbiog more to be said of parti-
cular interest to Pakistanis.
Mr. Mabhomed Ali hias avoided
a crigis and in doing so has
shown wisdom. His career as
Prime Minister has had a pra-
mising start which will add to
the populatity ne has already
earned by his affable and en-
gagiog personality, Unlike many
so-called demacratic leaders
whose first cure, on reaching
office, ie to ¢urround themselves
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with the trappings of power,
Mr, Mahomed Ali prefers to be
accessible. On a Sunday evens
ing, he thinks it proper. (as
indeed it is) to drive his family
to Clilton beach and there stroll
along the sands among thou-
sands of other Karachi dwellers
seeking the fresh sea air. This
conduct may not please those
dcessed in a little brief author-
ity, but it endears him to his
couptrymen,

Gas Well Discovered

Some months ago, the Pakis-
tan Petroleum Company Ltd,,
a subsidiary of the Shell group,
but in which the Government of
Pakistad has a thirty per cent,
interest, discovered at Sui, in
Baluchistan, a natural gas well
which promises to be a valuable
asset. It is stated that this
well can deliver a million cubic
feot of gas every day for the
next fifty years, Plans are now
being made to pipe the gas as
far as Karachi where, as well
as at various points along the
pipelines, the gas will be -used
as a fuel for many purposes
including industry., There is no
reason why o system of domestic
distribution should not be in-
stalled in the new capital so
that housewives can equip
themselves with modern domes-
tic appliances and use them
inexpensively. The gas will
serve admirably at thermal
coal and fuel oil. It is intended,
among other things, to use the
pas at the fertiliser factory
which it is proposed to erect at
Kushmore, in Sind,' about
twentyfive miles from Sui. This
fertiliser factory will be addi-
tional to that now under con-
struction at DaudRel in the
Punjab,

The Kashmore factory, which
will use a3 a raw material the
extensive gypsum deposits lyiog
in the area, will have a valuable
market for its products when
the Lower Bind Barrage, located
on the Indus at Kotri, is com=
pleted in 1954 as now expected,
This barrage was originally
estimated to bring into cultiva-
tion about 3.6 million acres of
land but current reports now
state that the area will be
much greater amounting to
about 2.75 who desire to acquire
areas for cultivation. The-
crops to be raised comprise
cotton, rice, wheat and sugar-
cape. Probably also there will
be market gardening, orchards
and tobacco, A scheme is under
preparation for the construction
of sugar factories in Siad which
will use the sugar cane thus
grown and experimental sugar
cape farms are being stan‘ed to
develop species most suited to
Sind soil and climate and, at
the same time, capable of giving
the mazimum sucrose content.
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The bringing into cultivatio®
of this vast area will mark a
tremendous’ advance in‘’ the
poteatinlities of Pakistan. The
cotton production will bring
substantial additional foreign
oxchange earnings, while the
production of sugar and food
grains will not only save heavy
expenditure ' abroad; but will
avert any future recurrence of
foodgrain shortage such as very
recently occurred.

Indeed, it is worth noticing
that although, in the last year
or o, the public mind bas been
focussed on Pabistan's trade
problems, there has been steady
progress in fundamental de.
velopment, In our last letter
to ‘Indian Opinion,” we referred
in some detail, to progress in
industry, but we made no' men-
tion of  the hydro-electric
schemes at Dargai, Rasul,
Warsak, the Malakand Exten-
sion as well as the Karnafulli
Scheme in East Bengali The
construction of the Naval Dock-
yard at Karachi is going steadily
abend and now the well.known
German firm of Krupp has
signed an agreement to under-
take investigation of the iron
ore deposits in Punjab and
Chitral from which it is be-
lieved that an annual produc-
tion of 500,000 tons of * pig-iron
is possible, The enormous quan-
tities of cheap electricity from
the hydel schemes we have
mentioned will provied the
means of iron and steel pro=
duction, thus overcoming the
problem of inadequate and
satisfactory coal supplies,

Despite the commercial ups-
and-downs and occasional poli.
tical convulsions of a domestic
sort, one has the impression
that, in a quiet way, Pabistan
is moving ahead, It is no
wonder thut cool brains look
for years of peace so that the
work ol constructiopn may be
completed and yield its fruits,

