Indian Congress used strong language to con-

demn the Group Areas Act. Strong language
is the mildest means of expressing opinions on the
policy of the Nationalist Government. But when the
policy is designed to force a whole community to
_ abandon its nationality and emigrate from its own
fatherland something more forceful than mere strong
language is called for.

The conference itself realised that things had got
to the pass where it was no longer sufficient to say the
Group Areas Act was bad; where the Indian comraunity
bad to do something quickly, effectively to call a halt
to the tide ol madness which threatens their very exist-
ence as a community, The delegates decided to join
forces with the front suggested by the Bloemfontein
conference of African leaders, -

This decision is important and people must not
confuse it with what it is not. It is one thing to
awaken to the fact that the danger which thteatens the
Indian to-day is exactly the same menace which has
been ruining the African since Union. It is quite
another thing to think in terms of alignment with the
majority group in the hope that the latter will fight
your battles for you.

Race consciousness is a vicious poison. It has
entered the lives of all the people of South Africa, No
community can say that it has not ‘practised it against
the others. Consequently the Indian, when he pledges
himself to fight to the bitter end by the side of the
other South Africans, must go to great pains to make
it quite clear to the African in particular that he is de-
fending values on which the future ‘of all the South
Africans depends. Sacrifices will have to be made in
the months that lie ahead ol us; they will be "colossal
and often crushing. If the South ~African Indian
Congress, by its pledge, meant that it is ready to make
these sacrifices we can say that we wish it all possible
success, '

For the race problem concerns cverybody. The
downfall of one group is the ruin of the others. Recent
history shows clearly that that same fatal process which
reduced the African to serfdom in the land of his birth
has brought the Indian more or less to a similar posi-
tion. The English-speaking South African is on the
slide downwards, In fact all who oppose the diktats
of the apartheider are going to be reduced to the level
of serfs. It will not be until they realise this fact and
rise together and take a firm and resélute stand in self
defence against apartheid that the current race madness
will be stopped,

AT its conference held recently the South African
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This fight against the apartheid” madness is not
the sort of thing which any single community can un-
dertake by itself. The African, in spite of his numbers,
has realised that fighting alone victory will be a long-
time coming his yway. In the meantime apartheid will
be destroying innocent souls and causing many in-
nocent men and women to suffer -untold and unneces-
sary pain of body and mind. TFor, apartheid is basic-
ally a philosophy of persecution. In this light opposi-
tion to it is humanitarian work as well. So that to
fight apartheid becomes more than a political obliga-
tion; it becomes a moral duty. There are no two ways
about it.

TFor this reason the Africans have decided to call
for a united national front against apartheid. But in
doing that they have asked all South Africans to march
along a new revolutionary road to a new society based
on race equality. That will call for a recasting of atti:
tudes on all sides. If the decision of the South African
Indian Congress means that the Indian community is
ready to march by the side of the other South Africans
to the bitter end, there is no reason to feel that the Ins.
dian is doomed by the paucity of his numbers. .If that
is the case, thé logical thing will be to take suitable
action to match action to words.

For our part we think the South African Indian
spoke for a slowly .growing number of Indians who
realise that the African holds the key into South Afri-
ca's race problem.. We wish very much-we could :—say
that the Congress speaks for the majority of the Indian
people. And in mentioning this fact we: wish to em-
phasise the need for a recasting of attitudes within the
SAIC itself for purposes of freeing-it from the political
sectarianism which hampers it in its work. This would

» broaden its scope and bring it to the humblest Indian

and in that way enable it to speak with demonstrable
authority and be able to count solidly on the support
of the community in its participation in the qroposed
front. . L

This exclusion of the non-

the race question, are Whites
fiest and only then human beings.
If they were buman being first
and only then Whites they would
realise ithat the non-Whites too
are human beings first and only
then non-Whites and tbat an
honest and just solution is only
possible when Whites and non-
whites deliberate as human be-
ings. I am not being abstract
The people of whom Iam writing
are Whites and non-Whites, The
question, however, is: what is
most important: being White and
non-White or being human? I
do not deny ,the differances be-
tween nations and races. But
God created of one bloed the
whole of mankind. It is com-
pletely unscriptural to lay all the
stress on the differences beiween
pations and races and 10 ignore
the unity of mankind This unity
is of more 1mporiance than the
differences. Chrnist did not come
for one pation or one race. He
came because God loved the
world and wished to recencile the
world to-Himself. I belong to
Holland but a‘!so to the world,
The best that Holland bhas pro-
duced 1s mine spiritually but also
the b:st the world bas produced,

I cannot deny my nation but
neither can I deny the world.
The latter is at least as evil as
the former. I belong to the
people of Holland and the White
race but I am a human being
and I and my fellow Hollanders
and Whites have no right to
decide the future of other nations
and races on the basis of our
supremacy. The motto “with
you, above you, without you’ is
upacceptable to everyone who

The question must be asked
what actual apartheid in South
Africa means. Before we do that
we must say that the idea many
people in Europe have that the
Government in - South Africa
does nothing for the non-Whites
is absolutely wrong. The Union
spends very much mote on edu-
cation, housing, medical serviees,
health care etc than the average

. in the British African colonies:

about 16 million pounds a year.
Europe is completely ignorant of
the fact that non-Whites also re-
ceive old age pensions and that
the blind and cripple receive state
pensions, It is also impossible
to say that they feel no respon-
sibility towards the non-Whites.
In that sense they cannot be
compared with the Nazis. At
the same time it is true that all
sums that are drawn on the
budget for the non-Whites are
drawn within the framework of
the policy of apartheid.

The Afnikaners do pot hesitate
continuously and with some p;idc
to draw attention to what they do
for the non-Whites. I do pot
blame them. They are mistaken
however, if they think that the;;
can make their policy of apart-
heid acceptable in this way, The
policy will have to be judged on
its own merits. Moreover it must
not be forgotten that the pros-
perity of South Africa is largely
the result of the labcur of the
non-Whites.
