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AMERICAN VIGE-PRESIDENT OUTLINES
POLIGY OBJEGTIVES IN MIDDLE EAST
U.S. NO FRIEND OF COLORIALISM

U

New York, December 6,

NITED STATES policy is a subject of heated controversy particularly in
the non-European community in this country. American behaviour in

the Middle East crisis has created a situation, in the non-White mind,
which the following address given by Mr, Richard M. Nixon, American Vice-
President, at the National Automobile Show dinner, will clear:
“Six weeks ago, we were at a turning point in his.
tory. In the United Nations headquarters in New York,
the eyes of the world we focussed upon the spokesman of

the United States.

“Here was a nation, formerly isola-

tionist, now converted to the idea of collective security.,
We who rejected the League of Nations were among the
founders and supporters of the United Nations.

“We, who only 6o years
ago, were boasting of our
manifest destiny in-- Asia
and Latin. America, had re-
nounced colonialism -~and
pledged our support to
nations formerly held as
colonies by major powers.
We had changed but there
were many in the world who
doubted the reality of the
change.

“Many nations in Asia
and Africa preferred to wait
on the sidelines as neutrals
in the Cold War until they
were sure that we were
more sincere than the Soviet
Union in our profession of
friendship and respect for
all peoples and for all na-
tions, regardless of their
size or their strength.

“Our good friends in
Latin America, while trust-
ing us, had disturbing
‘memories of the gunboat
diplomacy of yesterday.

“Then we were put to the

.

test. Our friends and allies
had by-passed the United
Nations and had taken
direct military action to
settle a dispute.  Certainly
their provocation was great.
By the international stand-
ards which were generally
accepted 50 years ago, the
action they took would
have been defended, is not
justified. -

New Force

“But a new force had
come into being, the moral
force of the United Nations,
all of whose members were
pledged to settle their differ-
ences peacefully. In dele-
gation after delegation, the
question was asked—would
the United States live up
to its announced principles,
or would it conveniently
look the_other way?

“At this turning point in
history, Secretary Dulles
personally appeared before

the General Assembly of
the United Nations and an-
nounced © our position, a
position which was support-
ed by an overwhelming
majority of the nations of
the world.

Strijdom’s Africa Policy

E rarely find ourselves in agreement with the
Nationalist government. But we find our-
selves in full agreement wi-h Prime Minister

Strijdom’s policy of making friends with African States
—whether free or under \White domination.

Behind it might be a welcome awakening to reali-
ties on the continent. On the one hand the peoples of
Africa have declared war on White domination. One’
by one African States are coming to the fore,” As they
increase in numbers they will gain strength for a con-
certed attack on apartheid and all the evils this policy
inflicts on the Black man in this part of the continent.

would be a Kaffir and be kicked about on the streets of
Johannesburg like every other African. .

The rea! and convincing recipe for making friends
with African States lies in romethig other than merely

'+ a policy of professed friendship; it lies in altering those

conditions which make the Africans lock on White:
South Africa with suspicion and hatred. ~South Africa
is regarded as an enemy by Black Africa not only be-
cause her policies towards the rest of Africa have up
to now been wrong, but largely because of the way in
which the Black man is oppressed in South Africa.:

On the other hand the Government has spoken of a '
bi-partisan policy for Africa. Here, we think they are
really fooling only themselves. The peoples of the
rest of the continent do not make the distinction 'be-
tween the Nationalist Party and the United Party, We "
think they are quite right in lumping the two together
for very many practical purposes on the race question.
The peoples of Africa know the Nationalist Party as
the obverse side and the United Party the reverse -of
the same evil of White domination.- - To talk of a -bi-
partisan policy when the people advocating it are -vit-
tually one and the same is to play the game %of unreal-
ism with dangerous naivete.

