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Basutoland Séts The Nats A Problem
CCORDING to Presi reports the Nationalists
@ have been angered by the granting of represen-
tative to the Basuto nation. This is very signi-
ficant for two reasons.

On the one hand it takes the ‘bottom out of Mr.
Strijdom’s declared policy of making friends with the
emergent peoples of Africa and, ‘on the other, it is a
piece of interference in the domestic affairs of a foreign
country which we would normally expect the Nationalists
not to resort to.

One of the carliest things Mr. Strijdom made clear.
shortly afier his election to the leadership of the Nation-
alist Party was that he wanted to-convince the emergent
peoples of Africa that South Africa is nat their -enémy.
With this in mind he sent a representative to Ghana's
independence celebrations. The Minister of External
Affairs followed this with a ‘promise—which has 'not- so
far materialised—that South Alrica-would -establish dip-
lomatic relations with Ghana. Since then Mr. Louw has
been campaigning, privately as well as onthe public
platform. for the creation of-conditions which would not
be embarrassing to visiting African diplamats.

Against this background it'would haveibeen 'natural
1o exyect a government which genuinely seeks stobe
friends with the peoples of Africa to welcome the step
taken by the British to give the \Basuto a.measure of
rcpresentafivc-govcrl\lment as thefirst- essential step:to-
wards sovereign independence, Onithe .contrary, the
Nationalists become angry. )

After we had moved about a
bundred yards away, the force
of the water-stream died and
everyone became stationary, 1
had expected some more petsons
from the aircraft to come to sur-
face—and to life. But, alas, fve
were all that were shown any
mercy.

4 Under Water

The fire by now had reduced
considerably, and was being drift-
ed towards the west. This was
fortunate, too, We had moved
in the direction of south,

Now for the first time we were
at a safe distance from the ever
threatening fire  This allowed
me to make a better, clearer and
more accurate survey to look for
safety. Till now death being at
such close quarters, I tried to
catch for safety whatever scemed
close at hand and whatever was
most preminent

Beside the five lives afioat
there were no more.  As to the
identity of the last wwo, we did
not know. Even these two per-
sony had bubbled upto the sur-
face a long time after they had
submerged, I admired their ten-
acity to hold their breath for
such a long period. These two
persons were ejected to the sur-
face in quick succession. I
watched in eagerness for more to
follow.

Usnfortunate it was that per-
haps they were already doomed
ta death. Everything had rather
quictened now. The stream had
stopped, the fire was lower and
the fourteen under water, alas,
must have stopped breathing,

Never would they struggle again i

for apother breath  Nor would
they resist when the fierce teeth
of bungey sharks bit into their
limbs.

‘Island Of Hope’

We were surrounded by is-
lands on all sides. One large
and threc small ones with wide
gaps in between. From the scene
of the otash the hot-water stream
bad drifted us in the ditection of
island “A".,
fot landing

Firstly because the stream had
pushed us in that direction and I
expected lesser resistance if we
contintted in the same direction.
Secondly, island “A' scemed
more desisable than ejther “B"
or Great Natuna because of its
flat surface and crowded coconut
trees, contrary to the other ise
land’s barren hilly topography and
Great Natuna’s vague shrubby
uacertainty,

I shouted to Dikshit without .

giviag any reasons, “Let’s make
for this island,” and I pointed to
island “A" and sheuted to Pathak
similarly.

Now the secand phase for sur-
vival had begun. Pathak, myself
and Diluhit were almost together
and the other two about 150 yards
from us. Pathak had both bonea
of bis left forearm broken, Diks-
hit had kis right collaz-bone bro-
ken, I knew that none of my
bones were broken; yet my righy
foot hurt me while splashing

I chose this island .
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through water and I just could
not move my left arm.

Other damage we were unable
to estimate just then, About the
other two—we did not kuow their
state at all.

