+iMr. Warring’s expulsion follows
his statement in Parliament dur-
ing the debate on the amendment
of the Suppression of Commun-
jsm_Act, that he was prepared to
overlook the necessity for allow-
ing a-olication to the courts, and
producing witnesses,’ and that he
and his group ‘werc prepared to
go a long way wuth the Minister.
This atutude runs counter to the
constitutionally adopted aim of
the Springbok Legion—‘to oppose
any individual, party, group or

movement which attempts to un-.

Mr. War-
ings action in Parliament is ‘de-
trimental to the interests of ex-
servicemen and the ideals of
democracy for which the war was
fought.!

U.S, Professors To Study
In South Africa
The Carnegie Foundation of
New York has aonounced the
voting of grants to two Arherican
University professors to study in
South Africa. Mr. Robert Havig-
hurst, of Chicago University, will
study the latest developments in
education and social research in
South Africa, and Mr, Charles
Nixon, of the University of Cali-
fornia, will take part for one year
in a programme of advanced social
science trainigs at the University
of Natal. The Corporation also
announnced the voting of a grant
of 15,000 dollsrs to Yale Univer-
sity to support a co-operative
rescarch programme with the
East African lastitute of Social
Research at Makerere College,
Uganda. A YVYale professor will
collaborate on a study of evolving
African leadcrship, which is being
conducted under a previous cor-
poration grant of 80,000 dollars to
Makerere Ctllege.—Sapa-Reuter.

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INDIA’S FOREIGN POLICY

I

HE shortage of ncwsprint and
the curtailment of comment
on international affairs has long
been deplored in Britain, But bere
we are’even worse off, despite our
larger papers,  In the first place,
whereas the British ratio between
comment and advertisement is
about 2:1, here the figures are
almost reversed,  Secondly, the
maip British dailies have a na-
tional circulation and can leave
parochial news to the provincial
press,  Here our dailics have to
combine genzral and parochial
reporting.  In the result  consi=
derably less space is devoted to
world news by the South African
ptess, And this, of course, both
reflects and encourages 3 certain

insularity of public interest,

The fact that little more than
snippets of foreign news rcaches

_ tbe South African public is quite

clear to those of us who can com-
pare our papers with overseas
dailies aod weeklies. And the
process of selecting the snippets
often scem to pander to local
prejudices at the expense of
objectivity and a wider pers-
pective. For instance, on Sep-
tember 17 and 23 Mr, Nebru
made two important speeches on
India's foreign policy before each
of the Houses of the Indian
Parliament. I have their full text
before me as I write. But I cannot
recall that anything more was
published here than a brief cx-
cerpt of his views on Korea and
Aftica, each of which subject
lifted out of its general context
was calculated to give a quite
erroneous picture—which finds

" teady acceptance among us—of

India as 2 meddlesome interferes
overseas, who is also unwilling to
undertake responsibilities com-
mensurate with het professions of
policy. I want now (o explain
the fuller context of a policy emi-
auntly reasonable, however much
it may differ from our own ideas.

I was recently inquiring into
opinion in my town about an
Indian Group Area, A well-in-
formed and otherwise fairminded
man told me that the one thing
be could not forgive I[ndia and
Indians was their refusal to send
more than ambulance units to
the Korean war, Dr. Malan made
the same point, referring 10 India’s
tefusal to participate in  a war
“oply a stone’s throw from her
own border’’—some stonel some
threw! but certainly she is more
pearly involved geographically
than we are, who seat an air
squadron (not, originally, without
hesitation), But I sympathise
with the criticism, Decause the

grounds for India's attitude to
Korea have never been explained
to South Africaus,

