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UMTATA — A witness told the commission of inquiry
into the department of works and energy yesterday
that the former Prime Minister, Chief George Matanzi-
ma, had told her she must pay R2 million before re-
ceiving casino rights.

The managing director of Joe-Lexie Pty Ltd, Mrs Lezxie
Ceza, said she had wanted to explain the background about
her company’s application for casino rights in the light of
evidence concerning her company before the commission
yesterday. .

She said the company was formed in 1982 and it submitted an
application to the department of justice and other relevant de-
partments for a casino licence.

She said Paramount Chief Kaiser Matanzima objected to the fact
that the company had non-Transkeian directors. The board was
changed to comprise four Transkeians: Mrs Ceza, Mr Dowa Mgudl-
wa, Dr A B L Pupuma and Mrs Tabitha Dubeni.

In October 1986, Mrs Ceza said, she and her financiers, Mr A Del
Veccio and Mr Trickey, from Durban, had been invited by Chief
George to meet him at Ugie.

She said Chief George told her and her financiers that he wanted
to buy a farm from Mr G J Gouws. Present at the meeting were Mr
Kenneth Magidigidi, Mr Liston Ntshongwana, Mr M Lujabe and
Chief Mfundo Matanzima.

The actual business meeting was held in private and attended
only by herself and her financiers, Chief George and Mr Gouws.

“We were told that before we could get casino rights we had to
pay lobola of R2 million. Also we had to meet Mr Gouws who was
selling his farm to Chief George. "

Asked for clarification

When the chairman asked the witness for clarification of the
term “lobola,” Mrs Ceza said this was the exact word used by Chief
George. She understood it to mean that if they did not pay lobola
they would not get anything.

Mrs Ceza said Chief George told her that in her application she
must include the following people as directors: Mr M Lujabe, Mr

wanting casino rights for a long time.

The company was prepared to go along with Chief George and
give him “lobola” if casino rights were granted to it in writing.

About two weeks aiter the meeting in Ugie, she said, Mr Monty
Ntloko came to her house and said he was representing Mr Sol
Kerzner with a proposition to sell the Iand at the Umtata Dam
which her company was given permission to occupy by the depart-
ment of local government and land tenure and which was in-
tended for a casino.

She said Mr Ntloko said she would be paid R300 000 if her com-
pany dropped its application for casino rights. Mrs Ceza said she
refused to sign the proposition, which was not in contract form. She
told Mr Ntloko to leave.

She said that, at the Ugie meeting, Mr Del Veceio and Mr Trick-
ey had offered R1 million with another R1 million to come after the
granting of casino rights.

She said Chief George was not in favour and decided to give Mr
Kerzner this right on December 18 1986, in Butterworth without
Cabinet approval or approval of the Minister of Justice.

Later yesterday, Mr Ntloko, managing director of the Transkei
Development Corporation and chairman of the Transkei Agricul-
tural Corporation, came before the commission with a legal repre-
sentative to deal with the allegations made against him. Also a
director of Transum, Mr Ntloko told the commission he had been

called to see Chief George on his farm at Ugie. Chief George told

him he was giving him “sweets” for everything he had done.
Mr Ntloko said he refused to take cash because he was worried
about the impression it would create, so he requested a cheque

which was given to him.
The chairman, Mr G Alexander SC, asked Mr Ntloko if he did not

‘think it strange that he was called to a hotel out of the country

and told he would receive a cheque of R50 000.

Mr Ntloko said it was not unusual for Chief George to summon
people out of the country and he did not ask why Mr Gouws was
signing the cheque although it was a gift from Chief George.

He said the size of the cheque did shock him a little, but he did
not refuse it because he “did not know what the Prime Minister
wotuld do to him if he refused”. At no point were Transun or easino
rights brought up as they had only discussed agricultural matters,
he said.

He told the commisssion that the potential listing of Transun was
of great financial importance to the TDC which now owned
28,5 percent of the shares. ™
He denied the allegations put to the commission by Mrs Ceza and
said he had gone to see her on behalf of the-managing director of
Transun, Mr Ken Rosevear, to approach her about the purchase of
the land for R300 000.

He:said she had signed the agreement he presented to her and
only a week later did she change her mind. He did not have a copy
of the document as he did not think it was that important as it was

rot a’legal document, . ; - .
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Chief George told him he had bought a farm for R1,2 million
from Mr Gouws. He submitted he was somewhat alarmed because
of the money Chief George already had on loan from Tracor.

