What has happened 1n South

Africa to the “Fourth Estate”?
Ever since the Nationalists
gained power, they have
mounted a prolonged assault
on these basic guarantees of
free values The culmination
of the strategy against the

| press has now arrived, in the

form of the complete gag on
unofficial reporting of all as-
pects of the unrest

The vehement reaction,
both here and overseas, to
these ferocious new regula-
trons has led to the Bureau for
Information publishing an
*“advertisement” on December
21, 1986 1n the Sunday news-
papers throughout South
Africa 1t stated “The govern-
ment would like to set the
record straight with regard to

the regulations affecting
the media”

FTER giving “sound rea-

sons” for the declaration
of the state of emergency on
June 12, 1986, such as the “re-
volutionary” intention of the
“radical elements”, the large
number of deaths and the de-
struction of property, the ad-
vertisement said that, al-

though “able to deal with this
situation”, the government
“could not effectively do so 1n

terms of the normal laws of
the iang”

“Most of the media,” 1t said,
“have continued to generate
perceptions which have, on
balance, been more favoura-

0 the pub

ble to the radical cause than
to the cause of the moderates,
and while bona fide eritical at-
titudes towards the govern-
ment of the day are respected
by the government, there are
“individuals within the estab-
i1shed media and organs of the
alternative media who strong-

ly believe that the media
should be used to promote the
objectives of the radical revo-
lution” The new regulations

were directed at those ele-
ments

The established media (the

Newspaper Press Union) were
invited to draw up *“their own
code to ensure responsible re-
porting during the state of
emergency’ They would have
been exempted from the new
regulations and only a number
of smaller weekly newspapers
(the so-called *“‘alternative
press’’) would have fallen un-
der the new prohibitions

The NPU declined to do the
censorship for the government
and to thear credit stood by the
principle that freedom of the
press 1s 1ndivisible

Over the last four decades
the press has been subjected
to 1ncreasing legislative re-
strictions Indeed an editor
had to tread cautiously
through the minefield of well
over a hundred prohibitions
These were severe enough but
what was 1nvolved till now was
the fear of post-publication
prosecution

The new regulations add a
completely new and disas-
trous dimension to journal-
1sm It is the introduction of
prepublication censorship
side by side with the existing
post-putblication prosecution

The new curbs which apply
to all publications produced
1n er imported 1nto the Repub-
lic, prohibtt — unless offici1al-
ly cleared by an authorized
person — the publication of
reports, news and comment

An editor had to
tread cautiously

through the mine-
field of well over a
hundred prohibi-
tions.

N addition the regulations
prohibit the publication of
blank spaces or obliterations,
thus seeking to conceal rather
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than reveal the fact of censor-
ship — 1n other words to have
the game without the name

This 1s the briefest outline
of the authoritarian censor-
ship now being enforced upon
the media, and members of
the press face a fine of R20 000

or 1mprisonment for 10 years
for non-compliance

The government also has the
power to se1ze any publication
or recording and to ban for

three months at a time any
newspaper or periodical pub-

lishing prohibited matter

For over 30
years the govern-
ment has failed to
prove that its po-
litical opponents
are subject to the
control of a com-
munist conspir-
acy.

Why is this being done? The
advertisement argued that we
are engaged 1n a struggle not
“between whites and blacks,
or between the government
and the Opposition, but be-
tween moderates and radi-
cals It 1s between those who
advocate negotiation and evo-
lutionary change and those
who advocate violence and re-
volutionary change”

But the option given with re-
spect to this “negotiation” 1s
an extremely narrow one It is
clear that what 1s meant 1s ne-
gotiation on the government’s
narrow terms — the preserva-
tion of white political control
or rather control by an elite
white power group, the
National Party

The government's strong re-
sistance to a very cautious, 1n-

deed timid, effort at power-
sharing 1in Natal (the 1ndaba)
forces the conclusion that any
n{eigotlatmn would be lop-sid-
e

If you do not accept the gov-
ernment’s basic premise, you
fall by definition (and ex-
planatory advertisement) into

the camp of violent revolu-
tionaries On this basis the ad-
vertisement warns “The me-
dia would do well to decide
which side they are on”

This exhortation to take
sides 15 a gross over-sumplica-
tion It 1gnores the wide spec-
trum of South African politics
which cannot be forced 1nto
the polarity suggested by the
Bureau The government
seeks to justify this polanty
approach by 1nvoking the
spectre of the total onslaught

HE advertisement told us

that there are “radical ele-
ments attempting to make the
country ungovernable”, Presi-
dent P W Botha informed the
nation during his television
speech on December 12 that
South Africa was confronted
by ‘“*a revolutionary on-
slaught”

Interestingly, when the
government was attempting to
persuade the i1nternational
community of the genuineness
of 1ts reform programme, the
concept of total onslaught was,
as Professors Geldenhuys and
Kotze put 1n Leadership 1985,
“seldom 1f ever {rotted out in
public” Now that with sanc-
tions the government 15 back
1in the laager, we hear again

that any person or organiza-
tion opposing the govern-

The commissioner’s notice and order prohibits
newspapers, magazines and periodicals from pub-
lishing anything which commends, defends, ex-
plains or justifies an unlawiul organisation or 1s
calculated to improve or promote their public
Image andg esteem.

They are denounced as yet
another blow to 1ndividual
liberty and freedom of
expression

But when, I wonder, will
those who protest so loudly
turn their attention to the
rest of the continent

With a few honourable ex-
ceptions, notably Senegal and
Botswana, the press through-
out black Africa 1s under
strict government control and
serves only the interest of
those 1n power

The least dewviation from
the “revolutionary path,” the
shightest allusion to ministeri-
al corruption or {he expres-
sion of a timdly dissenting
opimion 1nvariably brings a
harsh reprisal

Thousands of editors, jour-
nalists and writers have been
imprisoned, some have sim-
ply vanished Here, almost at
random, are some examples

In the face of this evidence,
some people outside Africa
may neverthless argue that
the 1983 Nobel Prize {o Wole
Soyinka, the Nigerian novel-
ist, play and poet renowned
for his attacks on officialdom,
demonstrates that freedom of
expression still exists

Ironically, anxious to share
in the reflected glory, the ju-
bilitation over Soyinka’s
award was led by the very
despots and dictators who
have discouraged African

Throughout Africa one con-
stantly hears the slogans
