The school has, let us say, 31 posts One headmaster, one

Although TED rules say that all these posts can pe filled by

permanent staff, a long-standing departmental circular says
one in every 10 posls may not be advertised m order to
accommodate and protect teachers tooking for temporary jobs.

So in our scheol, two posts arve “'kept aside” for this purpose,
leaving 25 permanent teaching posts # o

Out of these, one-third are reserved for men, one-third are
reserved for women and the rematmng {hird are open to eifher
gex

In other words, at least mne teachers must be men

But teachers, like everyone else, move on — and this 1s the
Crunch -

Let’s say our schaol has an average turnover of anout 30% —
four or five tezchers a year

If they are men, there simply are not enough other men
conung out of teacher traimng college to replace them Women
cannot apply for those positions if the schaol has already filled
its female quota

For the school, this means mE%Q poste For young women
teachers about to qualify — and there sre many more women
than men at college — if means an unreasonable restriction on
the number of available posts

And 1f they hold TED bursaries, this often means bein