Boholarships will be awarded
for studles in the Arts and
Hamanities, Solencs, Agrical-

nology, Yduoation, Law, Com-
merce, Forestry, Veterinary
8clence, Oivil Engineering, eto
Preference will be given to
students desiring to take up
poat-gradoste courses. But ap-
plications for post-Matrionlation
courses will also be considered.
Applications of students below

Btudenta from
Bonth Africa who have passed
B.Bo with required sobjects or
First Year M.B B-8. (Medioal)
conrse af the Unpiversity of
Bouth Africa are eligible to be
oongidersd As tralning faoili~
,Mes in certain subjects such e
‘l;nn'.:eerlng, Medioine eto. are
extremely limited it will not
be pomible to find more than a
very small number of geats for
study in these snbjecta.

Btodents who are already
stzdying ln India on their own
will not ordinarily bs eligible tor
thess @oholarships. Only an
exceptionally hord case in which
the’ student deserves finanoclal
help might be coneldered.

The value of the socholarship
has been fixed st Re. 200/ pan,,
exclupive ot capitetion, tuition
snd examination fees, which |

will be paid by the Government
of India direct to the fnetitution
ooncerned. Migcellaneons fees
and payments, enoh as library
fee, laboratory fee, games fee,
admiesion fee, statutory deposits
for libraries and hoetels eto. will
have to he paid by the soholar
himeelf from ont of his stipend:
The Government of India re-
gerves the right to redace the
amonnt of scholorship if they
think that ofroumstances junstify
{t. The amonnt of the stipend
is considered to be ample for all
the expenges of n stuadent in
India inoloding misoellaneons
fees and expenses indicated
above, normal medical charges
and expenses during vacations
ete.,, and in no oiroumstances
applications for edditional ol-
lowsnoes will be considered.

The coit of pasnage either way
and all expepses on journeys in
India will have to be met by the
gtudents themselves.

The goholarship will be ten=
able for the period neoessary for
the soholar to acquira the dégree,
diploma or certificato of the
courge for which he has becn
pelected, depending upon the
patisfastory progress of the
stondents The scholarship will
commence from the date on
which a candidsate actually joing
the institution in India selected
for him for studiea or from the
date on which that institution
oommences its session, which-
ever ig later, and will normslly
terminate on the last date on
whioh the final examination for
the presoribed course_ende.

The scholarship is, however,
liable to oancellation any time
during the ourrenoy of the
couree, at the discretion of the
government, for mizconduot, un-
satisfactory progresg or failure
to pass his annual examination.

DR. BUCHMAN AND M.R.A. TEAM INVITED
TO VISIT SOUTH AFRICA

HE President of the Senate,
the Speaker of the House
of Assembly and the Adminis.
trators of the Cape, Transvasal,
Natal, Orange Free State and
South West Africa have invited
Dr, Frank N. D, Buchman and
an international team of Moral
Re-Armament to visit South
Africa,

The invitation from the Presi-
dent of the Senate and the
Speaker is as follows:

“Dear Dr. Buchmano,

“Every responsible person
must be conscious of the
grave issues facing the world
today and especially here in
South Africa where some of
our most difficult problems
are different from those in
any other country in the
world.

““All of us are anxious to
find the right answers. Sena-
tors and Members of the
House of Assembly of all
parties have heard of the
results achieved in many
parts of the world by the
application of the principles
of Moral Re-Armament in
homes, industry and national
affairs,

“For this reason we hope
that you and your team will
be able to visit South Africa
and we can assure you that
such a visit will be greatly
welcomed.”