A truly bi-partisan policy for Africa will be one in
which the Black and the White South Africans will
have agreed; something which both will be able to
defend with conviction; But as long as therejis race
oppression in South Africa such a truly bi-partisan
policy for Africa is not possible. South Africa is not-a
White man’s country. It belongs to all the people who
have made it their home. A policy formulated by
White people alone to advance White interests will
defeat its own ends in the climate of opinion prevallmg
in the continent to-day.

We trust that Prime Minister Strijdom will b?eak
away from the shortsighted Malan line -in one -other
dxrecuon——-namely, in creating within the Umon an
atmosphere in which Black and White will find it pos: |
sible to think in terms of a truly bi- -partisan_ policy,
Such a policy alone will make an impression in a .cons.

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How Impartial A Board?

IN an otherwise admirable

article in the new magazine,
“Africa South,” Dr. Ellen Hell-
-man comments on the Group
Areas proposals put forward by
municipalities like Lydenburg,
Ermelo, Pretoria and some in
Natal—*'proposals to make the
whole Indian community live
and trade in the veld miles from
the town.,” And she adds that
“the Group Areas Board has, to
its credit, not been prepared to
entertain proposals of this na-
ture.”’

With respect, I think Dr. Hell-
man is paying more credit than
is due to the Board, True, in
sespect of the Pretoria proposal,
the Board has not favoured the
idea of dumping the Indians at
Welgegund, 16 miles out of town
—its attitude possibly not being
unaffected by the opposition of a
strong farmers’ association. At
Paar! the chairman of the Board
even chided the White / popula-
tion for wanting to move only
pon-Whites; and in  vairious
otber instances hearings have
been adjourned in the hope that
the municipalities might make
slightly less outrageous demands,

But whose fault was it that
such demands were made at all?
And have they not been further
encouraged by the sort of pro-
posal that, in the case of Johan-
nesburg, bas now found favour
with the Board and the Minister?
Does not the proclamation of
Lenasia, evidently made after
Dr. Hellman's acticle was written,
invite every municipality to pro-
pose the total eviction of its
Indian population?

Let us look first at four Trans-
vaal hearings during the last year
to sce what sort of proposals the
Board bis been “entertaining.’”
At Kletksdorp in Awugust last
year the town council proposed
to move its Indians 5 miles out
of town, because “we don’t want
Bombay near the City Hall.”
Mr, I. A. Maisels for the Indians
said that there appeared to be a
copy of the Act circulating in the
platteland to the effect that all
Indians must be kicked out of
the towns. -Advocate (now Mr.
Acting Justice) V. G. Hiemstra
for the municipality conceded
that the proposals for most towns
conformed to such a pattern,

. A month later at Wolmaran-
stad a similar proposal for the
Indians was justified by Mr.
Hiemstra on the grounds that
“’its desirability is proved by the
mere fact that the Indians are
in the middle of the town and it
is desirable to remove them to
preserve the character of the
town.” The couancil’s “evidence”

- amended

in support of its case consisted of
one typed sheet of paper,

A few weeks later at Ermelo
the town council’s memorandum
stated that its proposals for re-
maoving allits Indians ‘““followed
the example of other towns and
no reasons need, therefore, be
given.'” In his address to the
Board Mr. Hiemstra said that
Indian trade had developed “in
spite of warnings in past legisla-
tion that there is no future for
the Indians in this country.” At
Ventersdorp last May the council
went one step further and just
proposed that its Indians be
given no group areas at all—they
could be sent “somewhere in the
Cape.'" Later, it too proposed a
site in the veld.

We do not yet know which, if
any, of these proposals will find
favour with the Board or the
Minister. But how can we argue
that the Board “refused to enter-
tain' them? It listened to them
seriously and allowed counmsel to
argue on their behalf.