The best plan we thought was
to hurry to the first accessible
istand and whosoever ceaches
first should, with the help of
local inhabitants, rescue the
others, Getting all together
would bave been wasting precious
daylight, we thought 1 person.
ally felt the possibility of in-
habitants being on the inlands 23
very remote,, 50 deserted tvas
their look,

More so I felt because the
crash of such a big, burning air-
plane was within sight of any of
the islands and the fire and smoke
after the crasb must have been
visible for miles. A catastrophe
of such magoitude would have
definitely drawn the simple in-
habitants, out of their butments.

Dikshit, on the other hand was
very optimistic. Despite their
seemingly deserted look he hoped
to find help oo every island.

Change Of Course

The islands seemed to  be
within easy reach. We must
spare no pains to get there
before sundown. Pathak and
Dikshit were doing admirsbly
well in spite of their broken
bones. I rmusnoeuvred myself
close to Dikshit to remain within
helping distance,

All three of us were strugpling
bard, We made fairly gond pro-
gress in half an hour, leaving the
last two persoos afioat far behind.

Cge full hour of struggling
bad yielded bardly any results.
The small island A" that we
were heading for, eras as distant
now as it was in the beginning.

,Besides Dikshit foresaw a danger

in attempting to reach the small

*istand.

He realised that, should water-
currents drift us away from the
island we could easily slip
through the gaps between ialand
“A’ and the Great Natuna, or
“A'" and “B" islands and] sharks
might feast on us. He decided
to change course, and Pachak
and myself immediately followed
suit.

The Great Natunz had about
two miles iof shore towards us
and a drift due to currents can
never be that big to push us off
its ends,

Pathak now was a good hup-
dred yards ahead of us. Dikshit
and T remaimed together ever
trying to make for the Great
Natupa. We kept in touch with
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Pathak through whistles (which
are attached to the life-jackets),

" A Welcome Light

Dikshit's life-jacket had an
illuminated water-proof bulb
illuminated ever since he had
inflated the jacket, but till now
it was hardly visible, Now that
sunlight was fading, the minia-
ture bulb came into prominence.
Its presence wag felt and it was
2 welcome one.

This tivy light could be our
saviour, a strew the sinking man,
in the grim darkness that would
soon fall,

Dikshit and I kept talking,
floating side by side. We both
were So  very optimistic  that
Pathak had either reached the
island we were heading for or he
would very soon reach it Dik.
shit kept saying, “I hope Pan-
ditji (Pathak’s pet name among
friends) contacts some fishermen
and gets 2 boat to rescue us,”

Brilliant ldea
Since I could got make use of

my left arm and Dikshit of his |

right arm for swimming, many a
time we used to get a little apart
Dikshit thought that once sun-
light completely faded away we
might lose track of each other

and all the efforts to stay together I

till now would be wasted,

Dikshit bad the brilliant idea |

of tying ourselves together, OQOur
life-jackets had about one foot
each of ex*ra strap, We tied to-
gether the atraps. These were
Sirong canvas straps, and would
never break,

After tying, enough slack was
left to allow for flexibility in our
different movements, Vet no
matter bow we swam, we would
always be kept topether. It was
fortunate as to the position of
our damaged arms, My jnjured
left arm and Dikshit’s injured
right arm were side by side. We
used to move, simultaneously,
our good arms and legs to pro-
gress in a straighe line,

We became aware of the cold
bard faet that there must be
strong water currents which had
prevented us getting near the
shore. A distance which at fiest
sight I thought we would traverse
in about two hours, did notsecem
even a fathom nearer.

Realising this, Dikshit said,
*We should bave asked Pathak to
stay with us, t0o."” I disagreed
with him, sayinp, “Pathak i3 a
better swimmer, that would have
meant spoiling his chances of
reaching the islands ecatlier.”
Dikshic agreed with this view-
point.

No Easy Battle
The last of the twilight was

fadiog rapidly. The only lights
visible now were one oo Dik.
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shit's life-jacket and the other of
the remnants of the burning oil
that had drifted into the open
sta towards the western horizon.