Division Of Tie World

Mr. Nehry sees, though he
does not like, the division of the
world into two large power group®,
America and her allies versus
Russia and hers. But thereare very
few intelligent Indians—or Asians,
for that matter—who will agree
that communism is per s¢ an cvils
thing, to be contained by force at
all costs, They not only doubt
the efficacy of arms as an answer
to ideas (as distinct from aggres-
sion provoked by those ideas);
they will explain that the idea has
its good and its bad aspects—
good, where it is concerned to
eradicate social irjustice acd in-
crease the productivity of back-
ward areas; bad in its funda-
mental materialism, in its too
frequent restriction on personal
liberties, its lack of sciuple in
method and whenever it is used
as an excuse for tcrritorial agpres-
sion. On the other hand, Indians
and Asians do not regard Western
civilisation as an unm’xed blessing
to mankind. They are regelled
by a materialism hardly less
blatant than communism’s, by
racial arrogance which is singular-
ly lacking among the present pro-
poneats of communisn, and by
the Wesv's territorial imperialism
which, though ncw in recession
(where it is not yielding to ““dollar
imperialism’"), has let deep scars
upon the Asian’s sclf-respect.
Thus ro Gandhi ths British
argument  about guaranteeing
order, stability and jusuce 1a
India, however true, was simply
irrelevant, because alien rule 18
spiritually and morally stuating.
(This is a truth at which the more
fervent Nationalists are reaching,
though unhappily in a context
where it is inapplicable, when
they opt for ‘‘poverty under a
Nationalist Goverament rather
than presperity under any other.”)
And thus you will ind Nehru
declaring with the full support of
most of his countrymen: *“‘We
are against any colonial rule in
any part of the world, Because
of our weakness—if you like—we
do not do much about it. And
because we do not do much
abcut it, we do not shout
much about it, (1) because shout-

(1) Slight reservations here;

ing without doing does not help
We also recognise (South African
sub-editors  usually excise this
voice of reason) that in a com-
plicated situation it is not casy
always to solve a problem merely
by trying to give effect ta slogans.
It may take time."

Salt Water Imperialism

Because Asia has  just  ex-
perienced three or four centuries
of “salt-water” imperialism, it is
acutely sensitive to any contin-
uance or rc-cmergence of western
hegemony but, as yet, insuffi-
ciently aware of the danger of the
overland version. And this has
all sorts of side-cffects, such as I
discussed in the March ‘Forum,’
which time and expericnce
alone will overcome. So when
the Russian-armed North Koreans
attack-d the American-sponsorcd
South Koreans, Indians could not
sce this as a straight-forward
issue. They were from the first
urcomfor:ably aware that (as we
have only lately learm) Syngman
Rhee is not cvery Asian's—nor
even every South Korean's—cup
of tea, that he was not ingocent
of aggressive ambitions of his
own, that his powert rested very
largely upon American support
and that the latter’s swift armed
intervention, even though it was
taken under the auspices of UNO,
was primarily dictated by her
own strategic interests in Japan
and the Pacificc. I am here
peither defending nor analysing
Iadia's attitude, merely trying to
cxplain it. And Indian hesitaticns
were reinferced by MacArthur's
volubility and his drive to the
Yalu which, as India warned,
must precipitate open Chinese
intervention, And t> these re-
servations, wild talk by senior
American statesmen about a pre-
ventive war against Russia, China
or both, the activities of the
«Caina Lobby’ and recent con-
geatulations to Rhee from incivi-
dusl Congressmen and Senators
(aot ail of them political light-
weights) for his wruculence and
breach of faith—and India w.ll
be the more prepared to disregard
the claims of either side to be
whody right.

Dogmatic Fervour

Hence Nehru deplores “the
clement of dogmatic fervour, the
narrow approach which considers
everything in tesms of black and
white—‘those for us and those
against'—repeating the old ua-
fortunate bigoted approach of
religion which brought about the
wars of religion in the past, with
pot even the saving graces which
religion sometimes provided in
the past.” Speaking on behalf o
a fairly small country in terms o f
military power, he does not
think very much of a “strong’’
policy, “‘going about . looking as
ficrce and ferocious as possible,
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(telling cveryone we will punish
them if they don’t behave as we
want—that sort of thing may
sound very well at a public mect-
ing and evake aprlause, but thp
factis (Mr., Swart, pleace note)
-that it rcprecents great immna-
turity in political thinking and
understand'ng.’! And so Nehru
reserves India's right to pick ard
choose as she thinks right between
the policies of the great powers,
without altogcther endors’ng
cithicr,