According to previous evidence, R2 million was transferred by a
Cape Town attorney to a Ugie farmer, Mr G J Gouws, who then
issued nine cheques which went to senior officials, including two
former Prime Ministers, Chief George Matanzima, and Miss Stella
Sigcau. Evidence was also given that R100 000 was issued to Chief
George who on the same day issued a cheque of R50 000 to Para-
mount Chief Kaiser Matanzima.

Senior counsel for the auditor-general led almost an hour's argu-
ment to the commission regarding the contract, signed by Chief
George Matanzima on behalf of the Transkei government, entered
into with the Wild Coast Sun for the building of a casino hotel in {
Umtata.

Senior counsel submitted that, legally, no one had the right to
contractually grant exclusive gambling rights to a company. The
comnmission was told that one could not contract in advance the
right for a licence and officials of the commission were Investigat-
ing if there were any irregularities such as the passing of monies
which preceded the granting of a licence.

Later, counsel for the auditor-general led evidence about the
allocation of the shares of Transun, in response to a query from the
commission about the allocation to certain individuals.

Different box number

Reading from the Transun register, counsel told the commission
a former secretary-general, Mr Ashton Dunjwa, had applied in his |
name for 650 00 shares at the value of R1,50 a share and he was
allocated 159 00. Another application was made in the same name
but M:w a different box number for which 7 000 shares were allo-
cated.

A query was made about the ex-Minister of Commerce, Industry
and Tourism, Chief Gladstone Gwadiso, who applied for 750 000
mwﬂﬂmm and was allocated 1835000 with almost R850 000 refunded

0 -him.

The other larger allocations read out to the commission included
Mr V Mbotoli, described as a shareholder and director of Trans-
games and a former employee of Jale, who applied for 916 500 |
shares and received 224 200 with a refund of more than R1 million. |

The managing director of the TDC, Mr Monty Mtloko, applied for

. 1 million shares and.was allocated 244 600 with a refund of over

R1,1 million. Chief George applied for 200 000.and received 48 900,
Counsel for the auditor-general said that it appeared as if a large

‘number of people resident in wealthy areas such as Houghton, Hout

Bay and Sandton applied for large numbers of shares but with the
names of Transkeians — with the inference that they were used.

A member of the allocations committee, and a secretary/legal
adviser for the TDC, Mr Peter Barrable, told the commission Rand
Merchant Bank had made available R8 million to assist Trans-
keians to purchase such shares. — Sapa.
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and Energy, as the man who paid R2m into
the account of an eastern Cape hotelier, G J
Gouws. This amount was later paid to
various people,:in the form of nine cheques.

Bioomberg:Jir tells the FM that he chose
to give evidence to the commission. “My
decision was voluntary. I was not subpoe-
naed,” he says. Reif, who died in Switzer-
land in November 1986, was the man behind
the setting up of Transkei Tattersalls, later
established to be a wholly owned subsidiary
of Etablissement Sports et Loisirs (ESL).

ESL, together with Queenstown business-
man Fred van Rensburg and Butterworth
businessman Vuli Mbotoli, held the 55%
shareholding of Transgames bought by 45%
sharcholder Sun International subsidiary
Transun at the end of 1986.

It was also revealed to the FM that East
London businessman Chris van Rensburg,

chairman of Jalc Holdings (Current Affairs
January 135), previously had an interest in
Transkei Tattersalls, He was later paid out
in terms of the prospectus. Van Rensburg
and Jalc have been mentioned in evidence
before the commission.

In a November 1977 letter to Ashton
Danjwa, of the Ministry of Planning and
Commerce, Bloomberg Snr described Reif
as'a man of “the highest repute” who had
“occupied the position of chairman and MD
of a very large organisation in the milling
industry, the fishing industry and in ship-
ping.” Bloomberg wrote that Reif had since
then moved to Locarno, Switzerland, from
where he had also conducted business in
France, Monaco and West Germany.

According to the letter, Reif had appoint-
ed two Cape Town bookmakers, Louis Miller
and GustWisenberg, as his representatives.
Both men were also well known to him, wrote

Bloomberg. (In a later letter, dated Septem-
ber 1 1978, from the secretary of the then
establishéd Transkei Sporting and Tattersall
Company, reference is made to Gus Wise
rather than Wisenberg).

Before writing his letter, Bloomberg SIT
had met Danjwa and Minister R Madikizela
in Cape Town.

Bloomberg’s application on behalf of Reif
was later discussed in a private and confiden-
tial report by one Madabane, who had trav-
elled to Cape Town. Madabane wrote that
“in order to obtain a first-hand knowledge of
the manifold operations connected with horse-

racing,” he (Madabane) had been advised

“to seek the help and co-operation of Alder-

man A Bloomberg who ... has a profound
knowledge of racing ...”