Dr. Frank N. D. Buchman,
jonitiator of Moral Re<Arma«
ment is no stranger to South
Africa. He visited the Union
in jg2g9 with a small team
lergely drawn from British and
American  universities, The
Hop, J. H. Hofmeyr wrote

later of that visit that it wae
“of national significance abd

— started a major and continuing
influence for rocial reconcilia-
tion.,”

Since then the work of M,R,A.
has been extended to most
countries of the world, In
1950, Dr. Buchman was made
a Chevalier of the Legion of
Honour by the French Govern=-
ment and in December, 1953,
the German Government awnard-
ed him their highest decoration,
the Grand Cross of the Order
of Merit. In both cases the
awards were in recognition of
the contribution that M,R.A.
has made towards creating im-

proved relationships between
the countries,

Dr. Buchman, who is now
75, has recently completed a
nine, months tour of Ceylon,
India and Pakistan at the
invitation of government and
industrial leaders, He was
accompanied by an internation-
al team of 180 from 20 nations
who, through meetings, plays
and films, presented Domo-
cracy's inspired answer to Com-
munism, Senator Alexander
Wiley, Chairman of the Foreign
Relations Committee, spealing
in the American Senate of the
work of Moral Re.Armament
in Asia described it as “ad-
vancing the principles which
must be the foundation of
peace throughout the world.”

Moral Re.Armament hag be-
come widely Baown throughout
South Africa as a result of the
tour of the industrial play “The
Forgotten Factor” from jg49
to 1951, under the the patronage
of H, E. the Governor-General,

Dr. Buchman is now at the
World Assembiy for Moral Re-
Armament in Caux, Switzer-
Jand. In the last seven years
a large number of South Afrie
cans have attended the Caux
Assemblies, including the Ad-
ministrator of the Transvaal
with his Executive Committee,
members of the Senate and
House of Assembly from all
parties, delegations from the
Transvanl Chamber of Mines
and the Mineworkers’ Union,

and many others from all walks
of lile.

STEP IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION

R.DONG. S. MTIMKULT,
Principal of Ohlanoge
College, recently told me some:
thiog which I felt I want-
ed very much to share
with my readers—because it
was a welcome development
showing that the Indian was
cultivating a sense of social
responsnbxlxty which would pro-
duce \'the happiest relations
between him and the African,

A few weeks ago 'Ohlange
College opened its new 735,000
gallon reservoir, The interesting
thing about this is that it was
the Indian community—to be
precise the Mu:lim section of
the Indians—which had pro-
vided the funds to construct the
reservoir, In recent weebks Dr.
Malan has been saying quite a
lot about protecting the Afri.
can from the Indian. For our
part, the Indian is no menace
to us and we gee no reason why
we should be protected against
bim; !Oaq the contrary, we sece
in him one with whom we have
2 lot in common, If we have
to be protected against any-
body, we would want to be
sure that we were protected
against the Malans and their
like, ’

But it was not enough for the
Indian in our midst to say,
simply, that he is blach like us
end hope to use that as the
‘only argument to justify his
‘being in our midst. Self-interest
‘might have brought him among
us. In the light of prevailing
‘attacks on his -position it has,
in recent years, become extreme-
ly, vital for him to justify his
being among us in a way to
unpress oot only the vast major-
ity of the Africans but the out-,
side'world as well—if to debunk
M&lumte attacks on: his role
&mong 'the’ African people.

The popular line is that the
Indian wants to be among the
African people for purpose of
mnlnng money from them and
.Rivicg nothing:in ‘return. This
line was made use of even in
the Prime Minister’s recent
speech, by implication. But
the Indian himself realises now
‘that if he does not show a sense
of social responsibility in his
attitude 10 the -African he
inerely strengthens the Malan’s
‘and ‘weakens his own position,
'As a Tesult & new awaRening
'has come about in the' Indian
tommunity, The Indian fecla
that the struggle of 'the African
people is his own struggle; that
help given in this direction is
not charity, but a vital contsi.
bution in the struggle in which

the Indian himself has deeply
vested interests—simply because
like the African, he loves liberty

for himselt and his children,

It is a welcome awaRening.
The Indian in our midst is
justifying his being in our midst
in o concrete way. When the
Malans scream about the Indian
exploiting the African, the In-

dian wants to place himself '

and his African allies in the
position to say that he has a
special job to do and that he is
doing that in the best way
possible with the limited res
sources at his disposal. The
Indian could give the Malans
no better reply.