When the Board does not want
to ‘‘entertain’’ things, it has a
vety brusque record. For in-
stance, it found the Transvaal
and Natal Indian Congresses a
thorn in its flash at hearings. So
it ruled that they had no standing
to appear. And when they estab-
lished their right in the Supreme
Court, the Group Areas Act was
to give the Board
power to decide whom it would
hear and whom not,

Again, representations at hear-
ing may be made orally or in
writing.  This choice has con-
sistently been allowed to be
exercised against the interests of
the victims of municipal or
official proposals. Recently at
Cape Town it was made clear
that the victimised may give
verbal testimony only by per-
mission of the Board, not -of
right. b

Alternatively, when those to
be displaced bave asked that
municipal or official spokesmen
be called s0 that they may be
cross-examined about the pur-
pose and advantages of their
proposals, the Board has con-
sistently refused to call them—azs
at Wolmaranstad, Ermelo, Vege
burg and several northern Natal
towns, Yet if counsel for the
Indians wishes to establish the
obvious and admitted fact that
his clients’ trade will be ruined
if they are ejected onto the veld,
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ke is obliged to call witnesses to
establish the point.

If, therefore, the Board were
“not prepared to entertain’
these total-ejectment municipal
proposals (or similar ones made
by the official Reference and
Planning Committee, wherever a
municipality shows reluctance),
it could make its attitude very
plain the moment such a pro-
posal is tendered. This it has
never done, though it is quick

“enough to rule out an ‘‘obstruc-

tive” any proposal by the Indian
Congresses that Group Areas are
unnecessary in any given locality-

The inference is surely plain
enough, But it can be made
even plainer. On November 5th,
1954, the Board held a public
hearing at White River. There,
for the first time, it consented to
listen to an alternative proposal
which would have allowed the
Indians to remain in a portion of
the town. Counsel for the muni-
cipality objected in the strongest
terms to such a proposal being
considered at all.

What Mr, Hiemstra then said
is extremely revealing, He said
it was a matter of principle
whetber Indians should be ac-
comodated inside or outside the
towns. On this point the Board
had not to consider hardship or
the merits of the case at all,
“After the official encouragement
which municipalities have received
to make the (total eviction)} type
of proposal, it s bewildering to
see the Board gravely considering
a proposal completely at variance
with that principle. At each of
the other towns the council has
been led to believe that the Indians
will be removed from the estab-
lished townships to a place out.
side, whether it is bare veld or
not. Is the impression which has
been so widely fostered, to the
knowledge of the Board, complete-
ly unfounded?”

Although this passage virtually
speaks for itself, one other im-
portant piece of evidence against
the Boards’ neutrality in these
matters may be cited. At Rusten-
burg it was well known, and later
admitted publicly in the press,
that the town council was not
keen on making these sort of
proposals. 1 cannot prove that
members of the Board came to
Rustenburg and threatened even
more drastic proposals if the
council did not collaborate. I
can only assert that couacillors
are on record as Having said this
occurred. But I can prove some-
thing equally damaging to the
Board’s impartiality.

When the council originally
put up its proposals for Rusten-
burg. a small group of European
residents counter-proposed that
the Indians be given a Group
Area substantially in the portion

543

of the town they at present in-
habit, The latter proposal was
not among the proposals later
advertised by the Board, When
queried, the Board replizd that it
“did not intend advertising that
proposal unless good reasous for
such a step are advanced.,” A
little later the Secretary of the
Board wrote that ‘“my Board,
after due consideration of the
reasons ctc., has resolved not to
advertise the propoasal,” In reply
to a further query, the Board said
it was “not prepared to give any
reasons for its decision.”

Here, then, was the Board ‘‘en-
tertaining”’ from the municipality
exactly the sort of proposal that
Dr. Hellman was referring to,
and “not being prepared to enter-
tain'” a3 much tore reasonable
one. And when the case came to
public hearing, the Board refused
a request from sounsel to recon-
sider this decision, until it was
threatened with action in the
Supreme Court. It then adjourn-
ed sine die to enable the applica-
tion “to be placed before the full
Board" (cf, the Secretary's re-
marks above about “due con-
sideration’’) and ultimately let it
be known that both proposals
would be re-advertised. But it
took the theeat of appeal to the
courts to bring the Board to its
senses.