The battle was not going to
be so short as we had -anticipated,
We knew that the water currents
might considerably delay our
reaching the land. Our pace of
swimming must be so adjusted as
to last indefinitely, without ex-
bhaustion; at least uantil morning
when help might arrive,

The reserve of energies must
last without any replenishment—
not even a drop of water. We
slowed down our pace and started
beating our hands and feet at a
steady rate.

Discomfort Goes

The burning oil on the borizon
had died away. As darkness
grew, Dikshit's life jacket light

Flight Purser Pementa

appeared brighter and cast a disc
of light in the water, 10 to 12
feet in diameter, All the rest of
the life jackets bad terches in-
stead of the continuously burning
light. The contour of the island
bad become dimmer still. Swim-
ming with clothes on was a gui-
sance. So we acted on the advice
that Pathak pave us when he was
within heariog distance, to cast
away our trousers .

The contents of the trousers
—money, wallet, sun.glasses and
keys were discarded alonpg with
the trousers.

Immediately on leaviog the
trousees I felt the water very
cold and regretted my hasty
action; but only for a while,
The trousers certainly kept me
warm. But the body soon ac-
customed itself to the new teme
peratire and the giscomfort
vanished.

It was very important that we
keep moving in a straight line in
the chasen ditection, The cone
tour of Great Natuna's shallow
baoks was dimly visible through
the pitch dark surroundings. The
life-jacket, since it was tied on
the chest, made it compulsary
for us to float oo our backs and
swim backwards,

To pauge the distance covered
we had to twist our bodies and

turn our necks through mneatly
180 degrees to look at the ap-
parently approaching bagk of the
island—a painful process. The
best way to keep moving in ap-
proximately the desired djuc-
tion was to hold a prominent
object in front as a guide.

“*Keep Trying”’

The hills on igland “B'’ served
as an excellent landmark for such
a guide. Dikshitand I kept the
hill in view and swam backwards
hour after bour, Every half an
hour or so when Dikshit would
ask “Karnik how much more to
20?” I would go through the
painful task of twisting my neck
180 degrees and reply, "fonly 2
hundred yards more.”

Ist August, 1958
got us iato comversation. We
gave veat to sur anger and bitter-
ness at this dastardly work of
killing innocents. It had taken
the toll of 14 lives till now.
Should no preater misfortune be-
fall us, Pathak, Dikshit and I
koew that we should be living to
tell the tale. The fate of the last
two persons afoat, ‘we did not
know and now we were worried
about them.

Isaid to Dikshit, “I wish the

‘aircrafc bad . floated for just
three minutes and I bet we
could have saved them all.”

Dikshit merely said, “I wish o,
too.”

Live To Tell Truth:
We both knew ‘that this wase

After three or four such re~: mere wishful thinking, An air-

petitive angwers Dikshit koew
the joke, I knew that the
island was not an inch closer.
But I must keep our struggling
spirits high, For, that was the
only hope of surmounting the
devilish powesful watee-current.

The dim contour of the hill
made jt pecessary to raise our
beads and constantly stare at it
This again added to our ine
creasing exhaustion. After a
while we both used to relax our
beads down and furiously beat
our hands and legs, temporatily
disregarding our landmark and
boping to head towards out
destination. The resule was a
journey out of the course by
over 100degrees, A good lot of
cnergy and time were lost in
correcting and continuing on the
“road"”., Only one motto we had
in mind, *Keep trying.”

Yet So Far

Again the routine coatinued,
Raise the head and peer towards
the hill and keep beating hands
and legs—relax the neck a litle,
disregard landmark 2nd be off
course. Sometimes Dikshit would
shout out, “Karnik I dog't think
we are on the right course.””

- Then we would stop our activity

for a while and search around
for our landmark, To our dis-
may we were heading exactly in
the opposite direction,

Ta correct aurselves and con-
tinue the journey was the only
alternative. This happened again*
and again, Tbe Great Natuna
looked 30 close and remained so
farl ft

Conversation is the “best re-