He understands that this may
be a lonely course, in danger of
earning the dislike of both sides.
But he pleads against it being
called neutrality, “I can under-
stand ‘neutrality’ in war, Vi
mzre fact that this word is often
used today signifies that those
who use it live in a mental state
of war,” which excludes the pos-
sibility of dealing with wmatters
ccolly, on their merits, and hence
increases the chaoce of a shooting
war, Equally he rejects the cur-
rent phrase about “a third force.”
“When you use this phrase, you
are using it in terms of some
kind of pressure,’” which the ma-~
terially weak ccuntrics of Asia
and elsewhere are in no pesition
to bring effectively agwinst either
power bloc, though they may
refuse to be automatically com-
mitted to war at the behest of
either, The phrase, therefore,
only “makes people feel that they
can cxercise some influence 1
the domain of world affairs whicl
in fact they cannot,”

In staking out this independent
position, which has-already proved
useful more than once ia mediat-
ing between the main power
groups, India bas sometimes
seemed to dissociate herself more
strongly from the western thaa
the Russian side.  There are two
reasons for this, Fuirst, that no
one except the inwrnationaly
uninformed —to whose compuany
cur Pr.me Min.ster occasionally
seems to aspire—really imagues
that lndiais a Russian satellite.
Oa the other hand, she was unul
recently western colonial territory
and i1s now a member of the
Commonwealth.  Thus she feels
it more necessary (0 empaasise
her independence of the “Anglo-
American bloc,’” . ven though this
latter as an equal and opposite
force to the Soviet blocis largely
a creavton of Cominform propa-
ganda and the consequence of
post-war  Russian aggression,
Secondly, while the communist
press is so controlled that no-
thing much can be done about ir,
the free press of the world—as we
see daily in South Africa—is so

_predominaully anti-Russiap, anti-

communist and aati-anyone not
fully committed to ‘“our" side
that the uncommitted bave to be
a little strident to get the.r case
heard at all.

MY heart is sore at the treatment

meted outto thc non-White
prisoners in peneral and the Afri-
can prisoners in particular.  Itis
not an cxapgeration to say that
they arc treated not a human
beings but as beasts,

From the momeat the prisoners
are lct out from their cclls in the
morning to the time they are
locked up in the evening you hear
the foulest language. Prisoners
are not only shouted atbut beaten
up, knocked, slapped, fisted,
charged by the African warders
with sticks and by the White
warders with batons, They arc
driven about like herds of animals.

If any prison:r bas a complaint
against any warder he seldom
gets a proper hearing.  Fle has to
think a 1ot before be lodges a
complaint becausc of the fear of
reprisals  from the warder by
«whom bic has been ill treated.
Thurs arc many ways of reprisals
besides -ating up the prisoner,
Falsc charpe. of indiscipline can
be laid against itim for which he
is liable to pet solitary confine-
ment and spare dict—which con-
sists of mealie rice water {wice o
day for several doys and cven
lashes if the offence is of o scri-
ous nature,

The word of the warder is
gencrally accepted as gospel truth.
He can even bring false witnesses
by favouritism. The prisoner, on
the other hand, would find it
difficult to find any witnesses be-
cause of the fear of their getting
into tr. -ible.

Once while we were standing
in parade waiting for the chief
warder or the Superintendent to
come, whispering was going on
soon after the chief warder had
passed and gone in another yard.
One African prisoner caught the
warder's eye.  The warder called
him with an abuse shouted at him
(bastard or dog is quite frequently
used to call prisoners) he gave
him a slap on his face, a fst in
his waist and a kick in his back
and madc him stand aside. When
the chief warder returned, the
warder reported to him that the
prisoner was talking while on
parade. The chief warder, with-
out stopping to hear the full story,
ordered that be should have his
two meals cut, which meant that
he was to be locked up for twenty-
four hours and given only one
meal and besides he would get a
black mark on his ticket. The
prisoner in question of course
had no opportunity to tell the
chief warder that he had already
had his punishment from the
warder,