Madabane stated that he had ascertained
that Reif had also been the MD of the
English concern conducting the business of
the Tiger Qats company in Europe. Wisen-
‘berg and Miller’s joint turnover of their
respective businesses was more> than R5m
per year, wrote Madabaned!: - vt2."

“I lean towards supporting tHisSapplica-
tion very strongly,” stated Madabane at the
time.

In a Cabinet memorandum, dated March
3 1978 and marked “Secret,” the Depart--
ment of the Interior endorses the recommen-
dation that Reif’s application through
Bloomberg be considered favourably.

The Jockey Club Promoters and Agencies
from Nairobi in Kenya, who wanted to de-

Thomas Geoges (sic) and Mincioni Pas-
quale, acting as trustees for a Transkei com-
pany. |

After the Cabinet meeting Bloomberg was
advised by letter from the secretary for the
Interior and Social Services that Reif had .
received permission to establish a Tattersall |
club, bookmakers agency, amusement and !
fruit machines, pools and a state lottery. .|

In a return letter from the secretary of the:
Transkei Sporting and Tattersall Company, '
the Minister of the Interior is asked to nomi- -
nate three members of a committee, as stipu-.
lated by the constitution of the club. The:
letter states that Reif, Richard Kurland (an
attorney with Bloomberg’s firm) and one
Eion Charles Chisholm had been appointed
by the founder of the club.

The founder had also appointed Miiler:
and Wise (Wisenberg) as bookmaking mem-
bers to the committee, wrote the secretary.’
Reif and Kurland are mentioned as-the two |
directors on the letterhead.

On October 18 1978, the secretary for
Commerce, Industry and Tourism wrote to -
the deputy Prime Minister, forwarding “the"
required import permits (for amusement
machines) as instructed by you.”

The chairman of the

Modern Major General

Is Transkei’s new strongman, Major General
Bantu Holomisa, a Jerry Rawiings clone
determined, like the young flight lieutenant

who became Ghana's Head of State, to
stamp out corruption and maladministra-

tion?

And what of his pledge to “‘consider” a
return to civilian government once his ruling
Military Council has achieved its sanitising
“objectives”?

Perhaps most intriguing: is Holomisa in
fact the catspaw of retired president Kaiser
Matanzima in a bigger political gameplan —
even though restrictions on Man-
tanzima’s political activities re-
main in force?
| Unlike the Lesotho coup two

years ago, SA does not appear to
have been involved in the Transkei
putsch,

At this stage there are more
questions than answers about the
new man at the helm in Umtata; to
most observers Holomisa is an un-
known, though probably pretty
able, quantity.

When someone as young as Ho-
lomisa (32) emerges as head of his
country’s defence force, either he
must be brilliant, or he rose — a
child of the Matanzima era —as a
result of the machinations of
Transkei politics, as one Africa |
specialist has suggested.

At any rate (and accepting for e
the moment the homeland’s claim %32
to be an independent state), the 7
major general has made his mark 3
by overthrowing two governments &7
in three months — PM George "~
Matanzima’s in October, and the ¢
new head Holomisa had himself
installed, Stella Sigcau, on Decem-
ber 30. The premise for his action
was allegations (“convincing docu-
mentary proof,” says Holomisa)
that she “was also involved in bribery and
corruption” for which George Matanzima
was removed from office (see Fox and Cur-
rent affairs).

Holomisa’s minor coups in the minor state
make him responsible for half the number of
Africa’s coups in 1987; the others were in
Burundi and Burkina Faso, where another
clean-crusading young soldier, Captain
Thomas Sankara, was overthrown last year.

Journalists were astonished.to find that
Holomisa himself answers his phone calls —
possibly a sign of a new openness and effi-
ciency. He told the FM this week: “I have no
political affiliations. I am a concerned
] with administrative

standards and economic development in my
country.”

His concern with administrative standards
is understandable. Holomisa is one of the
first and few blacks to have undergone the
management courses at the Pretoria Army
College. So he is “trained to look at the books
and accounts,” as is borne out by the evident
thoroughness of his commission of inquiry
into corruption. It is also observed that there
is nothing to refute Holomisa’s claim simply
to want to put matters right in the corrupt
statelet — despite the notion of the honest-
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soldier-as-ruler being too good to be true in
many minds. The voung general certainly
doesn’t appear to evince any arrogance or
power lust. But it’s early days yet.