Let me tell the story a little
more fully, When Mr, Mtimkulu
took over the principalship of
Ohlange bis biggest headaches
were accommodation, water and
light, In his view, however,
water and light were priority
Number One, The College had
an old .water supply which
could not be relied upon in
times of drought, He launched
a fund-raising campaign, The
Provincizl Administration of
Natal gave him about £3,000
for buildings and that started
him on the way in the direction
of accommodation, He ap-
sproached some of his Indian
friends with the option to give
the school water or light, Mr,
Mtimkulu assures me that both

-the Muslim and Hindu sections

showed the liveliest interest in
giving concrete help,

The Muslim community, in
particular, seemed most keen to
do something for Ohlange. A
Muslim Trust interested itself in
his plans and just at about
1hat.ti113ea certain Mr, M. A,
H, Moosa felt that his family
could give Ohlange the water
it needed and set up the re.
setvoir as a memorial to his
mmother, In the end the project
cost the Moosa family £7,050.
The new reservoir takes 75,000

gallons of water and is built in

such a way that it should meet
the College’s needs for forty
days in the driest weather pos-
sible,

At the opening of the reservoir,
the Africap speakers welcomed
the contribution of the Moosa
family and through them the
Muslim community, not as an
act of charity but as proof of
the Indian’s growing social res-
ponsibility as well as a means
of high-lighting the significance
of closer relations between the
Indian and the African,

When we talk of the Indian
and the African comiog to.

- being

gother, we do not want a racial
front for the destruction of
the whiteman, We merely
want to pool our resources to
promote tho welfare of the
largest number of people pos.
sible, In that pooling -process
we welcome every South Afri-
can, We welcome the White.
maan as well. If, however, he
feels that he cannot throw in
his lot with his dark-skinned
countrymen,he has no right to
interfere with the African and
the Indian when they put their
own house in order.

People hostile to this very
healthy process always say that
it is ithe Indian_ who benefits
more from the alliance than the
African. Possibly, that was
the case in the past. But to-
day the Indian feels that he

, has to stand shoulder to sholder

with the African and go the
whole way 'in helping to re-
move those wealinesses on the
African side—chief among them
ordinary  igoorance—
which tend to militate against
the two groups pooling their
resources on & wider field and
in more effective ways,

I thought the contribution of
the Moosa family at = place
like Ohlange, was of particular
significance, Ohlange is in the
Inanda  district—where the
Africans and the Iodians live
in the closest proximity in the
province. According to the
Malans, this intermingling
causes friction and ill.feeling,
But during the riots, not one
Indian was molested at Inanda,
At that time the Indian com-
munity as such did not show
much interest in the African
and his problems.

Inanda holds a very unique
position in Afro.Indian rela.
tions, Here, we can show that
men with different cultural and
racial bachRgrounds can live
together at peace without being
isolated into apartheid com-
partments. We can show that
such a life can be one of give
and take in the way ~which
wotks in the interests of all

“
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concerned. The Moosa r1eser.
voir is a case in point,

There are reports ut the

moment suggesting that some
of the Indinns at Inapda have
in mind the idea oi setting up
a clinic or health centre to
cater for the district’s large,
mixed population, I suppose
it is by coincidence that the
names mentioned in connec-
tion with this are also Yuslim.
But the important thiog is not
whether this growing social
responsibility isstrongest among
the Hindus or the Muslims; the
thing to be grateful for is that
it is there among a growing
number of Indians, regardless
of whether they are Hindus or
Muslims.

The talk of a clinic for
people beyond the Mission
Station is interesting because
it will complemeént the move
made years ago by the Africans
who live inside the Mission
Resetve to set up a clinic for
themselves, Unfortunately, a
clinic inside a so«called Native
Reserve i3 an institution which
can serve only one section of
the population—whereas one
on private lands could be open
to every South African regard.
less of race or colour. 1 de
feel that while Mission people
might be perfectly right in
catering for their especial in-
terests, the others too have the
right to set up institutions
where the communities of our
land will work . together; be
treated together and prosper
together, If the Indian plays
his part fully in these develop-
ments, he justifies his existence
among us before the bar of
world opinion; in & manner to
silence the Malans. He can al-
ways point to these institutions
which -work for racial accord
and mutual uwplift and say:
“We are serving a useful pur-
pose by ‘being among the Afri-
cans.”