The Government are conoern=
ed not only over the political
reaction in Lthe rest of Africa to
the internal race policies of the
Union. bat also over the first
signe of a posaible economio
boyoott of the Union——and that
ata time when the Unjon is
doing her best to capture Afrie
can marketz, The label “made fu
the Union of South Africa”
conld indunce eales resigtance
among the Black oustomers in
the rest of Afrioa unless the
Government shows friendliness
in praotical form.

It has been in existence for
more than 25 years. It studies
the race question and publishes
important documents.

Alan Paton calls him a great and
brave fighter for justice, the King
of the Kaffirboeties

The present president is Dr.
Ellen Hellmann, a Jewish woman,
born in Johannesburg and a
Doctor in Social Anthropology.
She devotes ber life‘to the study
of the race question and the
struggle for the rights of the non-
Whites. With that in view she
visited FEngland, the United
States, East Africa, the Belgian
Congo, the Gold Coast and
French West Africa. She has
published more than one im-
portant study. ~She edited the
Handbook on Race Relationships
in South Africa.

Sabra, the South African
Bureau of Racial Affairs, is the
opposite number of the Institute.
It was founded 2 few years ago,
to study the race question from
an Afrikaner Nationalist view-
point.

At Stellenbosch I attended a
Conference of Sabra, at Cape
Town one of the Institute. Two
separate worlds. And yet there

Not the least among the op-
ponents of apartheid are the lead-
ers of industry and the mines:
The Nationalists quite rightly
reproach the industrialists that
they have never accepted respon-
sibility for the consequences
which  industrialisation has
brought for the Africans and bave
not lifted a hand to combat the
evils which have resulted from
the emptying and the hollowing
of the tribal context of the Afci-
cans and their urbanisation. The
miserable living conditions in the
locations of Johannesburg are
largely due to the industrialists.
Yet the social and political con-
sciousness of the Africans is
largely due to industrialisation.
Yet the industrialists are opposed
to apartheid. Not from goodwill
towards the Africans but from
self-interest. Economic develop-
ment is contrary to the policy of.
apartheid. People with moral
standards say: apattheid is unjust,
it is not right., The industrialists
say: it is impossible, it cannot be,

And it is not improbable that
the apartheid politicians who have
no regard for what is reight .will
have to give way to what cannot
be. The factories and the mines
need black labour. The demands
which industry-especially second-
ary industry—and trade make can
only be satisfied by rejecting
apartheid. It is impossible 1o
keep the Blacks unskilled labour-
ers. Economic apartheid is in
any case absolutely impossible.
Time and again the industrialists

" protest against the plans of the

apartheid fanatics, When the
latter say that new industries may
oaly be established in the vicinity
of the resetves a hurricane of
protest arises. And it is clear
that in nine out of ten cases the
industrialists are exempted, by
way of exception, from building
their new factories in the vicinity

of the reserves. Dr. Ellen Hell*
mann quite rightly says that South
Africa strives after apartheid
but thatit is driven to co-opera-
tion. Compelled by the dictates
of spiritual and social standards
on the one hand and by economic
ptinciples on the other it works
at the social development of the
Africans which in the long run
will make apartheid impossible.
There i3 a permanent conflict
between economic development
and governmental policy, The
Minister of Labour may say that
economic laws must, if necessary,
be set aside for the sake of the
colour bar, in practice it has

always proved to be impossible.”

Is there opposition to the policy
of apartheid in the political
sphere? The Nationalist Party
which propagates apartheid along
the whole line has for the time
being free play.

The United Party is qualitatively
weak and divided. Its opposi-
tion is unclear and for that reason
oot loyal. Its leader Strauss is
not of the same stature as Smuts.
Many of its members are not very

.taken up with his leadership. At

many points the United Party
offers opposition but not on
principle, always with hesitation
and reservations. It has very
little spiritual power, It follows
the traditional golden mean: the
policy of Smuts, but under the
leadership of Smuts this policy
had style and stature which under
the leadership of Straussis absent.
Most of the industrialists belong
to the United Party and the
Eoglish South African  Press
which is stroogly influenced by
the mines is almost without ex-
ception on its side.