There was another instance
when an  African prisoner was
badly beaten up by a White
warder while working outside in
a span, He was given a severe
punch on his mouth and his top
lip was swollen swhich made it
difficult for him to eat his food
for two or three days, When he
wanted to complain about this to
the Superintendent, he was pre-
vented from doing so by the
warder in charge, Such instances
can be multiplied scores of times.
The term commonly used for
Indians, Coloureds and Africans
is respectively “coolie,” “Bush-
man'’ and “'Kaffir.,”

While T was in Germiston, I
was horrified to see one morning
an African warder within less
than a minute strike three African
prisoners on their heads with a
stick, making their heads bleed
just because unkoowingly they
were standing in the wrong queue.
This happened while the head
warder, who was acting as the
chief warder, was present. The
African warder was not checked
for his action,

What T wish to lay stress upon

is the fact that this is a common
thing in dealing particularly with

" African prisoners,

My experience of jail life has
been that jail is a place where
they teach you to forpet all the
rules of hygicne and health.

The only opportunity you get
to have a wash is op Saturday
afternoon. The rest of the days
you live in dirt and you cat dirt.
The food is not clean nor is it
served in clean dishes. Mealie
meal porridge and boiled mealies
are about the only things which
might bc said to be properly
cooked. Though there too the
porridge is sometimes too salty and
sometimes there is very liule salt
init. In mealie rice and beans
you invariably find stones and
dirt, The prisoners hardly ever
get their full quota of meat, vege-
tables, sugar or fat, In regard to
vegetables the only things served
are carrots and beetroots, You
hardly ever sec anything clse.
And these are cooked with all the
dirt and so quite a good bit is
thrown away and on one occasion
the beetroot was quite a lot ig
weight but we bad to throw away
the whole of it because it was too
string)f and unfit for human cop-
sumption.

I do not see why a variety of
vegetables cannot be served aud
why they cannot be cleanly
cooked.

Prisoners had to eat their food
squatting down on the ground in

the open yard which was exposed
to wind and rain, If the wind
blew, the dust would soil all the
food and render it uneatable.  If
it rained all the food got wet. I
experienced this myseif. The
warders were all togged up in
their overcoats and raincoats
standing watching the prisoners
who were being drenched while
cating their food. It reminded
me of the berdsman watching the
heard of cattle or sheep grazing.

The dishes the non-European
prisoners get arc invariably old
and dirty locking, If you allow
water to stand in them for a
minute the dishes get rusty, The
same thing with the mugs. There
are clean dishes and clean mugs
which do not get rusty but, if by
chance a few happen to come to
the non-European prisoners, par-
ticular care is taken to see that
they do not remain with them
long. The same is the case with
blankets and mats, Clean mats
hardly ever come to the mnon-
European prisoners and if they do
they are not allowed to remain
with them long. The blankets
in Germiston were decent but in
Pretoria they were thin and
tattered and what was more they
were so full of lice that for fifteen
days I suffered sleepless nights
scratching my whole body. Igot
sores all over. The warder under
whom I was working happened
to see my bare body and asked
mec what had bappened. I told
him about the lice. He reported
the matter to the chief warder
and I found that my blankets and
mat were treated with D,D.T.
powder. And later I found that
all the other blankets and mats
were similarly treated. I made
no complaint about it because I
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was told by the other prisoners
that they had always been suffer.
ing and notbing was being done,

1 found that there was no
uniformity in obgerving jail re-
gulations by the authorities. Far
instance *D,"” diet. In Germiston
I was never given the proper
D.” diet to which I was entitled
ror did the Coloured prisoners
get it, though they were also en-
titled to it, That fact was re-
vealed to me only when 1 was
transferred to Pretoria, 1 do not
sec why the same rules should
not be applied 1o all jails.

In Pretoria I found that every
prisoner was given a wooden
spoon which he was expected to
keep with him. That decent rule
was not observed in Germiston,
where there were never enough
spoons to go round.

Another thing I noticed in
Germiston was that the prisoners
never once had the same bedding.
They were herded in different
cells every day and bad to use
different beddings used by some
other prisoner.

Although I used to be in the
same cell every day the beddings
were always mixed up by the clean-
ers, and sometimes I found the
blankets all in a heap and bad
to just take any two or three from
them that came into my hands. I
cannot imagine anything more
unclean and unhygieaic.