Fact is that he could simply have an-
nounced immediate elections after ensuring
that through the normal processes of enquiry
any further corruption be exposed. Perhaps

that is what he has in mind. Stella Sigecau
appears to have been both tried and sen-

tenced in absentia.
For the moment, however, Holomisa says

“the TDF has resolved to take over full
control of the country in an endeavour to
rectify this state of affairs (corruption) once
and for all and to re-establish the mecha-

nisms of good and sound government.”

It became apparent, he explains, that the
TDF’s “moderate action” in removing
George Matanzima’s government “did not
have the desired effect and that more ex-
treme measures would have to be taken.”

In adopting the measures it had, he adds,
“the TDF must not be regarded as a law unto
itgelf, but as a crusader against the exploita-
tion of the country’s limited resources by
unscrupulous persons.” He accused Trans-
kei’s former rulers of bringing their country
into disrepute and of setting a “disgusting
example for future generations.”

He assured the private sector that the
TDF “has no intention whatsoever of alter-
ing the status quo and that private invest-
ment wiil continue to be encouraged.”

The martial law which had been declared
after Holomisa took control was very quickly
lifted because, he was pleased to announce,
“that the civil unrest that is always a possi-
bility in an exercise of this nature did not
materialise, and that the transition to the
new government has been so uneventful.”

Subject to certain basic alterations to the
constitution, he elaborated, the laws of the
country would continue to apply.

Holomisa was born on July 25, 1953 at

Mgqanduli in the Transkei. As the son of the
jate Chief Bazindlovu Holomisa of the Ama-
hegebe tribe at Mqanduli, the general is a
member of the territory’s establishment. His
father served in World War 2 and had been a
long-standing member of the Transkei Leg-
islative Assembly.

Interestingly, he is a member of neither of
the two main, rival tribes, the Pondo and
Tembu, (even though he managed the
Tembu Royals Football Club until last
April, when he resigned “due to pressure at
work”). The Matanzimas, incidentally, are
Tembu, whereas Sigcau is Pondo. So the |
tribally neutral Holomisa could play a nice
balancing act.

He attended Jongiliswe College in Trans-
kei, which, he points out, “was at the time
the school for sons of chiefs and headmen,”
where he matriculated in 1975. Among his
subjects were Public Administration and
“Conduct of Public Affairs.” He played soc-
cer, cricket and tennis and was rugby captain
and vice-head prefect.

In 1976 Holomisa worked six months for
the Department of Posts and Telecommuni-
cations at Umtata. On July 1 1976, three
months before Transkei’s “independence,”
he joined the Transkei Defence Force
(TDF), where he was commissioned as an
officer two years later. He says he was not
trained by ex-Rhodesian Selous Scouts chief
Ron Reid-Daly who went to Transkei as a
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military adviser in 1979, And although Ho-
lomisa gets on with Reid-Daly, he doesn’t
agree with his “principles of administra-
tion.” In 1978 he attended the School of
Infaniry at Gwelo in lan Smith’s Rhodesia.

Holomisa has served in the following bran-
ches of the TDF: platoon commander
1978/1979 as a lieutenant; training wing
commander until 1981 as a captain; battal-
ion second-in-command, becoming a major;
battalion commander until 1983 when he
graduated to lieutenant colonel; senior staff
officer operations and training with the rank
of colonel in 1984; chief of staff from 1985 as
a brigadier; and commander of the TDF in
April 1987 when he became major general.

His sporting interests took him to what
was then Rhodesia as manager of the Trans-
kel gymkhana squad in 1978, and he was
manager of the Transkei National Rugby
squad, becoming national secretary of the
Transkei Rugby Board from 1 982 to 1984.

Holomisa, who is married with two daugh-
ters aged 5 and 3, and a baby boy, says he
plans to improve his academic qualifications
through Unisa this year. B

TERENCE SHANK

Packed performance

First impressions of Terence Shank, assist-
ant director of Pact Drama, reveal a man
charged with electric energy. This hyperacti-
vity requires an endless infusion of caffeine.

He admits: “I never touch alcohol and
always avoid pre-show snacks or dinners. But
coffee is always great.”

Gesticulation and volubility are quintes-
sential Shank whenever he drives home a
point. A cigarette is poised constantly be-

tween his fingers. '
Shank was born 41 years ago in the US. “I

am a man of the arts,” he confesses. “It 1s a
non-peolitical international language. Wher-
ever I work in the world is home. Whenever
people ask me when I am returning, I say:
‘Well I am home.” ”

A comedy of errors and a wild goose chase
made SA Shank’s temporary home in 1985
— after he had travelled halfway round the
world to work for a theatre impresario whose
name he had confused with that of someone
else. His unprecedented success as the best
theatre director in the country has prolonged
his stay.