‘The Labour Party has weaken-
ed during the past few years, In
the past it was a factor of im-
portance in the political life but
in such a way that its character
as a bona fide labour party and
certainly as a socialist party was
doubtful. At the 1924 election
it formed a united front against
Smuts but as a result of this co-
operation it had to guarantee not
to propagate socialism It gained
18 seats. Its influence was de-
pendent on thbe trade unions of
the White workers which main-
tained the colour bar in the eco-
nomic sphere. At the moment it
only holds 5 seats  Of late some
have tried to steer it in a more

socialist direction and at differ-
ent times it has opposed the
policy of apartheid of the Gov-
croment. That was the case for
instance when the Government
tried to put the Coloureds on a
separate voters’ roll  Yet it can-
not be said that it is a socialist
party and up to now it has not
been admitted to the Socialist
International, although it bas re-
quested admission

Itis a pity that South Africz
bas up till sow not known a real
socialist movement. The reason
is thar the White workers want to
maintain their privileges over
against their Black colleagues.
That is true of most of the
unions  They are in fact mostly
unions which only admit White
workers as members, The trade
upions of the Blacks zand the
mixed unions are not recognised
by law although they are not
forbidden. One can only hope
that a socialist movement will be
started in South Aftica:

It is not impossible and even
not improbable that it will hap-
pen in the future. Slowly but
surely a White proletariat is
coming into being in South Afri-
ca which will be driven towards
the Black proletariat.

Scholtz has drawn attention to
this development. As a Natjonal~
ist he regards it as dangerous.
Among Whites there is a growing
distinction between cepital and
labour, between the propertied
class and the proletariat: “Hardly
anything can be more dangerous
for the future of the Afrikane
nation than such 2 thing."

This class distinction, the re-
sult of the proletariatisation of a
section of the Whites, undermines
the unity of the Afrikaner nation
as a nation of Whites. In the
future there will be reprochement
between the White and the Black
proletariat. A proletariat which
consists of beth Whites and non-
Whites is indeed one of the
greatest threats imaginable to the
survival of the Afrikaner nation,”
The Nationalists combat the gera
eral trade wunions which also
admit non-Whites as members.
They establisb unions on a nae
tionalist basis. However, they
cannot stop the development. If
the the Labour Party could
realise that Iabour is labour and,

communism. They are afraid
that the intellectual Africans will
be won over to communism and
as propagandists will spread
Communist idcas among the large
masses. No one can say, how-
ever, what the size of the Com-
munist movement is, It is pro-
bably not large but it would be
foolish 'to draw -the coaclusion
from that that the Africans are
immune to Communist propa-
ganda. Alan Paton says that
communism has a hold on every-

2
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one who bas grievances apainst
the existing order and suffers
from discriminations.

He adds that there is no intel-
lectual African in South Africa
who has no grievances and against
whom there is no discrimination.
The politicians of apartheid hope
that when the Africans have seen
and acknowledged the blessings
of apartheid they will be lost to
communism. That is a vain hope.
They will never see-and acknow-
ledge the blessings  Whatever
they may choose it will never be
apartheid, Real Communists who
have studied communism are few
and far between in South Africa
and the few are mostly Whites.
But communism as resistance
against the existing order will in
the long run gain ground in-a
world in which millions are kept
deprived of political rights.

How do the non-Whites react?

For the great mass of Africans
the “baasskap” of the Whites is a
fact which is accepted as self-
evident beTause it belongs to the
foundation of the world in whick
they were born and bred, They
regard the domination of- the
weak by the stropg as a natural
law and the White man as the

stronger by nature;

In a certain sense that is also
true of apartheid. The great mass
do not know .better. They all
try to obtain for themselves with-
in the framework of existing re-
lationships what can be obtained,