In Pretoria I did not see the
blanlkets being mixed up ‘in this
way and the prisoners were lock-
ed up in their respective cells
every day. They were not indis-
criminately locked up as in Ger
miston,

MEMORANDUM SUBMITTED TO LOCAL
GOVERNMENT INQUIRY COMMISSION

M officials of tho Tranavaal
Indian Hawkera Assoointion,

op representing the Indinn green~
grooers in the Tranevasl gub-
mitted a memorandum to the
Looal Government Inguiry Com-
migsion. Tho momorandnm said:

We desire to refer in brief to
tho useful contribution of the
Indian  green-grocers in  the
arban life of the country. As
guppliors of the nutritions needs
of the people in {ho Transvaal,
the Indian pgreen-groocera may
indieputably olaim to he pionsera
in this field, reaching the distant
areas in oities and towns for
supplying fruit and vegetables to
the Jlaropenn customers.

From 1900 when Johnnnes-
burg wae a small city with n few
townships to today when it bns
no less than 300 townships with
modern buildinge, roads and in~
slitutione, the Ilndinn hawkers
have been in the limelight, com-
monoeing their very arduous work
from early morning, calling at
the Newtown Market for the
purchase of greens from the local
European farmers and setling on
a jonrney by n motor lorry or a
horse-onrt for the onstomers’
homes or premises—to supply
froit and vegetables at lhe puno-
tual honr, regardless of the
weather, rain, enow or wind; heat
or cold.

The Indian green-grocers 8o-
taslly know ihe daily require-
mente of their Earopean cus-
tomere, and are fully relicd upon
in the discharge of lheir daly,
the suggested delivery of greens,
whooavar the customer may be, a
honge-wife, a school, a boarding-
house, a hotel, a nurslog home,
an orphanago or any sooial wal~-
fare institution. In several in=-
stanoee, the housewives leave the
orders at home either with the
gervants or at the place known to
them to be promptly and sssnred-
ly attended to by the Indian
_ Green-Grocers.

The behaviour of the Indian
green-grooers in their daily con-
tacst with the INaropeans has
proved to be exemplary, indica~
ting an honest spproach in deal-
ings and reconciliation on points
of disagreement and ecxpression
of good-will.

To the green-grocers and haw-
kers in the Transvasl, the pre-
pent liceneing procedure i8 un-
necessarily o prolonged affair
resulting in expense and worry.
It begins with an upplication to
the Local Authority for a8 muni-
cipol licenoe, followed by police
ingulry wand storeroom inspec:

tion, igeming of oarde for re-
ceiving tha licenoe, and finally
npproaching the authorities for
the Government licenoce. The
procedure hap, in many onres
dolayed the grant of tho hawker's
licences, withont any blame on
the part of tho applicants who
have been compelled to pay the
ponalty for not getting the
licence before tho preeoribed
dato. Tho proceduse requiren
some reform. Tt shonld bo sither
gimplified or the work speeded
op. In the cage of granling new
liconoes, the prooedurs may bo
jnatified, but in the case of re-
newals it Lecomes an enormoud
wagte of time. We would veninre
to submit, in the oircnmstances,
that ecither tbe application for
the renewals be granted wilhont
dolay or the pennlty waived
where the first applioation for
the municipal licence has been
made in time,

Powers Of Licensing
Bodies

On the subject of the powers
of the licensing bodies, our sub-
migsion is that these bodies
chonld be legally compelled to
give reasons nt the request of the
aggrieved persons for lhe re-
fusal of applicalions for licences
in tho interests of fairplay and
jaetice. Thero shounld be a right
of appeal to the Supreme Court
or a properly constitnted judioial
appesl board. It might defeat
the ends of juslioe if such vilal
anthorily is left to the sole dia-
oration of officiale regardless of
the position they hold in the
provincial or municipal adminis-
trotion.