To Shank, work entails anything that en-
tertains people. Once in SA *by accident,”
he contracted to work for a large property
development company, He introduced inno-
vative entertainment features at two big new
shopping complexes in Pretoria and Rand-
burg.

Producing a talking car, a pirate ship, a
skating rink and castle was child’s play to
Shank who, at one time, worked for the
Disney Corporation. He has also staged
shows for Universal Studios and had a hand
in preparing the Olympic pageant in Los
Angeles. His nterests have also led him to

become involved in theme parks such as Los
Angeles’ Universal City,

Later, director and impresario Peter Toer-
ien approached him and asked if he would
direct Edward Albee’s play The Lady from
Dubugue.

By that stage Shank’s love affair with SA
had begun and he leaped easily into theatre.
He decided to adapt and direct John Stein-
beck’s novel Grapes of Wrath, for which he
had already received high praise at the world
premiere in Los Angeles, for local audiences.

One of the noteworthy aspects of the play
was the way in which, with what appeared to
be absolute simplicity, he managed to move a
family across an entire continent on a single
stage.

His partnership with Pieter Toerien con-
tinued, and he honed his directorial skills
further in Doubles and Tribute.

Shank says: “I want to do new things on
stage and experiment with different concepts
because I'm a theatrical maverick in a sense,
and I believe in taking risks.

“The potential for South African theatre
is very exciting. I loved Asanimali. | dragged
some American friends who had been in this
country for only two days to see it. 1 told
them it was great indigenous theatre.

“l would like to bring other exciting pro-
jects like this to the stage. But at the moment
I feel there are not enough theatregoers, nor
competition due to demography. Maybe it’s
because this is a relatively new country and
there 15 not a history of theatrical tradition
like in England, or even America. The com-
petitive mood and standard of discipline is
not high enough in this country,

“In New York alone there are 4 000 peo-
ple for every job in
theatre. If an actor
can sing or dance he
has to go to classes for
a few hours every sin-
gle day.”

Whatever Shank’s
perceptions of local
theatre may be, they
have not deterred him
from competing and
immersing himself in
his work.

In 1987 he pro- g
duced a quartet of [&
plays in Grahams- =
town ranging from the
mainstream Strider to
Above the Wind, Four B
Play and The Surviva-
list. Two of the entries
had their origins at
the renowned New
American Play Festival in Louisville, Ken-
tucky, which has given the world contempo-
rary hits like Agnes of God and Crimes of
the Heart.

His production Looking Glass won the
1987 AA Life Vita Award for Best Produc-
tion as well as the Breytenbach Epathlon —
and earned him the title of associate director
for Pact for two years, starting this month.

theatrical maverick

Shank’s long history in the world of arts e

has allowed him to take risks and pass judg-
ment on theatrical endeavours. He was only
ten years old when he decided he wanted to
be an actor, by the age of 12 he was carrying
an actors’ union card. |

When he entered college he already had
eight years of professional theatre and televi-
sion to his credit, and, by the time he was 17,
he was earning a good living.

I had convinced myself that my first love
1n life was theatre. It is my art form and will
remain so forever -— that is why I am on this
earth,” he adds rather theatrically.

A bird of passage

Obsessed with learning every conceivable
aspect of theatre at home and abroad, he
went to Europe where he studied costume,
acting, stage and set design, and progressed
further from acting to stage design, produc-
ing and directing on and off Broadway.

He then moved to the Virgin Islands and
established a whole theatre company and
arts council, which he directed for several
years before finally moving into writing.

By then he felt he could put all the pieces
together in terms of theatre, and it wasn’t
long before his restless drive prompted him
to search for new challenges.

Eight years ago Shank moved again —
this time to Los Angeles — where he was
instrumental in creating The Colony, a com-
pany of 50 actors and actresses. This he ran
as artistic director for over 40 plays.

In fact the Colony achieved the major feat
of winning every Drama Critics Award pos-
sible, including those for production, direc-
tion and design.

On the West Coast,
he has won 15 Drama
Critics Awards, and
scores of media
awards.

The company is still
prospering and flour-
ishing, but Shank felt
the need to move on
and discover what he
could do in theatre
elsewhere,

*“I have brought
some scripts with me
to SA, which have not
been seen outside my
own production com-
pany in Los Angeles. I
have also submitted
two originals which I
have not even pro-
duced on stage yet.

“l want to rewrite
new formats on stage and hopefully engen-
der in a television-bred generation an excite-
ment for the theatre, so that it becomes part
of their future.

I intend to help revitalise and add new
blood to the theatre inthis country.”

This might sound like a tall order. But
Shank did not earn his reputation by taking
gasy options. [