The experience of the Sonth
Afriean law courte tells of dan-
gera of the liosnsing system
wherein business licences mipht
be adjandicated uwpon by muni-
oipnl councillors of one seotion
of the population only. There
bave been instances whero pre-
jadice or looal influences or peir=
sonal bias or oOther extraneous
oconeiderations have sffcoterll de-
oigions.

Mr. Justico Fv E. T, Krause
denlt with this aspect of the
Licensing system some 23 years
ago in 1931. He offered the
following trenchant oriticiem in
delivering judgment” of a oase
where the Lioensing Commilteo
of the Johannesburg City Conncil
bad refused Lo grant o butoher’s
Hoence in Yeoville:

“'I have unhesilatingly form-
ed the conviolion from this
and several similar cases, whioh
hnve ovme bofore the Courts,

that it wan n mistalco for the
legislaturn to entrust the grant-
ing or refueal of buslcers
licanara 1o looal authorities
ocompored ng (bey are of per-
gons whoe are returned to tho
(CJounoil by the popular vota.
ITnman natnre, being what it
ie, and 1ho loeal it luenoes that
they are, in my view, it in a
positive danger to entrust such
bodies with semi-judicial fupe-
tions which call for an im-
partial, nopbiaged, honest and
fair consideralion of the merits
of application which might bhe
brous ht - before them. In
throry, lhe prinoiple may look
feasible, bnt in prectioe it has
failed most lamentably.”
Eqnity wonld dsmand, we
feel, that the Lecoal Anthorities
ghonld be debarred from hsving
a fion] Bay in granling or olher-
wigo of bueinesa licences. We
wonld also suggest Lbhat they
shonld have no powers what«
goever to prohibit any tradea and
bueineeres sltogetber or in part,

Racialism In Trade

Raoial segregation in the field
of trade io most inadvieable., Tt
wounld be digestrous if racial
groupipg were inslituted in this
sphere on grounds of lhe pre-
domipance of a certain group in
a certain area. It will mean coc=
nomio strangulation and goaisl
ostracisalion of the small pon-
Taropean groups in the country.

Racial integration has been
instrumental go far in lhe deve-
lopment of the country. All
gections of the population havs
contributed one way or the other
to \he progrees and prosperily of
Sonlh Africa, Any deparluore
from (he cstablished syslem i
likely to «ffcct the economy of
{the country also.

An attempt to refuee the baw-
ker’s licences to Indian green+
grocers will meap, in the firat
instance, disorganisation in the
distribution of fruit and vege-
tables. It will amount to de-
priviog thousands of Furopeans
in Johsnnesburg. Pretoria and
elgewhere of well-organised deli-
very of greenr, to the huge loss
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in incomo to Enropean farmaers
and gardeners, to the great res
dnation of trade at the Markels,
and to tha total rnination of tha
Iodian bhawkers ioterested In
the distribution of these com-
modities. Taoial apartheld in
trade ig snre lo oreate serious
nnemployment problem in the
country. It will be Inadvisable
to ologe up the gources of livelk
hood of the seoliond’of people on
grounds of colour, race or cresd,

The ideology of ra2cial apart.
heid i8 impraotical from every
angle. We would soggest that
the Local Government Irquiry
Commiesion corcentrate mora on
points of racial integration in
trade than its disintegration.

Over-trading shonld not be
pdvanced as a reagoa for refusing
an application for a licence. The
over-trading ia likely to be umed
a8 n protext to eliminate or
oripple non-Enropean business
which has po voice in the consli=
tution of licensing ocommittees or
rural licensing boarda.

In onr bumble opinion, the
Provinoisl Admipistration should
restrict itaelf to the Jjuriediction
of mattere allooated to it under
the South Africa Aot. Issnes
of raoial apsriheid in trade may
be better left into the hands of
the Central Governmsnt.

In copolusion, we would wish
to repeat \hat consideralions of
racial grouping should not be-
nllowed to restriot in any way
the activilics of the Indisn
green-grocera in the spheres of
fruit and vegetabls distribution
so esaential to the health of the
people. The oi.ies and towns In
the Tranevaal Provincs are rapic-
ly growing, and with the peopls
desiring {o live in comfortabls
homes and peacefol atmosphers
in distant towpships away from
the excitement and hubbub of
central aress, the urefnlness of
Indian hawkers not only re-
maine, but grows. They have
becomo an indispensable link In
the supply of the daily needs of
the European people, and ther
servioes conld not be dispensed
with withont detriment to the
health of the people.

It was the historic destiny of
India, Mr. Nehru said, to achieve
the integration -and unpity of
lodia, an integration of the na-
tion in thought and mind and
spirit 50 that we may face any
pew dapger and peril. It is a
good thing 1o have perils and

“dangers all the time, That is
the way that nations grow-—anot._
by solt. living, not by soft
thought, not by soft talk, 1
pity those who lead a soft life.
They miss the joy of life, Above
all, let us fight for and cherish
the [reedom that has come after
long waiting, Ve dare not lose
gur vigilance and go soft and
slack.”

Bakshi Gulam Mahomed de-
livered a fighting speech. 1lhe
Prime Minister of Kashmir des
clared that Kishmir's accesion
to India was irrevocable. The
Kashmisis have decided that
Kashmir’s place cannot be other
than with India,

Bakshi Gulam Mohamed as-
sured the.session .on behalf of
{be Nationsl Conference, the
majority party in Kashmirc
Oonstituent Assembly, that not
only the American aid but even
if other powers come to the aid
of Pakistan, Kashmiris will re-
sist them to the last man and
"will continue to bs part of India.

“A plebiscile in Kashmir is
not the concern of the United
States, Pakistan or anyono else,
We have decided our course and
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we shall do whatever we like,
plebiscite or no plebisoite,”
asserted the Kashair Prime
Minister.

1he Kashmir Goverament des
legation, consistinz of the Prime
Minister of Kashmir and olber
Ministers came to an agrecment
with the Government of India
in regard to the full imple-
mentation of Delbi Agreemest
of July, 1952,

The talks conducted in Delbi
lasted for tbree days and were
aimed at taking. harmonious
action by the Kashmir Consti-
tuent Assembly and the Presi-
dent of India under Article 370
of the Constitution so as to
reorganise the special position
of Jammu and Kashmir as a
State acceded to ladia and at
the same time ¢x-ending the
jurisdiction of the Supreme
Court ol ladia over Kashmir,
The Supreme Courl's jurisdic-
tion will be limited to the en-
forcement of the fundamentul
rights of the citiz:ns in the
State,

The Government of Nashmir
bas agreed to the financial in-
tegration of the Siate with
lndia, giviog up income t&x,
customs and similar tex:s to
the Union. Ihe quantum of
grant which the Union Goveran-
ment will give in relurn has
also been fixed. The provisions
of the agreement will be ic-
corporated in the constitution
that is being drafted by the
Kashmir Constituent Assembly,
The Constitution of Iadia will
also bo amended suitably,

Correspondence is still going
on between the Prme Ministers
of India and Pakistan. In reply
to & letter {rom Mr. Mohamed
Ali, the Prime Minister of Pa-
kistan, M¢. Nebru has stated
that the proposed military aid
from America to lakistan has
changed the whole complex of
Kashmir question. So it will be
useless to have farther talk in
the malter at secretariat level
until a clear picture emerges
about the proposed American
aid and its implications.

Public opinion in America,
according to news received ia
India, is realising the fact that
it is not worthwhile to alienate
India just to geta few bases of
doubtiul military value in La.
kistan.

Morcv than ;000 men, women
and childten were trampled or

crushed to death and over 1809
injured on the banks of the
sacred river Ganga on the Maubi
Amavasya (3rd February), the
main bathiog day of Kumbh
Mela. Over four million pil.
grims had gathered to have a
dip in the Saogam, the thrice
boly coniluence of Ganga, Ja-
muna and mythical Saraswati,
It was the biggest congregation
in tbe bistory of Kumbh HKela.

Ilistory, legend and myth
have made Kumbh Mela the
most auspicious . occasion for
pilgrimage for Hindus. The
Mela which is climax2d at the
Singam every twelve years,
originates fcom the legendary
dispute hetween Gods and
Demons over the possession of
divioe nector which bad emerged
on the churoing of the ocean of
milk., Theson ol Lord Indra,
tbe king of Gods, was stated to
have run 1way with the Kumbh,
the pitcher containing nector,

“During his Jight be rested at

four places on carth—Hardwar,
Ujjain, Nasik and Prayag (the
Singam)—where Kumbh Mela
is held in a cycle of twelve
years.

‘The importance of this year’s
Kumbh Mela was heightened
by o particular juxtaposition
of the sup, the moon and the
jupitor, which is considered to
have occurred alter a century,

Long before daybreak nearly
three thousand policemen took
position to control the huge
traffic, They were supported
by six thousand voluntecrs re-
preseating  twenty-two social
service organisations.

1n the carly morning, braviog
the mid-winter chill, hundreds
ol thousands of pilgrims from
all corners of the country and
{from abroad converged on the
slush banks to have their cere-
monial dip in the sacred waters,
They included people from all
walks of life, arriviog by all
available means of transport
and on loot 4o have the rare
privilese of participatiog in the
boliest ol Kumohs in a hundred
years,

Bathing on Mauni Amavasya
day, marking the Purna Kum-
bha, started early when the
sun had yet to clear tho morning
mist round thesilvering crowds.

Bells 1ingled and trumpets
blared announciog the Brahma
Muhurta, the inomest when

the creation had begun. They
were the sigoals for the multi-
tudes of humanity to plunge
into the icy walers to wash off
their sip.

Around the churned waters of
the contluence were Lkept ready
a hundred boats, each with a
policeman and a life saver
aboard. Aboui a thousand
boats were busy carrying pil-
grims from across the banks,

. tacular
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Sadhus were, however, the
centre of attraction and high-
lighting  the pgreat bathing
festival were the Lwelve spec-
pracessions  of  these
holy men, cach procession rc-
presenting 8 diflcrent religious
order, were {lying its banner of
safflron and red. Tor these
ascetics was maintained a scpas=
rate enclosure, besides the
fifteen bundred main bathing
Ghat below the historic fort of
Akbar the Ureat. The proces.
sions passed through the onec-
mile route from lhe camps of
the sadhus across the Ganga to
the confluence, They marched
to the blowing of buglcs, beat-
iog of drums and playing of
bands. Decorated clephants,
camels, palanquins and motor
cars added to the grandeur of
the pageantry.

Thousands lined the roulc as
the sadbus marched lriumph-
antly but in orderly formation.
Their elders, the *“Mahants”
and “Adhyaksha” were sented
oa elephants and in palanquins
decorated with flags and fes
toons, The processions included
a large number of uaclad Naga
ascetics,

Everything was in order up to
the time when these Sadbus
returned alter baving a dip in
the holy watcrs, When the pro-
cessions of these venerable were
returning over a million people
rushed {rom both sides to have
a look at the procession. They
surged forward and meeting
converging crowds were unable
to advance or retreat, Within
the next filteen | minutes the
great  catastroph¢  occurred
strewing the 500 square yards,
where the Sadhus were march-
ing, with & mass of dead and
dyiog men, women and children
including the Sadhus. People
in the middle were trapped on
the slippery slopes of the bank
and trampled into the slush.
Others were literally squeezed
to death against each other
under the pressure and momen-
tum of immense, unaccountable
numbers behind,

Dr. Rejendra Prasad, President
of the lndian Union, and his
family, Mr. Nehru, the Governor
of Uttar Pradesh, Mr. . M,
Munshi and the Chiel Minister
of Uttar Pradesh, Mr, Govind
Ballabh Pant were also in the
Kumbh Mele area. The DIresi-
dent and his family had bathed
before the disaster struck, After
the tragedy, Mr., Nehru deferred
entire programme to lend all
assistance he could. and wvisit
the hospitals where the injured
were detained,

Mr. Nehru later told journal-
ists that at the time of the
trtagedy he was watching the
procession from the balcony of

he Tort, Ho had a complete
view of thc wholc scene from
tho bund to the conflluence, but
he did npot discern bow the
tragedy occurred, Ile had scen
big crowds beforo aod othor
KXumb Melas, but he had ncver
